Proceedings of the  Public Hearing held on 30.12.2009 at 10.00 A.M in 
SRS Kalyanamandapam, Kalangal Road, Sulur, Coimbatore District  for 
the Four/Six Laing of National Highways (NH-47)  from  Kittampalayam 
(Coimbatore District)   to Walayar (  Km 100.000 to Km 182.250) in the 
State of Tamilnadu by the  National Highways Authority of India.

The  District  Environmental  Engineer,  Tamilnadu  Pollution  Control 

Board,  Coimbatore welcomed the District  Collector,   the Public and Press 

persons who have come  to attend  the Public Hearing meeting.   Further,  the 

District Environmental Engineer informed that  as per   the letter of Ministry of 

Environment and Forests, Government of India   dated: 22.12.2008 and in 

accordance with  Environmental  Impact  Assessment  Notification 2006, the 

Public  hearing  is    conducted   today  on  30.12.2009  for  the   Project  of 

laning/widening    of  Four/Six   roads in Tamilnadu  from  Kittampalayam 

(Coimbatore District)  to Walayar (Kerala Border)     under National Highways 

Development Project   in the presence of the District Collector, Coimbatore 

District  at   SRS Kalyanamandapam,  Kalangal  Road,  Sulur,  Coimbatore to 

obtain public opinion about the  Project  .  



In continuation,  the District Collector  has informed that this project  is 

one of the  most important Project .  National Highways Authority of India is 

planing to convert the entire existing two lanes into four/six laning in various 

stages  for  the  growth   of  our  country’s  infrastructure.   As  per  National 

Highways  Development  Project  (NHDP),   the  Metropolitan  Cities   Delhi, 

Mumbai, Kolkata, Chennai have already been  converted into 4/6 laning as 

per Golden Quadrilateral  under 

Phase - I   and North-South and East – West Corridor (NSEW) under Phase – 

II.  In addition, the action   has been initiated by NHAI to convert  all  East, 

West, North and South places  of India into  four/six  laning roads.  National 

Highways Authority of India  has appointed  M/s. Wilbur Smith Associates  for 

this Project  to prepare  the Environmental Impact Assessment  report study. 

In  the EIA report  summary,    the factors affecting  the environment  and 

suitable  measures to  be taken by the NHAI was clearley indicated in this 

project. The public are requested to give their  views    regarding environment 

concerns due to  the implementation  of this  by the NHAI.  If any valuable 

views  are received  from the public, it will be included  in this Proejct, if it is 

not  considered    in  the   project.   Then the Project  Director  ,  NHAI  was 

requested to  explain  about  the  Project  to  the  Public.The  Project  Director, 

National  Highways  Authority  of  India  explained    briefly  that  the  project 

comprises   the  portion  of  NH-47  starting  from (100+000  )  Chengapalli  in 

Erode  District  and  ending  at  Walayar  (Kerala   -  Tamilnadu  Border)  in 

Coimbatore District.   The proposed Project  stretch passes through  major 

towns and villages of Perumanallur, Avinashi,  Thekkalur, Karumathampatti, 

Kaniyur, Neelambur, Madukkarai and  K.G. Chavadi.  This Project  starts at 



Kittampalayam in  Coimbatore District.   Then Wilbur Smith  Associates,  the 

Consultant engaged by the NHAI have explained in details about  the  project 

and also  stated that due to   laning of  6/4  roads , the Agricultural lands, 

Residences, Drinking Water sources, ponds, trees may be  affected.  In order 

to  compensate the  Impact, the  NHAI  has proposed to  take the following 

mitigation measures.

1. Cutting of trees -  Three trees to be planted in the  

   place of one  removed.

2. Houses, shops, land -  Giving compensation/ assistance.

3. Ponds, water sources     -  Maintenance  will be done for the 

   unaffected ponds and to increase 

   the capacity of the affected ponds. 

4. Ambient  Air,Noise  -  Tree  Plantation  in  the  highly 

              polluted area, improving the   

   vehicle maintenance.

5. Relocating the religious places   -  Proper  development  of the 

   relocate places.

The Project Director has  informed that  261.316 hectares of land will 

be acquired  for Bye-pass Roads and widening of the existing two lane roads. 

In  this  Project  a  sum  of   Rs.  6.85  crores  is    allotted  for  Environment 

Management Plan and Rs. 150.84 crores is  allotted for land acquisition  and 

rehabitations.

PUBLIC OPINION:     

Thiru.S.Palanisamy, Former District Panchayat President, 
Karumatthampatti

During Implementation of this project, Agricultural lands on  two sides 

(ie, left  and right)  of the road will  be affected.  More  noise pollution and 

emission  will  be  there   due  to  traffic   of  vehicles.  Due  to  improper 

maintenance of roads in the  existing   roads  in Karumathampatti,  emissions 



released from the vehicles are very dark ,  more traffic jam, especially   two 

wheelers driven by ladies  met with   accident.   Existing National Highways 

are not maintained properly.   So,  he informed that    first    to rectify  the 

existing roads in Karumathampatti   and  after that  this  project  may  be 

implemented  to avoid accident and inconvenience to the public.

The District Collector  and Project Director  explained   that 6/4 laning 

roads   will be implemented  without  affecting the Agricultural lands.  For this , 

trees will be planted on both sides of the road to maintain  green cover.  While 

adopting the  Rules and regulations  in the project ,  there is no chance to 

affect  the Agricultural lands.  Action will be  taken to rectify the existing road 

in Karumattampatti before  end of the month June 2010.

Vazhukkuparai   Balasubramanian,   President  of  the  Agricultural 
Association

He informed  that due to implemtation  of this project, more vehicles, 

vehicle  emission and accidents will be caused,   approximately three to four 

times  than the existing one.  Also he informed that   vehicles will be more. By 

using  this road, pollution will  be caused,   since all  the vehicles  will   be 

diverted  from Tiruppur to Palladam.  During implementation of this  Project 

the   agricultural lands  on both sides of the  roads  will be affected by  dust 

emission, and more number of  trees will be cut.

The District Collector explained  that in the existing road the vehicles 

coming in the opposite  direction are not clearly visible.  Due to heavy traffic 

the vehicles   will  move slowly,  which resulting in increased emission level 

from vehicles.  But  after implementation of the Project  vehicles will  move 

with steady  speed, resulting less emission level and moreover less traffic. 

And  also  informed  that  trees  will  be  planted  to  avoid   agricultural  land 

pollution.  In  this project 5000 trees will  be cut down.  NHAI assured that 

15,000 trees  will  be planted on both sides  of  the roads and 81,000 High 

Oxygen releasing plants will be planted in the middle of the roads.  It  will help 

to reduce the pollution level due to vehicle emission.



The Project Director has informed that the water will be sprayed during 

Project execution to control dust fall in nearby lands so as to avoid pollution to 

nearby agricultural land and trees.

Thiru.Narayanasamy, Karumathampatty.

He welcomed the  formation of the Project.  He suggested to construct 

overbridge without any stagnation of water.

The  Project  Director  has  informed  that  the   overbridge  will  be 

constructed above  maximum flood level  and proper  measures has been 

considered to avoid environmental damage.

Thiru.Krishnasamy, President of the Agricultural Association

He stressed  to control noise pollution due to usage of  horn and head 

light   to  avoid accident.  To reduce the  bright light in the vehicles action to 

be initiated to paste black sticker on Head lights.  He also stressed to connect 

the village roads in the  main NH roads and   toll  to be collected as per 

agreement to maintain the 6/4 lanes in NH 47.

The District Collector  and the Project Director has informed that  after 

implementation of  the Project  the vehicles  will go with normal speed  and 

less traffic  which will reduce the noise due to usage  of horn.  The Carbon - di 

- Oxide level will also get controlled due to  planting   of plants  in the middle 

of the  lanes.  In four lanes due to the middle plantation  the intensity  of the 

light   get  reduced which  may give  more  safety.   There  is  no  possible  to 

overtaking of  opposite vehicles.  Moreover the service road is  also 

planned to be constructed  in this  project  .  As per Government of  India’s 

guidance,   tollgate  will be constructed as per  International  standards   to 

get toll to maintain the roads.

Thiru.Nachimuthu, TVS Lotus, Karumathampatti.

He informed that the National Highways  is not having service roads. 

Due to  this  most of accidents and deaths   occur.  Six lanes roads mostly 



pass on village roads  resulting   traffic.  So,  he stressed to provide service 

roads to all villages  from National Highways.

The  Project  Director  said  that  service  roads  will  be  provided  to  all 

villages to avoid accidents.

Thiru.C.Ayyasamy, Agriculturist

He stressed the District Administration to conduct a meeting to discuss 

the Bye Pass Road  proposal ,  its effects and the matter related to acquisition 

of lands.

The Project Director has informed that in this regard NHAI has already 

conducted a meeting  on 07.05.2008  at Avinashi and Perumanallur and on 

08.05.2008 at K.G.Chavadi.  If more information required in this regard the 

public may contact the NHAI Office at Coimbatore.  A separate wing will be 

formed for the acquisition of land which will consider all issues.

Dr.N.Dharmarajan, Government Medical Officer

It is very pleasing  to know that the NHAI has come  up  with road 

widening projects.  During execution of the project priority should be given for 

the  laying  of  Service  road  so  as  to  avoid  accident.   Moreover    during 

construction  of  the   flyovers,  they   may  be  constructed   with   pillar 

arrangement instead of earth filling.

The Project Director and the  District Collector  has  explained that 

Service  road  will  also  be  laid  alongwith  widening  of  NH-47.   The  Project 

Director  has  informed  that  the  flyovers  are   designed  based  on  the  IRC 

guidelines.   Based on the design as well as economic feasibility  the flyovers 

have been proposed.  However his   views also be considered during  the 

course   of action.

Thiru.Velusamy, Avinashi

The District Administration shall make  field inspections so as to know 

whether this project  has been proposed  via Tiruppur Cremation ground.



The  Project Director has informed that a separate Public Hearing has 

been proposed for the Tiruppur District.  During the meeting this subject will 

be discussed.

Thiru.Devendran,  Former Village President, Avinashi.

Whether this Project is a    finalised one.

The Project Director has informed that this project has been   finalised , 

the  tender  was  also  called  for   on  27.11.2009.   However,  if  there  is  any 

specific modification/ suggestion informed due to environmental impact, the 

views will be considered so as to  include  in this project.

Thiru.S.Velumani, Muthugoundenpudur.

For the implementation of this  project whether  compensation will be 

issued to the land  owner immediately or compensation will be issued  only 

after  making necessary inspection and  formalities.

The  Project  Director  has  informed  that  the  compensation  amount 

fixed by  the Government will be  distributed before acquisition of land and the 

land will be taken over  only after distribution of the amount.

Thiru.K.R.Arumugam, Avinashi

 Transport Department and District Administration may  take steps to 

control vehicle traffic as well as noise pollution due to  use of  Air Horn.

It  was informed that action is being taken by the Transport Department 

and  Police  Department for the above,

Thiru.Radhakrishnan, Avinashi

During acquisition of land  for this Project farmers may lost the entire 

land  owned  by  them.    In  view of  the   above  proper  compensation  and 

rehabilitation shall be given for  the  benefit  of the farmers.



The  Project  Director  has  informed  that  for  the  compensation  and 

Rehabilitation a sum  of Rs. 150.84 Crores has been allotted in this project. 

Hence the amount fixed by the  Government will be disbursed to the farmers.

Subsequently,  the District Environmental Engineer, TNPC Board has 

summarised and concluded the proceedings of the meeting.

Finally, the Project director has informed that this Project is one of the 

best project in our  Country.  Hence this Project will be implemented without 

any adverse effects on environment, without any damage   to the farmers land 

and also  the Government fixed rate will be given to the land owners without 

any delay so as  this  Project is a useful to one and all.

With this  Public Hearing  has come to an end.
