366 nos of public and 4 nos of NGOs were attended the public hearing. The
attendance register of the same is enclosed.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Cuddalore
has welcomed the District Collector, Government Officials, Elected Representatives,
Representatives of Industry, Representatives of Non Government Organisations and public
to Public Hearing proposed for the new project of M/s.Goodearth Shipbuilding Private
Limited. And also he has stated that the Public Hearing is conducted as per the guidelines of
Ministry of Environment and Forest, Government of India, New Delhi and requested the
District Collector to preside over the proceedings.

The District Collector has highlighted the importance of industrialization for the
country and requested the public to raise their doubts and record their views about this
proposed project, environmental impact of the project and the measures to be adopted to
protect the environment. Further, the District Collector has stated about the guidelines of the
Public Hearing and informed that this is not the forum for taking final decision and our job is
only to send the heard and recorded views of all people participated in the meeting to the
Ministry of Environment and Forest, Government of India, New Delhi for taking decision.

And also the District Collector has requested the representatives of the proposed
project to describe about the project activities, the impact on the environment and remedial



measures to mitigate the environmental issues and after the presentation is over, the public
shall record their views and doubts about the project and project representatives will answer
for all the views and doubts of the public.

Further, Thiru. Shi Anandh Sai, Assistant Manager has described about the proposed
project, environmental impact of the project and the measures to be adopted to protect the
environment with power point presentation. The details of the proposed project is as follows.

The unit has proposed to invest Rs.300 Crore and the Phase-| will be established in
an extent of 60.79 Hectares. The unit will utilize 50,000 Tons of mild steel per annum in the
Phase-I and it will be extended upto 5,00,000 Tons of mild steel per annum after expansion.
For the import of raw materials for the proposed project ant sailing of the built ship into the
sea, the unit will establish a captive port. The unit will utilize 40 KLD of water for their
domestic and industrial purposes and 70% of treated wastewater will be utilized for toilet
flushing and green belt development. The unit will provide employment for 1500 people
directly and 6000 people indirectly and there is no impact on the fishing and agricultural
activities.

Subsequently, the District Collector has requested the public to record their views
one by one by stating their name and village.

Among the public, 20 nos of persons has recorded their views and the details are as
follows.

VIEWS OF THE PUBLIC:

1. Thiru.Chezhiyan, Tamilnadu Coastal Protection Federation, Killai Area:

He is the president for the 10 villages of All India Fisherman Union. He has stated
that if the proposed project will be established in this area, about 10 villages located along
the seashore of this area will be destroyed. The people belonged to this area are depending
only on the fishing activities. Already, this area has been affected due to the establishing of
M/s.Nagarjuna Oil Corporation Limited. If the company will be established in this area, the
livelihood of this people and their fishing activities will be affected and the people of this area
may be died. The people belonged to 28 villages of this area has not come to this meeting
since the fishing activities is only the livelihood for this people. The proposed project may
come only after evacuating all the people of this area. Hence, this proposed project should
not come to this area.

2. Member of Legislative Assembly, Chidambaram Constituency,
Chidambaram:

In page number 31 of the natification issued by the Highways and Minor Port
Department, Government of Tamilnadu, it was stated that for this industry, permission has
been accorded vide G.0.Ms.No:183 Dated:23.07.2009 for the establishment of ship building
yard cum captive port which has been published in the Gazette Notification. Further it is
stated in that page that in principle permission has been granted to establish a Single Super
Phosphate Fertilizer Plant in this premises. But the Public Hearing in this place is being
conducted only for the ship building yard cum captive port and no information was furnished
about the details of Single Super Phosphate Fertilizer Plant. Hence, Public Hearing now
conducted is not a true Public Hearing and fresh Public Hearing should be conducted for the
both ship building yard cum captive port and Single Super Phosphate Fertilizer Plant after
giving prior information to the public of this area.

The people of nearest village, Vellingrayanpettai has boycotted the meeting and they
are not going to sea for the catch fishing for the past 5 days since the information about the
Public Hearing has not properly intimated to the village people. And also about 25 village
people of this area has boycotted this public Hearing meeting. After giving proper information
to the public living around 10 Kilometer of this area, the Public Hearing may be conducted.



Hence, Public Hearing now conducted is not a true Public Hearing and fresh Public Hearing
should be conducted after giving prior and proper information to the public of this area.

The Environmental Impact Assessment Report prepared for the Public Hearing was
prepared by Chennai Anna University. But for the preparation of this report, Ministry of
Environment and Forest, Government of India, New Delhi has not issued accreditation to
Chennai Anna University till today. The report prepared for the Public Hearing by the
unauthorized Chennai Anna University is not valid for this meeting. The Public Hearing
conducted based on this report is baseless.

Already, the environment has been affected and spoiled due to the chemical
industries located between Cuddalore and Periyapattu Village. In addition to that, the
establishment of new industrial units such as ship building yard, thermal power plants and
chemical industries, the fishing and agricultural activities to the public of 18,000 living in this
area will be affected more. And also, the new industrial units will not give any employment to
this people. For the above said reasons, it is requested that the Public Hearing conducted
should be stopped and another Public Hearing may be conducted in next time.

3. Thiru.Ramesh Babu, District President, Cuddalore Vazhvurimai Eyakkam:

The Environmental Impact Assessment Report prepared for the Public Hearing was
prepared by Chennai Anna University which is not an approved institution by Ministry of
Environment and Forest, Government of India, New Delhi. What is the importance of
establishment of new ship building yard in this place, since there is another ship building
yard is located at a distance of 180 Kilometers at Kattupalli. There is no information about
the impact of fishing activities, activities of the industrial unit and the raw materials used in
their manufacturing activities in the executive summary prepared for this proposed project.

Further he asked that what is the necessity for giving lands to this unit without giving
employment to the land losers. Why the unit will not produce current for their industrial
activities and what is the necessity to get the electricity from the Tamilnadu Electricity Board
for 5 MW. In the report, it was not mentioned about the sea erosion, air pollution and noise
pollution and the control measures to mitigate the issues. In this report, it is not mentioned
about impact and safety measures for the impact to be happened due to raising of level to
the extent of 5 Meters. For the above said reasons, it is requested that the Public Hearing
conducted should be stopped and rejected.

4. Thiru.Selvakumar, Union Secretary, Pattali Makkal Katchi, Villanallur:
The advertisement was giver in the daily newspaper, ‘Dhinamani’ which is not widely

circulated in this area. American Scientist have informed that there is a mix of poison in the
mother breast milk due to existing chemical industries located in this area. There is an
information that there is sea water intrusion about 7 Kilometer radius due the mining
activities of Neyveli Lignite Corporation. In addition to that there will be damage to the
agricultural lands of about 10,000 Acres due to the coming up of this type of industries.
There is a report that Cuddalore District is the 2™ place in the natural disaster such as
cyclones, tsunami, etc,. The land given people for the Neyveli Lignite Corporation has been
badly affected and same condition will also be prevailed here if the proposed project is
established in this area. For the above said reasons, it is requested that the Public Hearing
conducted should be stopped and another Public Hearing may be conducted in next time.

5. Thiru.S.Ramanathan, Sipcot Area Community Monitoring, Semmanguppam Area:
Without scrutinizing the Environmental Impact Assessment Report by the Ministry of

Environment and Forest, Government of India, New Delhi and issuing terms of reference,
conducting the Public Hearing is incorrect. Conducting the Public Hearing in the year 2011
after a period of 4 years on the Environmental Impact Assessment Report prepared in the
year 2007 is incorrect.

The Environmental Impact Assessment Report was not translated fully in Tamil, but
some part of the report has been translated in Tamil. He has stated that the fishing activities
will be affected in this area because of the exiting and proposed captive ports. In the report,



it was not mentioned about the sea erosion and the control measures to mitigate the issues.
For the above said reasons, it is requested that the Public Hearing conducted should be
dropped and another Public Hearing may be conducted in next time.

6. Thiru.V. Ramalingam, V.Panjankuppam Village :
He has stated that most of the times, the media and press are not giving true picture

and informations to the public on the impact of the new projects. When the informations
shared in the fair manner, the loss of the community will be minimized. Before 2005, the
people who are living in this area has enjoied peacefull and healthy lives. Providing and
selling of the land to the new project was not voluntary, it is done through some agents and
mediators and he has stated that it is not a good practice for land purchase.

7. Thiru.Shajahan, Parangipettai :

New dieseas are affecting the people and old dieseas are reappear in the recent
days and the people are affecting in the large extend, due to the near by SIPCOT Industrial
Complex. Presently, the previllance of cancer among the people are increasing. In this area
fish resources are fastly depleting. Further, he has stated that for the prosperity of one indi-
vidual, a lakhs of people going to be affected. And also he has stated that the cost should be
respect the sentiments of the people and requested to drop the proceeding of this meeting
further.

8. Thiru.Risayad Ali, Parangipettai :

He has stated that about of 10 deaths, 8 people are died due to cancer in this area.
Further, he stated that to kill the people living in this area by allowing this type industries like
Hitler has killed the people by using the poisionous gas in the closed room. He has reques-
ted to not to establish any hazardous type of industries in the Parangipettai area.

9. Thiru.Tamilselvan, V.Panjankuppam Village :

He has stated that the proposed industry has provided fencing around the premises.
Due to this activities, the cattle in this area are finding difficult for rearing. Further, he has
stated that this type of industries should not be located in this area.

10. Thiru.Mohamed Naina, Parangipettai :
He has stated that 25 years ago, the Kudikadu village is the source of drining water

for the people, and the water table has come down drastically due to the more and more in-
dustries are accomodated in the SIPCOT Industrial Estate. Due to that the people are mi-
grated to the near by areas. Due to pollution related disease by the SIPCOT industries, new
born babies face out of some disability in their growth. When the medical camps are con-
ducted, the cause of the disease are not reported properly by the authorities and the author-
ities are giving NIL report in favour of the industrial units.

In the report, it is stated that 70 % of the treated waste water will be utilized for toilet
flushing and for green belt development and there is no information about the remaining 30
% of waste water. And also he has stated that frequent arrival and sailing of ships, there will
be a vibration in that area and affect the fish resource. Due to this the fish catching will be
largely affected in the area. He has requested to not to establish any hazardous type of in-
dustries in the area.

11. Thiru.V.M. Sekar, CPIM, District Executive Member :

He has stated that Public Hearing notification and announcement made through
news paper was not available in this area. In the report of the project, there is no details
about the extent of land used for this project and cost of the project.in the vernacular lan-
guage of Tamil. Further, he has requested to give the terms and conditions stipulated for
this project by TamilNadu Pollution Control Board. The informations about the projects




should be in Tamil so that the people linving in this area can understand the impact about
the project.

And also he has stated that most of the banned industries throughout the world have
established in SIPCOT Industrial Estate, Cuddalore. The District authorities / Government of-
ficials in the Cuddalore should stay in the SIPCOT Industrial Complex, so that they can feel
the impact of pollution. He has requested that the public hearing conducted should be
dropped and reconduct the another public hearing after providing all the informations in
Tamil.

12. Thiru.Madhavan, Environmental Protection Organisation :
He has stated that the conducting the public hearing is a kind of cheating and mis-

leading the people since the public hearing is conducted only for the ship building activity
hiding the another fertilizer factory as stated by the Member of Legislative Assembly,
Chidambaram Constituency. The people are loosing their lives because of the industrializa-
tion from Puduchery to Parangipettai. The employee of industries are died in an accident
happened at M/s. TANFAC Industries Limited. There is no medical treatement facility in this
area for the people. The people are affected by various diseas since the pollution created by
the chemicals industries. As this type of industries are affecting the day to day life activities
of the people, he has requested that the public hearing conducted should be dropped and
this type of industry should not be located in this area.

13. Thiru.Asokan, District Secretary, Democratic Youth Federation of India. :

He has stated that the public hearing is an eye wash as reported earlier. The edu-
cated and unemployed youth are migrating to nearby towns and districts for searching em-
ployment. He has stated that the industries are not giving employment to local people and
the industries wants only land, soil and water of this area. He has requested that the public
hearing conducted should be dropped and this type of industry should not be located in this
area.

14. Thiru.Arulselvan, Member, SIPCOT Area Community Monitoring,
Cuddalore.

He has stated that as per the study report conducted during 2009 by the Ministry of
Environment and Forests and Central Pollution Control Board, Government of India it was
stated that Cuddalore SIPCOT Industrial Complex has placed in the 16" position in pollution
nature. The conducting of public hearing in the year 2011 by the Environment Impact As-
sessment Report prepared and submitted by the industry during the year 2007 is objection-
able since the environmental parameters are varied in nature from the year 2007 to 2011.

The Environment Impact Assessment Report report was prepared by the Anna Uni-
versity, Chennai which was not accreditiated by Ministry of Environment and Forests, Gov-
ernment of India and hence the public hearing conducted should be rejected. In the report,
there is no information about water consumption and discharged and natural disasters. Fur-
ther, Mangrove Forests is being destroyed at present which is protecting the global warming.
Since there is no information was given to the public through dom dom, this public hearing is
not being conducted as per the regulations and requested to drop and reject the proceeding
further.

15. Thiru.Anandhavelu, Secretary, Block Level Youth Wing, DMDK, Villianallur:
He has informed that the people assembled here have not come to express their

grievance rather only money has made them to attend. He also has stated that the project
authorities had supressed information on the actual proposal of ship building activity and
Single Super Phasphate in the site and instead public hearing is conducted only for ship
building activity hiding the coming up of Single Super Phosphates as pointed out by Member
of Legislative Assembly, Chidambaram Constituency and it is not able to understand why
this public hearing is still continuing.

16.Thiru.Tamilshankar, Villiyanallur :




He has informed that earlier an agitation was made against a unit of Semmankup-
pam village by Human Right Kazhagam where the people in the Human Right Kazhagam
were arrested. He also has stated that if this is the case what will be the fate of ordinary
people. Hence, he has stated that instead of spoiling hour day to day bread with poison, the
people are in need of justice.

17. Karpagaselvam, Killai Town Panchayat Counsilar.

He has asked whether the impact assessment study conducted for this project has
covered the Pitchavaram Mangrove Forests and added that the coming up of this project will
affect the forests cover and hence proposal of the project may be cancelled. Also he has
stated that the public have come here to express the views for the ship building project and
after coming here it was understood that two projects has been proposed including single
super phosphate and hence this seems to cheat the public. It was also expressed that un-
treated trade effluent from the project shall not be allowed to be discharged into sea and
also added that since Mangrove Forests which acts as a natural barrier to control natural
calamities such as Tsunami this project shall not be allowed in this area.

18. Nizamudin, Parangipettai.

He has stated that as of now all the views expressed by the publit is against the com-
ming up of this project. He has added that even though governments consistently encour-
age on green cover development, some peope destroy and cut trees and hence he asked
that for the benefit of few people why people of this area should suffer. He also said that in-
dustries in SIPCOT, Nagarjuna Oil Refinery initially assured to give top opportunity in em-
ployment for the local public and hence the statistic on this has to be revealed to know how
much job opportunities has been given after coming up of the industries. He has added that
what action has been taken to control odour nuisance arising from SIPCOT Industries. He
has said that Government is to safe guard the public and hence requested to cancel this
public hearing.

19. Govindaraj, V.Panjakuppam :
He has stated that 90% of the people are very poor farmers and illitrates in

this area. He has expressed that now the area is being converted to grave yard, there is no
scope for the livelyhood for the people if this project is permitted.

20. M. Nizamudin, Executive Secretary, TamilNadu Consumer Federation :

He has stated that people in coastal area have not attended this public hear-
ing and hence the Collector has to reconduct the public hearing some other day so that
coastal people views shall also be obtained on this project. He has stated that a combined
impact assessment study is to be carried out taking into account on all the impacts of the
new projects proposed in this area and already necessary guidlines is also issued by the
Central Government in this regard. He has also added that since thousands and thousands
of tons of sand is proposed to be removed due to dredging activity, there is a possibility for
threat to the nature living species found between Cuddalore and Parangipettai which has
also been given as a written representation. Hence, he has requested that this project may
not be permitted in this area and to safeguard the agriculturist and fisheman of this area.

In response to the views and questions raised by the public, Thiru.Shri Anand Sai,
Assistant Manager, M/s.Goodearth Shipbuilding Private Limited has stated that this public
hearing is only for the ship building and port activity and not for chemical fertilizer plant. And
also he has informed that the notice of public hearing has been published in news papers
and also informed to the villages through mikeset arrangements and banners. He has also
added that Centre for Environment Studies, Anna University, Chennai has prepared the EIA
report during 2007 and at that time no approved consultant list was in force and only in the
year 2010, the Ministry of Environment and Forests has published the approved consultant
to conduct Environment Impact Assessment Study.



At the end, the District Collector has stated that all the views expressed by the public
during the public hearing including on proper communication not given to the public on this
public hearing, Environment Impact Assessment Report prepared by Anna University which
is not approved by Ministry of Environment and Forests Government of India etc, will be re-
corded and sent to the concerned authority for taking further action. The District Collector
also stated that this forum has no power to decide on the coming up of this project and only
to record and forward the public hearing proceedings to the concerned authority.

With this, the meeting came to an end.
