At the Outset, the District Environmental Engineer, TamilNadu Pollution Control
Board, Dindigul welcomed the gathering and explained about the public hearing.

Thiru. C. Sudhakar, President, M/s. Chettinad Cement Corporation Ltd., welcomed
the gathering once again. He informed that the existing cement plant capacity of 2 MTPA is
under operation successfully with the help of the public of this area and he thanked for that.
He requested the public to offer the same kind of co operation to convert the existing
capacity of 2 MTPA to 4.5 MTPA.

Thiru.K. Sekar representative of M/s. Chettinad Cement Corporation Ltd., explained
about their group of companies and the details of the project. He informed that their unit
has obtained various certifications and awards.

He aso explained about the existing plant and the proposed expansion of the cement
plant from 2 MTPA to 4.5 MTPA.

He explained about the installation of the Pdlution Control measures in their plant.
He also explained about the expansion of the captive power plant and informed that it will be
expanded from 18 MW to 48 MW and the Seethainagar lime stone mines will be expanded
from 2.03 MTPA to 4.5 MTPA. He further informed that the unit has proposed to invest Rs.
565 Crores for these expansion activities totally.

He reported that there is no forest lands or any historica monuments in the vicinity of
the unit for the proposed expansion activities. He also reported that the unit is not utilizing
any ground water and instead they use the rain water only. He informed that they conduct
free medical camps and carryout many welfare activities to the nearby public.

He also assured that there will not be any displacement of people or any land
acquisition for the proposed expansion of the plant and that the economic condition of the
peoplein that areawill be improved.

Thiru. Veerapan, Gujiliamparai requested that the management is giving employment
opportunity to the public in a planned way. He requested to start an engineering college in
their area and to give employment opportunity to those who have given their lands to start the
industry. They are carrying out may welfare activities in that area. He further requested for
an Arts& Science collagein their area. He also requested the District Collector to
initiate action to form a separate taluk of Gujilamparal and to start a Government Hospital in
that area.



Thiru. S.\V. Krishnan, Ex. MLA informed that the unit is not polluting the area. He
requested the plant to give employment opportunity to the educated and uneducated people
who have given their lands to start the unit. He aso requested to start a Primary Health
Centre by the cement unit authorities.

Thiru. Chozhargjan informed that many trees are planted by the unit to control the
pollution. The dream project of the District Collector to plant more trees is becoming a
reality by planting of more trees by the unit. He requested the unit to provide basic
amenities and employment opportunities to the sons of soil.

Thiru. R. Bhaskaran, Ex. President of Palayam Town Panchayat informed that the unit
is giving employment to the public. He also informed that smoke emission from the unit is
less and it should also be controlled by the unit by using modern technology. He requested to
help for the development of their area and to adopt the Primary Health Centre.

Thiru. R. Mariappan, Ex. President of Dholipatti village informed that the unit has
done many welfare measures in that area and requested to continue the same in future al so.

Thiru. M. Sakthivel, President, Palayam Town Panchayat informed that there is no
pollution problem due to operation of the unit and the unit is offering all the helps without
any request from the public. He aso requested to continue the same in future.

Thiru. Selvargjan was very much concerned on the Global Warming. He informed
that the plant authorities are very firm to control the pollution and they planted more trees.
He also praised about concern of the unit authorities and requested to give preference to the
local peoplein employment.

Thiru. Karmegam, Palayam village, requested the District Collector to provide an
ambulance (108 Service) vehicle for the Primary Health Centre and to start an emergency
ward.

Thiru. M.A. Selvarg, District Panchayat Committee member requested to grow more
trees in the neighboring villages also and to give preference to the local people in
employment. He requested to help for starting a Government Hospital in that area.

Thiru. Karuppan, Seethaipatti informed that the area is not polluted due to the
operation of the plant.
