The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu pollution Control Board,
Trichy welcomed the District Revenue Officer, representatives of M/s.Dhandapani Cements
(P) Ltd. and public who have gathered to attend the Public Hearing process. He informed that
M/s.Dhandapani Cements (P) Ltd. is in existence since 1997 with the cement production
capacity of 200 T/day and now proposed to increase the production to 900 T/day and



explained the need for conducting the Public Hearing for obtaining Environmental Clearance
from State Environmental Imapct Assessment Authority. Further, he informed that Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board has issued a press release in “Daily Thanthi” and in “The New
Indian Express’ on 25.12.2009 regarding the Public Hearing for this proposed expansion
activity. Then, he requested the Managing Director of the unit to explain the activity of the
unit at present and activity proposed during its expansion programme.
Thiru.S.Subramanian, Managing Director M/s.Dhandapani Cements (P) L td.

He informed that this unit is under operation for the past thirteen years by
producing Cement at the rate of 200 T/day. Now, they have proposed to increase the
production to 900 T/day. Due to expansion activity, the villagers adjacent to the plant may
get employment opportunities. At present the cement is manufactured in vertical shaft kilns
by adding 13% of water for nodule formation. So, water vapour is emitted through the stacks.
But, during the expansion activity, rotary kiln will be installed and no water vapour and
emission will be let out. Hence, the surrounding environment will be improved. He aso
informed that many helps are being given to the villagers.

District Revenue Officer, Tiruchirappalli

The District Revenue Officer welcomed the representatives of the industry and
public who have assembled for the Public Hearing process. He informed that while
establishing or carrying out expansion activity, it is the procedure to obtain the views of the
public. Now, this Public Hearing is conducted to observe the views of the public for the
expansion of Cement production from 200 T/day to 900 T/day.

Then the District Environmental Engineer requested the consultant of
M/s.Dhandapani Cements (P) Ltd to explain the details of the project.

Thiru.S.Rajmohan, Environmental Consultant

M/s.Dhandapani Cements (P) Ltd is manufacturing 200 T/day of cement using
vertical shaft kiln technology and proposed to increase 900 T/day by installing rotary kiln. He
briefed about the location of the industry, manufacturing process and Air Pollution Control
measures provided in the existing cement plant. He informed that a bag house will be
provided in the raw mill section and an ESP is proposed for clinker cooler during the
expansion programme among other Air Pollution Control measures. The waer requirement
will be 13 kilo litres which will be met through bore well source. He further informed that no
trade effluent will be generated from the industry and the sewage is treated through septic
tank followed by dispersion trench. No solid waste/hazardous waste is generated from this
unit. The consultant also informed that the unit has planted about 2000 trees so far and this
will be doubled in future. During expansion the industry will provide employment
opportunity to 90 persons directly and 200 persons indirectly. The industry proposed to spend
Rs.277 Lakhs for installation of Air pollution Control measures and earmarked Rs.58 Lakhs
as operational cost.

Then the District Environmental Engineer requested the public to express their
views about the project.

Thiru.V.SP.EI van, Ex.Chairman, Manach lur Panchayat Union

He expressed his happiness over the expansion activity proposed by
M/s.Dhandapani Cements (P) Ltd. to increase the cement production from 200 T/day to 900
T/day. But at the same time, the unit shall plant more trees to prevent the global warming.
The unit shall take action to plant trees in surrounding ten villages with the help of Forest
department He also suggested to plant trees in 100 acres with subsidy of Rs.2000/- per acre
like subsidy given for trip irrigation.

Thiru.M.Rajendran, Samayapuram Pudur

The industry is under operation for the past 20 years. He asked whether

employment opportunity will be given like ‘ one family one tree'.




Thiru.T.Chinnaiyan, Deputy Chairamn, S.Kannanur Town Panchayat
He wishes the expansion activity proposed by the unit. He informed that the

unit helps the public and requested to operate the unit without affecting the surrounding
environment. Also, he wishes to increase the production still and thank the unit authorities on
behalf of the public of Samayapuram for offering helps to the adjacent villagers.
Thiru.T.Karuppiah, Samayapuram

He informed that the unit authorities are helping the poor student and donated
cement to the nearby temple. He suggests to provide employment opportunity to the nearby
poor people.

Thiru.V.Saravanan, Thathamangalam

He informed that the unit is running satisfactorily and the unit shall fulfill the
grievances of the lorry drivers.

Thiru.V.Kandasamy,President, Thathamangalam Village Panchayat

| understood the existing and proposed activities of M/s.Dhandapani Cements
(P) Ltd. The public of nearby villages benefited only after establishment of this unit and it
was very difficult to pass the area after 10 P.M. before establishment of this unit. Now, more
industries were established in that area and revenue of the village panchayat & the livelihood
of the villagers have increased. Hence, he requested the public to provide necessary support
for this expansion activity.

Thiru.P.Murugesan, Member of Thathamangalam Village Panchayat

The village now developed much with reference to the status on 20 years back.
The unit authorities have given books and school uniforms to the surrounding school students
and also giving cement at the subsidized rate of Rs.100/bag to the workers. He requested the
unit authority to provide water facility. Former Chief Minister Hon'be
Thiru.M.G.Ramachandran has built Uppar dam but no inflow of water into the dam. The
agriculture activity in that area will improve if water facility provided. The unit shall control
the dust emission due to vehicular movements. The unit shall take action to permanent the
temporary employees of industry and salary with leave may be given to the employees when
met with an accident.

Thiru.l.Selvaraj. Samayapuram Pudur

He asked whether the ground water will be used for industrial purpose or shall
be meet out with alternate sources.

In this regard, the consultant has explained that the unit is using water for
manufacture of cement in the present vertical shaft kiln technology and no water will be
required for industrial process in future while installing rotary kiln which is a dry process.
The required quantity of 13 kilo litres will be meet out through bore well.
Thiru.M.Rajendran, Samayapuram Pudur

He requested to explain the mode of disposal of solid waste. The consultant
while replying has informed that no solid waste or waste water is let out from the unit. The
sewage arising from this unit is treated and disposed in septic tank followed by dispersion
trench.

Thiru.Jayarai, Thasildar, Manachanallur Taluk

He informed that the village road has aready got damaged due to
transportation of raw material to the unit and requested the unit authority to provide concrete
road for the welfare of the public. Also, action may be taken to plant trees on both sides of
the road.

Thiru.V.S.P.Elangovan, Ex.Chairman, Manachanallur Panchayat Union

He suggests that concrete road may be laid under “Namakku Name” scheme
by getting one third share from the unit in the form of cement. This can be implemented by
the unit after establishing the industry under expansion programme.




Reply of unit authorities for the queries raised by the public 1.Thiru.S.Subramanian,
Managing Director

He assured to lay the concrete road as suggested by the
Thasildar, Manachanallur after carrying out expansion activity. He also informed that road
sweeper and a water tanker with sprinkling arrangements are in operation for the control of
dust emission. Then he asked the Director of the unit to furnish the reply for the remaining
gueries.
2. Thiru.S.Saravanan, Director

He assured to implement the tree plantation programme if the Government
alotted land for the above programme. He informed that the employment opportunities are
being given to the surrounding villages and local lorries are used for transportation.
Necessary insurance provisions were made at Kaveri Medical Centre for providing medical
treatment to the employees in case of accident and salary with leave is being given to the
employees when met with an accident.
Conclusion

The District Revenue Officer has summarized the views of the public as follows.

)] No objection was raised by the public for this expansion activity proposed by the
unit. But some suggestions were given by them.

i) The unit authority has assured for the tree plantation programme as suggested by
Thiru.V.P.S.Elangovan if suitable land is identified. | request the Thasildar,
Manachanallur and Village President to take action to select the land for the above
programme.

iii) The unit has assured to provide employment opportunities to the nearby villagers.

iv) The unit has assured to install required Air Pollution Control measures so as to
protect the surrounding environment.

V) The unit has assured to provide water facility for tree plantation.

Vi) Necessary action will be initiated through Thasildar and PWD to provide water
facilities from Uppar Dam.

vii)  Necessary action will be initiated for the formation of concrete road in
consultation with the District Collector since the unit has agreed to provide one

third fund.
