At the outset, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Vellore welcomed the District Collector and other participants who attended the

The District Collector in his.address informed the public that M/s. Global Power
Tech Equipments Limited has proposed to install a Bio~mas§ based power plant at Ayalavadi
village, Vandavasi Taluk, Tiruvannamalai District. Electric power will be generated using
the bio-mass such as sugarcane trash, groundnut shell, coconut shell etc as raw material. This
management has already installed the same type of power plant at Dindigul district. As per
the instruction of the District Collector, the District Environmental Enginecr has visited the
plant and ascertained the pollution control measures provided in the unit.
