Proceedings of the Public Hearing process held on 14.09.2010 at 10.30 A.M. at the Meeting Hall of Taluk
office, Arivalur, Arivalur District.
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Expansion proposed by M/s.Madras Cements Limited at Govindapuram and Aminabad villages, Ariyalur
Taluk, Ariyalur District to increase the production of Cement from 3.0 MTPA to 5.5 MTPA, Clinker from
1.55 MTPA to 3.25 MTPA and the capacity of Captive Power Plant from 18 MW to 60 MW.
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The District Revenue Officer, Ariyalur welcomed the gatherings and also informed about the
proposed expansion of M/s.Madras Cements Limited to increase the production of Cement from 3.0 MTPA to
5.5 MTPA, Clinker from 1.55 MTPA to 3.25 MTPA and the capacity of Captive Power Plant from 18 MW to
60 MW and requested the District Environmental Engineer to address the public.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Trichy welcomed the
District Collector, District Revenue Officer, Revenue Divisional Officer, and representatives of M/s.Madras
Cements Limited, the press reporters and the public, who have gathered to attend the Public Hearing. He also
informed that M/s.Madras Cements Limited has proposed to increase the production of Cement from 3.0
MTPA to 5.5 MTPA, Clinker from 1.55 MTPA to 3.25 MTPA and the capacity of Captive Power Plant from
18 MW to 60 MW. He informed that the above activity attracts the EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006 and
shall obtain the Environmental Clearance from MoEF, New Delhi. He also informed that the project
proponent has applied for necessary Environmental Clearance before MoEF, Government of India, New Delhi
and the above authority have directed the project proponent to conduct Public Hearing/Consultation.



Accordingly, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board has issued Public Notices in a tamil daily “Daily Thanthi”
and in english daily “The New Indian Express” on 08.08.2010 regarding the scheduled Public Hearing for this
project. Further, he informed that necessary press release was also again issued in tamil daily newspapers
Daily Thanthi, Dinamani and Dinamalar on 11.09.2010 and also in a English newspaper The Hindu on
13.09.2010 regarding the scheduled Public Hearing on 14.09.2010 at 10.30 A.M. and venue. He further stated
that no written complaints/suggestions have been received by TNPCB from the public for the proposed
expansion, after issue of press release. Then the District Environmental Engineer informed the public to give
their opinion one by one after the presentation and requested the project proponent to explain about the
proposed activities.
Thiru.S.Ramalingam, Senior General Manager (Works), M/s.Madras Cements Limited

He welcomed the District Collector, District Revenue Officer, District Environment Engineer and the
Public. In his speech, he informed that M/s.Madras Cements Limited is proposed to increase the production of
cement from 3 MTPA to 5.5 MTPA, and captive power generation from 18 MW to 60 MW for which, the
Public hearing is being conducted now. Then he informed that a representative of the unit will give their reply
for the questions raised by the public. Then he asked their consultant to explain about the project in detail.
Thiru. K. Sekar, Consultant, Environmental System Consultants, Chennai on behalf of M/s.Madras.
Cements Limited

» He explained about the overall activities of Ramco Group of Companies including the Cement Plants
located in various places. He also informed about the ISO Certification obtained by M/s.Madras
Cements Limited such as ISO:9001/2008, 1SO:14001/2004 & 1SO:18001/2007.

» M/s. Madras Cements Limited. has installed a Cement Plant at Govindapuram  village, Ariyalur
Taluk, Ariyalur District over an extent of 81.0 Hectare with a production capacity of 3.0 MTPA of
cement after obtaining Environmental Clearance from MoEF, New Delhi and consent from
Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board. He also informed that the unit has proposed to acquire 69
hectares additionally at Govindapuram and Aminabad villages and the total extent will be 150
hectares. The limestone required for the cement factory is obtained from their mines at Pudupalayam
North, Kattupiringiyam, Periyanagalur and Reddipalayam villages in Ariyalur Taluk, Ariyalur
District. The unit has proposed an additional limestone crusher with a capacity of 1000 ton per hour in
addition to the existing limestone Crusher located at Periyanagalur village.

» He explained the manufacturing process involved in cement production in detail with the facilities
installed by the unit such as Bulk material analyzer, X-Ray Analyser and Central Control Room. He
explained about the proposed installation of Captive Power Plant with boiler and turbine capacities
and the ESP proposed with the stacks to a height of 100 metres and 82 metres. He also informed that
the fly ash and bottom ash generated from this power plant will be utilized in the cement plant itself
and no other solid waste will be generated.

» He further informed that bag houses are proposed for Kiln/Raw Mill, Coal Mill and Cement Mill and
ESP for Clinker Cooler for the control of dust emission and informed that the dust emission will be
<50 mg/Nm°.

» TNPCB has conducted Ambient Air Quality Survey and Stack Monitoring survey for the existing
plant and the results are within the tolerance limits prescribed by TNPCB. The noise generated from
the plant is within the norms prescribed by the MoEF.

» The water required for operating the Plant at present is 1500 KLD for which, necessary permission
has been obtained from the State Ground Water Authority and permission for additional requirement
of 1000 KLD will be obtained from the concerned authority. No trade effluent will be generated from
the cement plant and the trade effluent arising from the captive power plant will be utilised in the
cement plant for equipment cooling purpose. The treated sewage of 295 KLD generated after
expansion will be utilized for green belt development inside the premises in 33% of the total area. He
informed that 5000 trees will be planted every year with the help of Self Help Groups and explained
about the various Corporate Social Responsibilities being implemented by M/s.Madras Cements
Limited at 3 to 5% of the total project cost. M/s.Madras Cements Limited has now employed 350
persons so far and proposed to give employment opportunity to another 200 persons during their
expansion.

» He further informed that Ground Level Concentration was calculated using ISCST3 model and the
maximum Ground Level Concentration will be at 2 - 3 Km distance from the Plant.

Then, the District Environmental Engineer requested the public to express their views:

1. Thiru.R.Baskaran, President, Consumer Protection Council, Ariyalur




He welcomed the District Collector, other officials, M/s.Madras Cements Limited authorities and the
public. He informed that the unit authorities have explained about the project, water requirement for the
Cement and Captive Power Plant and the various activities carried out by the unit. He informed that the
agriculture activities and the public will be affected due to extraction of ground water 2500 KLD. The
water source and the cattle in the nearby is affected due to dust emission arising from the mines. The
public are suffering from lung diseases due to dust emission from the cement factories and also informed
that the industry employed mostly from other part of the State and not considered the local people. No
cement factory in Ariyalur is giving importance for the development of Ariyalur. He informed that ground
water will be depleted due to extraction of more water and hence raised his objection for expansion
activity.

2. Thiru.Thirumavazhavan, Marumalarchi Diravida Munnetra Kazhagam

He informed that most of the villages in Ariyalur are surrounded by limestone mines. The Acts and
Rules available cannot be enforced by the authorities. M/s.Ultratech Cement Limited is having a
limestone mine nearer to Marudhaiyar river and as per the rules, no industry shall be established within 5
Km distance. He informed that no mining activity is permitted upto 100 metres from the road. But, now
the mines owned by M/s.TAMIN are very close to the road which affects the movement of vehicle.
Further, he raised a question about the employment opportunities provided by the cement factories for the
local public. All the companies are concentrating on production side rather than helping to the public and
requested to allot necessary fund for welfare of the public. He suggested to mine the lignite resources
available in Udayarpalayam area instead of importing the coal from Indonesia and to construct check
dams across Marudhayar river so as to fulfill the water requirement of Ariyalur as like the system
implemented by the Government from river Coleroon to Chennai. He requested the unit authorities to
bring water from Marudhayar river through pipe line instead of extracting it from the ground. He
requested the cement factories to construct a Rehabilitation Centre for the alcohol addicts.

3. Thiru.T.Palanimuthu, Ex President, Manakkal Panchayat
He informed that Manakkal village is a most backward area and no basic amenities were provided to
this village. Hence, he requested to adapt this village for providing job opportunities and road facilities.
4. Thiru.D.Rajendran, Ariyalur
He informed that Ariyalur is a District Head Quarters and no road and other infrastructure facilities
available. The people are migrating to Tirupur and other places for employment. He requested the
industries in Ariyalur area to provide employment for atleast for 1000 youths through employment
exchange during the visit of the Hon’ble Chief Minister in the next month. He informed that
M/s.Tamilnadu Cements Corporation Limited (TANCEM) is emitting huge dust and so the public are
suffering mainly with eye problems.
5. Thiru.A.Murugesan, Vice President, Eruthukaranpatti Panchayat
He requested the unit authorities to provide cement road for this village and to construct a temple.
Also, he seeks necessary assistance for providing road facilities and drinking water facilities to the nearby
villages.

6. Thiru.S.Kumanan, Ariyalur.

He informed that ground water source is affected due to extraction of ground water and requested to
implement the scheme to bring the water from Maruthayar river for the industrial purpose. The road was
not laid by the contractors properly. The College road laid at a cost of Rs.40 lakhs by 4 cement
industries is not being maintained properly. He also informed that 130 local students have been admitted
for education in the recently opened PAC Ramasamy Raja ITC adjacent to the unit premises. Since,
Ariyalur has become an industrial belt, he requested the unit authorities to take action with Central
Government for more train stoppings at Ariyalur.

7 Thiru. N.P.Veerapandian, Govindapuram.

He informed that the Public assembled here have lodged complaint against the private cement
industries, whereas M/s.Tamilnadu Cements Corporation Limited is emitting a lot of dust emission. He
informed that more appreciation of land value in this area after installation of the cement plants. The unit
has donated Rs.2 lakhs for upgradation of Govindapuram school and requested to provide employment to
the local public. He requested to take action to restrict the overloading of trucks so as to avoid the road
damages and informed that Govindapuram and Thamaraikulam villages got improved after installation of
M/s.Madras Cements Limited and M/s.Dalmia Cement (Bharat) Limited. He informed that dust emission



was noticed from M/s.Jeppiaaar Cements (P) Limited. He pointed out that no adverse impact was noticed
due to mining activities carried out by M/s.Neyveli Lignite Corporation Limited, Neyveli.
8. Thiru.S.Devendran, Aasthinapuram

He informed that more cement factories are located at Ariyaur. Due to transportation of limestone
trucks, the road become congested and hence requested to provide separate road from limestone quarry to
their cement plant individually. He requested to widen the road connecting Ariyalur and V.Kaikatti.

9. Thiru.S.Chinnadurai, Velicham Educational Trust, Ariyalur.

He informed that students secured with more marks are unable to pursue their education due to poor
financial background. In this regard, while approaching the District Collector, he directed the various
cement industries in Ariyalur to render the financial assistance. But, M/s.Madras Cements Ltd., alone
extended financial assistance to six students to the tune of Rs.1 lakh. Similarly, he requested other cement
companies to extend financial assistance to poor students.

10.Thiru.K.Abdul Rahim, President, Environmental Protection Centre,
Dalmiapuram.

He informed that the public around M/s.Dalmia Cement (Bharat) Limited at Dalmiapuram is being
affected due to dust emission and hence no such occurrence should happen for the people around
M/s.Madras Cements Limited. He informed that EIA Report has been prepared with the assistance of the
College Professors and he raised a doubt whether the report has been prepared after field study or not.
During the Public Hearing for M/s.Dalmia Cement (Bharat) Limited located at Dalmiapuram, it was
informed that no adverse impacts will be to the public. But, now the agriculture lands located adjacent to
the factory is being affected. He requested to form a District Environmental Engineer’s Office of TNPCB
at Ariyalur. No cement and power plant shall be established in Ariyalur in future and suggested to convert
the existing roads to cement roads for easy transportation.

11.Thiru.V.Murugesan, Reddipalayam
He informed that this cement plant has provided employment opportunity for him and for the local
public. He welcomed the project.
12.Thiru.S.Rajarajan, Ariyalur
He informed that high standard road has been laid by the Government and it got damaged due to
movement of over loaded vehicles and requested that all cement factories should jointly take action to
strengthen the roads. He informed that dust emission causes lung diseases and requested to conduct
medical camps periodically. Also, he requested to earmark a piece of land for opening a Bank which may
be useful for the local Public. He requested to rectify the 5 Km damaged roads between Ariyalur to
Ullundurpet for the convenience of the public to reach Ullundurpet and to avoid peripheral travel of 120
Kms.
13.Thiru.K.Velusamy, Aasthinapuram.
He informed that due to commencement of Industrial Training Centre by M/s.Madras Cements
Limited youths around Ariyalur area had a chance to get technical education. He asked to take necessary
steps to rectify the damaged roads due to movement of overloaded vehicles and for widening of the roads.
He also requested to provide separate road from quarry to the cement plant by the individual units, so that
the public will not be disturbed.
14.Thiru.P.Anbazhagan, Aminabad.

He informed that the industry causes ill effects to the village. Also, the management has implemented
various welfare measures such as school building, employment etc. to the public. He requested to repair
the bridge connecting Manakkal Primary Health Centre which may avoid the travel distance for the
public. He seeks necessary help from the industries to establish a hospital and requested the District
Administration to provide bus facilities during school timings.

15.Thiru.R.Velayutham, President, Govindapuram Panchayat.

He informed that land prices have increased due to establishment of M/s.Madras Cements Limited.
M/s.Madras Cements Limited. has donated Rs.2 lakhs for upgradation of the school at Goivindapuram
Panchayat. He further stated that lot of employment opportunities have been given by this unit to the local
people.

16.Thiru.M.Pounraj, Jayaramapuram.

He requested to consider the local educated youths for employment and to establish a hospital. He
welcomed the project.

17. Thiru.A.R.Akbar Sheriff, Ariyalur.




He told that the participants in this meeting said the industry should not come in this area, which is
wrong statement. More limestone reserves are available in other States and they are ready to welcome this
type of industry. If the industries are established in other states, the tax revenue to the Government and
other benefits to the local will be affected. The new railway line proposed to be established between
Ariyalur and Tanjore is only because of the cement industries located in Ariyalur. He suggested to operate
the Passenger train in this route. He also told that the money obtained after selling their lands at higher
rates in this area can be invested to purchase the agriculture lands available at low rates in the suburb of
Ariyalur to improve their life style.

Thiru.C.Ravichandran, General Manager(Admn),M/s.Madras Cements Ltd

While replying for the above, the General Manager (Admn) informed the following:
Necessary hydro geological studies have been carried out to sustain the ground water. The unit
has proposed to install air cooled condenser in the place of water cooled condenser to reduce the
consumption of water in the Power Plant.
30% of the local public has been employed directly and 98% of the employees are belongs to
Tamilnadu only.
M/s.Madras Cements Limited has commenced the ITC to improve the skills of the local public.
M/s.Madras Cements Limited will earmark necessary funds for implementing the Corporate
Social Responsibility in coordination with District Administration.
Necessary assistance to rehabilitate alcoholics once rehabilitation is established by the District
Administration/ NGOs.
M/s.Madras Cements Limited is ready to construct a separate road from mines to cement plant if
District Administration provides necessary assistance.
M/s.Madras Cements Limited is now laying a private Railway siding line and the road traffic will
be reduced subsequently on completion of the Project.

The District Environmental Engineer in his reply informed the following:

>

>

All the points raised by the Public will be recorded and sent to MoEF, New Delhi for necessary
consideration before granting Environmental Clearance.

Regarding depletion of ground water as pointed out by the Public, he informed that the unit must
obtain necessary permission from the Ground Water Authority for tapping the ground water.
Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board will also impose necessary condition to implement Rain
Water Harvesting facility while issuing consent to the unit.

Regarding the dust emissions from M/s.Tamil Nadu Cements Corporation Limited as informed by
the public, he replied that the unit has proposed to install Air Pollution Control Measures at a cost
of Rs.7 Crores and the work is expected to be completed by January 2011 and after installation of
the above measures the dust emission will be controlled. Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board has
issued a show cause notice and directions to complete the work early.

Cement plants are now installing latest equipments such as bag house to the main stacks for the
control of dust emissions to the standards prescribed by the Board. All the units have installed on
line monitors for observing the emission levels which is being checked by the officials of Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board during their visits.

All cement factories have been advised to install display boards at the main entrance to show the
emission levels from all main stacks which will be connected soon to CARE air centre available
at the Corporate Office of TNPCB, Chennai. This facility will help to monitor the performance of
Air Pollution Control measures from the Corporate Office itself.

Finally, the District Collector concluded with the following points:

The public informed that expansion activities should not be carried out without saying the correct
reasons.

Marudhayar river is not attracting the G.Os prohibiting the installation of industries as prescribed.
Also the cement industry is not included in that G.O.

Instructions have been given to the Highways Department for carrying out the survey to re-design
the roads to suit the movement of heavy vehicles.

He informed that the District Administration will take necessary action for the welfare of the
public and for the development of Ariyalur.



= The District Collector informed that for expansion project, the recruitment will also be considered

through District Employment Office.

= A hospital will be established for the benefit of the Public in consultation with all cement factories

around Ariyalur.

® The unit shall earmark 3 to 5% of the project cost for implementing the Corporate Social

Responsibility in consultation with District Administration.
During the Public Hearing, four petitions were received from the public and are
enclosed herewith.
