             The District  Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, 
Villupuarm has welcomed the gathering, requested the District Collector to preside over the 
proceedings, and also requested  the Project Proponent to describe briefly about the activities 
of the proposed Co-generation and Distillery project and invited the opinion of the public 
assembled.
             The District Collector has requested the project proponent to describe in detail 
about  the  activities  of  the  proposed  Co-generation  and  Distillery  project,  environmental 
issues, control measures proposed to mitigate the environmental issues.
             Thiru.N.Solairajan Executive,  President,  M/s.  Madras Sugars  Ltd., has 
described about the activities of the proposed 25 MW Co-generation and Distillery plant, 
environmental  issues  such  as  water  pollution,  air  pollution  and  land  pollution  and  the 
proposed  control  measures  for  mitigating  the  environmental  issues  and  highlighted  the 
importance of  electric power shortage  in the State of Tamilnadu and its contribution  by the 
unit  and achieving zero discharge of trade effluent proposed by the units.

Thiru.K.Sundaramoorthy,Vice President, M/s.Madras Sugars Ltd, has  presented 
the  activities  of  proposed   Co-generation   Plant  and   Distillery  project  by  power  point 
presentation.
            Subsequently, the opinion of the public was obtained and submitted as follows.
1) Thiru.Tamilvenkai,  Iynthinai  Environmental  Protection  Council,  Villupuram 

has objection raised to drawl 1200KLD of water from Borewell and Thenpennai River 
and  requested assurance  to achieving zero discharge of trade effluent proposed  by 
the unit.   Further, he  raised  the complaint regarding   the  Public Hearing Meeting 
Schedule  not  publish  in  Newpapers  or  Posters.  Thiru.N.Solairajan  Executive 
President, M/s. Madras Sugars  Ltd.,  has replied that the drawl of  water mostly 
from unit’s own bore well  and remaining water  from Thenpennai River. Necessary 
clearance has already obtained from Central Ground Water Authority in this regard. 
Also he  informed  that  Public Hearing Meeting Notice has already  published  by the 
Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board in Tamil and English Newspapers.

2) Thiru.M.Narayanasamy, Ex.Panchayat President, Vengur has infomed that,  no 
industry located in Tirukoilur area.  The proposed  units are  located  in adjoining of 
lands owned by the  Surrounding Village Cane  Farmers and   hence lot of benefits 
are to be  availed by  the  surrounding  Farmers. Also he  welcomed the establishing 
of this proposed  Co-generation Plant and Distillery project.

3) Thiru.C.K.A.Chakkarapany, President, Sugar cane Farmers Association,
Kazhumalam Village has informed that   establishment of  Sugar Mill and  proposed 
Co-generation Plant and Distillery  are  surrounding  Village Farmer’s beneficial 
use.  Hence their  Sugar cane Farmers Association  has welcomed the establishing of 
this proposed  Co-generation Plant and  Distillery project.

   4)  Thiru.V.Ramagoundan,  Alampadi  Village has  requested  the  District 
Administration, that the    electricity produced by the unit has to be supplied to the 
nearby farmers  as first preference  and   employment to be given to the local area 
public as second preference. The District Collector,Villupuram  has replied that a 
portion of   electricity  produced  will  be consumed by the  unit   for  its  running 
purpose and the surplus power will  be  supplied to the TANGEDCO (Formerly 
TNEB)  and  the  distribution  of  electricity  power  supply  will  be  done  by 
TANGEDCO.

5) Thiru.S.Govindaraj,  Tirukoilur  has  welcomed  the  establishing  of  this  proposed 
Co-generation Plant and Distillery project and requested the Project Proponent, the 
first preference for that the   electricity produced by the unit will be supplied to the 
nearby farmers and second preference for  employment will be given to the local area 



public and  requested  infrastructure facilities    such as  Village Road strengthening, 
transport facilities for  surrounding public working in the  Sugar Mills and  proposed 
project.

6) Thiru.A.Somanathan, Sugar Cane Farmer, Manalurpet    has infomed that,     lot 
of benefits such as non share  of the  farmers, Sugar cane  cost  settled within 10 days,  
etc. availed from the Sugar Unit.   He welcomed the establishing of this proposed  Co-
generation Plant and Distillery project.

7) Thiru.S.Chidambaram, Sugarcane Farmer, Retired Head Master, Manalurmet 
has welcomed that the   established  Sugar Mill and  proposed Co-generation Plant 
and Distillery and requested   to the  District Administration to carryout the  Village 
Road  strengthening works.

8) Thiru.Palanivelu, Melanthal Village has informed that  it  was found that the 
administration of Bannari Groups of Company is  very  well established one.  He 
welcomed the establishing of this proposed  Co-generation Plant and Distillery 
project.    Also  he  requested to the Project Proponent  to provide infrastructure 
facilities such as Village   Road  maintenance, to establish Engineering College  etc.

9) Thiru.A.Krishnamurthy, Chettithangal  has  welcomed the establishing of    this 
proposed  Co-generation Plant and Distillery project.

10) Thiru.M.Ekambaram, Mugalar Village has  welcomed the establishing of    this 
proposed  Co-generation Plant and Distillery project and requested to infrastructure 
facilities  such  as  Education  Institutions,  Vehicle  arrangement  for  Sugar  cane 
transporting.

11) Thiru.Perumal Reddiar  has  welcomed the establishing of    this proposed  Co-
generation Plant and Distillery project.

District Collector has insisted  the  Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board to consider
the   objections  raised  by  the  Iynthinai  Environmental  Protection  Council.   The  District  
Collector   has   also  requested   the   Project  Proponent  to  ensure   in  carrying  out  Zero 
discharge of Trade Effluent upto 100% and take suitable precautionary  measures.

            Finally, the District Collector has stated that there was healthy discussions during the 
proceeding and the project proponent has clearly replied for all  the questions and doubts 
raised by the public. The District Collector has requested the Project Proponent to take up 
the Social  welfare activities like School building renovation, improving the existing roads, 
etc.  to  the  public living nearby in phased manner.

            In general, the public welcomed the establishing of this proposed  Co-generation Plant 
and  Distillery project and there is no objection in coming up of this projects.
