The District Revenue Officer, Ariyalur welcomed the gathering and informed
that the Public Hearing for the proposed limestone mine at Arungal village, expansion of
limestone mine at Alanthuraiarkattalai village, expansion of limestone mine in Pudupalayam
village of Ariyalur Taluk and expansion of limestone mine at Unjini village of Senthurai
Taluk will be held between 10.30 A.M. to 1.30 P.M. He also informed that the project
proponent will inform about the mining activities and their impacts on air, water and land
environment and the remedial measures proposed by them. The public may inform their
views/suggestions regarding the above proposed new/expansion of limestone mines.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Trichy welcomed the District Revenue Officer, Revenue Divisional Officer, Tahsildar and
representatives of M/s. Chettinad Cement Corporation Limited, the press reporters and the
public, who have gathered to attend the Public Hearing. He also informed that M/s. Chettinad
Cement has proposed for mining of limestone at Arungal village over an extent of 67.73
Hectares and expansion of limestone mines at Alanthuraiyarkattalai, Pudupalayam and in
Unjini villages over an extent of 22.26 Hectares, 37.00 Hectares and 20.965 Hectares,
respectively. He informed that the mining of limestone with more than 50 Hectares shall
obtain the Environmental Clearance from MoEF, New Delhi and the mining area less than
50 Hectares shall obtain Environmental Clearance from State Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority. He also informed that the project proponent has applied for necessary
Environmental Clearance before MoEF, Government of India, New Delhi and SEIAA,
Chennai and the above authorities have directed the project proponent to conduct Public
Hearing/Consultation as per EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006. Accordingly, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board has issued Public Notices in a tamil daily “Daily Thanthi” and in
english daily “The New Indian Express” on 24.07.2010 regarding the scheduled Public
Hearing for these Projects. He further informed that no written complaints/ suggestions have
been received by TNPCB from the public after issue of Notification. Then the District
Environmental Engineer informed that the Public Hearing will be held for the four proposed
new/expansion projects as per the time scheduled notified in the press release.

Public Hearing for the proposed expansion of limestone mine over an extent of
20.965 Hectares at Unjini village, Sendurai Taluk, Ariyalur District (ToR was issued by
the SEIAA, Chennai)
Thiru. K. Sekar, Consultant, M/s.Ensyscon, Chennai on behalf of M/s. Chettinad
Cement Corporation Limited

» He explained about the overall activities of Chettinad Group of Companies including
the Cement Plants located in various places. He also informed about the ISO
Certification obtained by M/s.Chettinad Cement Corporation Limited such as
1S0:9001/2008, 1SO:14001/2004 & 1SO:18001/2007.

» M/s. Chettinad Cement Corporation Ltd. has installed a Cement Plant at Keelapalur
Village, Ariyalur Taluk, Ariyalur Dist. with a production capacity of 5.5 MTPA and
the limestone mines located at Pudupalayam, Alanduraiyarkattalai, Aminabad and
Unjini are able to feed only 4 MTPA and for the additional requirement of limestone,
now this company is proposed for one new limestone mine and expansion of three
limestone mines.




» He informed that the present mining of limestone is 0.012 MTPA and now the unit is
proposed to increase the production of limestone to 0.30 MTPA at Unjini limestone
mines over an extent of 20.965 Hectares and the unit has obtained necessary approval
from the Indian Bureau of Mines vide letter dated 05.06.2009.

» He explained about the location and topographical features of the mine located at
Unjini village to the public.

» He informed that open caste mining is adopted for mining of limestone. Also
conventional method (ie) drilling and blasting is being carried out at present and the
same will continue during its expansion programme. He also informed that the dust
extractor has been employed during drilling and water sprinkling arrangements is
being carried out to suppress the dust emission in haul roads. The lorries carrying
limestone are covered with tarpaulin.

» He informed about the various activities under Corporate Social Responsibilities
being implemented by M/s.Chettinad Cement Corporation Ltd as a whole for
Ariyalur area with a total cost of about Rs. 45 lakhs between the year 2007 to 2010.

» He informed that Rs.1.5 lakhs is earmarked under Environmental Management Plan
and for monetary purpose and a sum of Rs. 1.0 lakh for social welfare scheme and a
sum of Rs.0.50 lakhs towards health and safety measures.

Then the District Environmental Engineer requested the public to express their views
about the proposed limestone mines.
1. Thiru.K.N.Natarajan,Village President, Unjini
He informed that the government now upgraded the middle school into high school
recently and requested the unit authority to fill the low lying area in front of the school. He
requested to construct two bridges in that area, to provide an arch to the high school and to
rectify the existing damaged road.

2.Thiru.Kumar, Unjini
He welcomed the project and requested to create road facilities to the village.

3. Thiru.A.Muthuvel, Nallampalayam
He informed the following.

1.  They gave their land at low cost and after exhaust of limestone, the land may be
given back to the sellers for tree plantation. The Hon’ble Supreme Court have
ordered for the development of green belt to the range of 25 to 30%. He requested
the unit authority to render necessary assistance those who gave their land and also
consider employment opportunity to their families.

il.  Agriculture activities were affected due to dust emission and it causes lung diseases
to the people. The cement factories located around Ariyalur emitting more smoke
and the atmospheric temperature increases rapidly. The Ariyalur will become a dry
district very soon.

1. More vibration in the residential building is observed during transportation of
limestone and the lorries carrying limestone are not covered with tarpaulin properly.
iv.  He suggested to bring CBSE, International school so as to upgrade the local people
for higher studies.
4. Thiru.Govindaraj, Nallampalayam

He requested to provide a compound wall and a bore well to the high school, road
facilities and a cremation shed to the village. An officer from district administration and
representative from the unit may be deputed to look after the development works.

5.Thiru.Senthilkumar, Unjini

He requested to provide a compound wall to the school, road and toilet facility to the
public. He welcomed the project.
6.Thiru.Arul, Nallampalayam

He informed that more land was given for the mining activity and requested to give
employment opportunity for those who gave their land. He also requested to provide a




compound wall to the high school so as to prevent the entry of public, who are disposing the
bottles after taking liquor from the nearby TASMAC.
7.Thiru.R.Muruganantham, Vice President, Unjini village
He welcomed the project and informed that the lands were given at low cost and

hence employment opportunity may be given to the local public as per the qualification and
also requested to provide tar road facility, necessary culvert to the village. He further
informed that the vehicles transporting limestone shall be covered with tarpaulin as like
lorries carrying cement. He requested the unit authority not to carry the limestone with
overload and to initiate action to fill the low level areas in front of the school and to construct
a compound wall. He further suggested to carryout water sprinkling to avoid the dust
emission. He requested to earmark more fund for the welfare of the public.
8. Thiru.L.Kalaimurugan, District President, D.M.D.K . Nallampalayam

He said that more land was given to the factory from this village and hence more
benefits may be extended to this village. The unit authority shall arrange necessary funds to
start a higher secondary school since the students are going to Sendurai for studies.
9.Thiru.Chandrasekar, District Secretary, Congress, Ariyalur

He informed that a road has been formed by three cement factories at a cost of Rs.50
lakhs and asked the unit authority to maintain the roads already provided by the units. He
suggested that each cement factory may take over a road and it shall be maintained
periodically. Ariyalur is not a dry area as reported and now due to more cement factories
around Ariyalur the area became dry. The water is available at a depth of 1000 ft. and the
quality of water is not well. The companies shall undertake the Ariyalur areas into four zones
and shall extend the water facility to the area.
10.Thiru.Sukumar, Reporter of the Magazine ‘Anja Nenjan’, Ariyalur

All cement factories shall ensure the employment opportunities to the public who
gave their land to the factory. He requested to form a District Environmental Engineer’s
office and to post a District Health Officer to this district.

Finally, the District Revenue Officer concluded with the following points.

1. He informed that the public spoken here have informed the essential requirement of
the public. He appealed to the unit authorities to render necessary assistance to the
public who gave their land.

2. He informed that the aim of the public hearing is to improve the quality of local
environment and to prevent the pollution of air, water and land due to mining
activities. Basically, the public should be protected from the global warming and
ground water, surface water sources should not be affected under any circumstances.
While observing the duration of mining activity, the authorities shall plant more trees
to protect the environment.

3. He advised the unit authorities to provide more employment opportunities to the
unemployed youth in consultation with district administration so that the government
can fulfill the need of the public.

The meeting came to an end.
