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Minutes of the meeting of public hearing  held on 23.03.2010 at  11.30 am 
regarding Integrated Solid Waste Management Facility at Perungudi 
Landfill site, Pallikaranai Village,  Kancheepuram.District 
 
Present

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, 
Maraimalai Nagar  welcomed all those who came to participate in the public 
hearing meeting.  
 
The District Collector addressed that the Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai 
will make a presentation about the proposed Integrated Solid Waste 
Management Facility in 30 acres of land in the existing Perungudi Dump site and 
thereafter the public may express their views in brief with clarity.  
 
The Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai delivered  power point presentation 
explaining the salient features of the project comprising the aim and object of the 
project, the approvals and sanctions obtained in administrative level, stages of 
bid process management and selection of developer for the project and the 
requirement of the environmental clearance for the project. The Commissioner, 
presented the components of the project as below. 
 
Solid Waste Segregation 
 
Composting of bio-degradable waste  
Eco bricks manufacturing 
Recyclable materials  
 
Process Description 
 

Layout showing the location of  
 

1. Compost Plant, 
2. Composting Machinery,  
3. Eco Brick Manufacturing  
4. Greenbelt development etc.  
 
He also explained the features of the similar solid waste management facility for 
which clearances were already issued for the Projects at Madurai, Coimbatore 
and Vengadamangalam near the project site and he explained the benefits of the 
project.    
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The following is the brief of views expressed by various persons during the 
Public hearing . 
 
1) Thiru. M. Subramanian, Worshipful Mayor, Corporation of Chennai,  

 
The Worshipful Mayor stated that the garbage disposal is a problem now 

and every one knew that the Council of Corporation of Chennai after assuming 
charge, under the financial assistance of the Government of India and the 
Government of Tamil Nadu procured about 200  
Compactor Equipments for the transportation of compacted garbage in covered 
manner without giving room for odour and spillage enroute.  
The garbage transfer stations were improved as Modern Transfer Stations at a 
cost of Rs.10 crores. There are two garbage dumping grounds for the 
Corporation of Chennai one at Perungudi and another at Kodungaiyur.  
  

By the year 2011, the Chennai City will become Greater Chennai, 
amalgamating 8 Municipalities, 9 Town Panchayats and 25 Panchayats including 
Perungudi and Alandur Municipality and its area will be increased to 426  
Sq.kilometer. At present 1500 Metric Tonne of garbage is disposed at the 
Perungudi Dumping Ground. The project is designed to the cost of Rs.50 crores. 
The project for which the public hearing meeting is conducted here is a dawn to 
the problem of Perungudi area. Only 30 acres of land is required for this project 
as against the existing area of 125 acres where Corporation of Chennai is 
carrying out garbage disposal activities. The remaining 95 acres of land will be 
remediated with greenery and vegetation.  
  

It is proposed to manufacture bricks and manure from the garbage. 
Further, Chennai Corporation is procuring segregated plastic waste from the 
public by giving Rs.2 per kg to the public in Anna Nagar area. The said scheme 
will be extended to other areas of Chennai City. This Integrated Solid Waste 
Management Project will be implemented at a cost of Rs.50 crores by the 
“Developer”. I wish to state that the said project is a prestigious one to the 
Corporation of Chennai as well as to the State of Tamil Nadu.  
 
2) Thiru. R.S. Bharathi(Former President, Alandur Municipality)  

 
Thiru. R.S. Bharathi stated that the Commissioner and Worshipful Mayor 

explained about the project in detail. The people of Perungudi is living as if they 
are living in the hell. But this status will be changed by this project and hence this   
project is with a great motive. I express my thankfulness to the implementation of 
the project. I also request that proper precaution may be taken for vector control 
in the project to avoid nuisance to the public. I suggest a monitoring committee 
including the representatives from the public has to be constituted for monitoring 
the implementation of the project. I request that the media shall create 
awareness about the importance of the project. 
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3) Thiru. K. R. P. Rudran, Perungudi 
 
 I have visited all States. There is no such projects like this anywhere. The 
Chennai is now looking like a foreign country. The State Government and the 
Corporation of Chennai are jointly trying to implement the project to make the 
state as a best one. We all will benefit from the project. A dumping ground for 
garbage management is important as like toilet in our house. We have to 
maintain the garbage dumping ground with cleanliness as we maintain our toilet 
in our home.  
 
4) Thiru. S.V. Sekar, Member of Legislative Assembly 
 
 I pay my respect to every one. I am informed that if the garbage is 
disposed in lake area, the under ground water will be affected. Therefore, we 
have to implement the project to avoid the same. Three digit telephone facility to 
be extended to the public to air their grievances regarding garbage handling.  I 
am also ready to allocate if any fund is required for implementing the project from 
out of my MLA’s Constituency Improvement Scheme.  
 
5) Thiru. Mangalraj, No.21, Rajiv Gandhi Salai, Perungudi 
 
 I am living here from 1986 onwards. Now there is no mosquitoe menace in 
this area. There is no chance for ground water contamination since this project 
will be implemented with concrete flooring. This is not a catchment area. Extent 
of land is reduced to 30 acres from 125 acres. Greenery will be formed with tree 
planting and health of the people is protected. Considering the life of the 55 lakh 
people, I request that support may be given to this project.  
 
6) Thiru. Sivalingam, Exnora 
 
 Welcomed the project 
 
7) Thiru. Saravanan, Vijayanagar,  
 
 Already the project is under implementation in Coimbatore. This project 
shall be implemented speedily.  
 
8) Selvi Soundararajan, Council Member 
 
 I welcome the project without going for new land and request to implement 
the project speedily. 
 
9) Ms. Swedha, Besant Nagar 
 
 Pallikaranai area will become damaged. The project is not correct. The 
project is against the law.  
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10) Ms. Vimala, Ram Nagar, Velachery 
 
 This area shall be protected. Environment will be damaged. There is no 
control. So, this project shall not be implemented here. Garbage segregation had 
not been so far implemented.  
 
11) Thiru. Nithyananda Jayaraman 
 
 The Environmental Impact Assessment Report has not been prepared as 
per Appendix.3 of EIA Notification 2006. Only segregated garbage has to be 
collected. The solid waste management facility shall not be implemented in the 
marsh land.  
 
Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai, answered that since this land is in 
use as garbage disposal ground from 1972 onwards and hence this land has 
been selected and the project will be implemented in accordance with the MSW 
Rules.  
 
12) Thiru. Pencillaiah, Sanitary worker, Corporation of Chennai 
 
 This is a good scheme and it has to be implemented expediously.  
 
13) Thiru. Srinivasan, Pallikaranai Marsh land Protection Movement 
 
 The project implementing company had been debarred by the Goa State 
Government. It may be reviewed that the selection of the above developer is 
correct?  
 
14) Thiru. Devarajan, Pulianthope:  
 
 Welcomed the project. 
 
15) Thiru. Badrinath 
 
 He said that the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board shall monitor the 
project and enquire that how the pollution will be controlled while manufacturing 
cement and manure.  
 
Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai replied that the Cement is not going to 
be produced in the project site and the manure produced will not pollute the 
environment and it is eco friendly and also there is no incineration. 
 
16) Thiru. Batcha, Velachery 
 
 Welcomed the project. 
17) Ms. Meeravenkataraman 
 
 Welcomed the project 
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18) Tmt. Malarkodi, Thiruvanmiyur 
 
 Welcomed the project 
 
19) Thiru. Kuppan,  
 
 Welcomed the project 
 
20) Thiru. Dhanasekaran, Velachery 
 
 Welcomed the project 
 
21) Ms. Madumitha, Besant Nagar 
 
 The technology adopted in the solid waste management project at Delhi, 
Hydrabad and Luknow is not a successful one.  
 
Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai replied that the above mentioned 
Projects are involving incineration, but in this Project, there is no incineration and 
it involves production of Refuse Derived Fuel upto bale formation and same will 
be sent to Cement Industries. 
 
22) Thiru. Saidai Ravi(alias) Rangaramanujam,  
 
 Already in Chennai Corporation there is a prohibition that there shall be no 
affixture of postures. Number of Bridges have been constructed and traffic 
conjunction had been reduced. Similarly at Perungudi in future it will not be a 
garbage dumping yard. This project is designed to implement to restore the 
cleanliness of the area. It cannot be accepted to oppose before it comes. This is 
a very good project. I request every one to support the project.  
 
23) Thiru. Thiruvenkadam 
 
 The Perungudi Dumping Ground is in existence for the past  30 years. It is 
our duty to welcome this project proposed to be implemented by the Corporation 
of Chennai and the Government of Tamil Nadu. I request that this project has to 
be implemented fully.    
 
24) Thiru. Parasuraman, TVH, Villa 
 
 If this project is implemented there will be traffic congestion. Therefore I 
object the project.  
 
25) Thiru. Muthukumar 
 
 I welcome the project on behalf of the washer men professionals. As this 
is a good project, I request all to support this project 
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26) Thiru. Kumaravel, Sanitary Inspector(Rtd) 
 
 It is true that the existing system is affecting the public. I request to 
support the proposed new project to remove the garbage from the Perungudi and 
remediate it. 
 
27) Thiru. Vaira Sekar, K.K. Nagar Welfare Sangam 
 
 There shall be no power generation. I support this project as the garbage 
has to be given to the Cement Industries.  
 
Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai replied that there is no proposal to 
generate power in this Project unlike in Delhi and also he stated that the Tamil 
Nadu Pollution Control Board permits the incineration of plastic in Cement 
Factories and this has been communicated by TNPCB through a D.O. letter. 
 
28) Thiru. Ramasamy, Thuraipakkam 
 
 No project of this kind has been successful anywhere. So I oppose this 
project 
 
29) Thiru. Sivakumar, Thuraikakkam 
 
He stated that this project may be taken to a place beyond 50 KM.  
 
30) Thirumathi. Malathi, Medavakkam 
 
 I support this project on behalf of Exnora, Velachery.  
 
31) Thiru. Samraj 
 
 This project is a wrong one. This has to be given up.  
 
32) Thiru. Narayanan Kutty 
 
 This is a good project. This may be implemented anywhere other than in 
marsh land.  
 
33) Thiru.  Narayanan, K.K. Nagar 
 
 I request all to extend their cooperation for this project. 
 
34) Thirumathi Lalitha, Lakshmipuram, Women Self-help group.  
 
 All should support this good project.  
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35) Thirumathi Seetha, Thuripakkam,  
 

She welcomed the Project but stated that since there are IT offices, 
Hospitals and Colleges near the project site and hence the Project may be 
shifted to some other place.  
 
36) Thiru. Pon Kalaimani, Exnora 
 
 This is a good project. There is clarity. This has to be welcomed.  
 
37) Thiru. Alphonsraj, Vettuvankeni 
 
 Opposed the project and said that as there is already water inadequacy, 
this project shall not be implemented in waterbodies.  
 
38) Thiru. Nandakumar, Adayar, Gandhi Nagar 
 
 He did not object to the project but stated that since the project is 
proposed to be implemented at a cost of Rs.50 crores it may be implemented in 
some other area.  
 
 39) Thiru. Maharajan, Velachery 
 
 He supported the project by saying that it is a good project. But this need 
not be implemented in marsh land. Therefore, it has to be reviewed whether this 
has to be implemented in the present site.  
 
40) Thirumathi Selvi.  
 
 Thanked supporting the project 
  
41) Thirumathi. Chitra 
 
 Persons affected will be few. We should welcomed a project which is 
beneficial for many. Public must extend their support for this project 
 
42) Thirumathi. Keran, Besant Nagar 
 
 She welcomed the scheme but she stated that the garbage has to be 
brought duly segregated. 
 
43) Thiru. Arumainathan, Virugambakkam 
 
 Welcomed the project.  
 
44) Thiru. Fazulullahkhan, S.E. (Retd.), Besant Nagar 
 
 Supported the project 
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45) Thiru. K.L. Arun, Thuraipakkam 
 
 This seems to be like a praising meeting unlike public hearing. I oppose 
the project.  
 
46) Thiru. Swaminathan, Chief Engineer(Rtd), Madipakkam 
 
 No land is available. For the past 10 to 12 years it has been tried to 
implement the project and due to opposition this project could not be 
implemented. This project has to be supported. A committee shall be constituted 
to implement the project. Everyone shall cooperate.  
 
47) Thiru. Srinivasan, Thiruvanmiyur 
 
 Opposed the project and said that dumping ground may be shifted to 
some other place. This project has to be reviewed before implementation.  
 
Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai stated that the Corporation of Chennai 
is disposing the garbage for the last 30 years. The project is not going to be 
implemented in a new site but it is going to be implemented in a place which is 
used for dumping the garbage for the last 3 decades. As the garbage will be 
composted in this project, there will be no impact.  
 
48) Thirumathi. Akila,  
 
 She did not object the project but she stated that the disposal of garbage 
in the water bodies shall be avoided. The project shall not be implemented in this 
place and alternate site may be selected.  
 
49) Thiru. Arokyaraj, Exnora International 
 
 Supported the project 
 
50) Thiru. Anbumani, Doctor 
 
 Opposed the project. He said that as per the health study conducted there 
is a health hazard in that area. Garbage shall not be dumped in the marsh land. 
The breast milk of mothers becomes poisonous.   
 
Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai replied that there is no proven study to 
support this statement. 
 
51) Thiru. Ramachandran 
 
 Supported the project 
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52) Thirumathi. S.M. Vempathal, Councillor, Ward 41. 
 
 Welcomed the project 
 
53) Thiru. Durairaj, Councillor,   
 
 Supported the project and requested to implement the project speedily. 
 
54) Thiru. Srinivasan 
 
 Good Project. He thanked.  
 
55) Thiru. Rajkumar 
 
 Supported the project.  
 
56) Thiru. Kumar, Exnora 
 
 Supported the project.  
 
57) Thirumathi. Annapoorani Mohan, Perungudi 
 
 The project has to be implemented speedily. Thanks to the Corporation.

 Excellent Project

 He supported the scheme and stated that since Corporation of Chennai 
has excelled in constructing many flyovers in the City this project may also be 
implemented to solve the problem of the dumping of garbage. 
 
62) Thiru. Periasami, Chairman, Sai Nagar Association 
 
 As per the Municipal Solid Waste rules, there shall be source segregation. 
Garbage shall not be burnt. The implementation of the project near water body is 
against the law. For implementing this project 3 acres of land is sufficient. In the 
city itself in 10 places the project may be implemented. 
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63) Thirumathi. P. L. Kalyani, Councillor, Ward 39.  
 
 Supported and welcomed the project and thanked.  
  
 To sum up the Commissioner, Corporation of Chennai stated that the 
project involves segregation of waste, composting bio-degradable waste, 
production of Refuse Derived Fuel upto bale formation from combustible waste, 
manufacture of eco bricks using the inerts and it is going to be implemented in 
the existing dump site which is being used for the last 30 years – complying with 
the Municipal Solid Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000. He also 
informed that the Council of Chennai Corporation has already resolved to 
implement the scheme of segregating the wastes at the source level during the 
financial year 2010-11 and whatever the waste received will be processed. 
 

Finally, District Collector, Kancheepuram District, informed that the views 
expressed by the public as well as officials have been recorded and concluded 
the meeting.  
 
 As per the attendance register 790 people attended the public hearing.  
Out of the 63 people who spoke and expressed their opinion – 48 of them 
supported the project; 8 of them opposed the project and 7 of them remained 
neutral.
