Assistant Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board,
Nagapattinam has welcomed the District Collector, the proponents and the Public

for the Public Hearing.

The Consultant Vimta labs Thiru. A.Jawahar on behalf of M/s.NSL
Nagapatnam Power and Infratech Private Limited welcomed the District
Collector, officials and the Public and explained about the project. He informed
that the unit M/s. NSL Nagapatnam Power and Infratech Private Limited is a
group company of M/s.Nuziveedu seeds Pvt Ltd., which is leading quality seed,
agri biotech and infrastructure company. It has proposed to establish a coal
based Thermal power plant and explained about the project as below:

The proposed plant is located in Vanagiri, Melaperumpallam,
Thalachankadu and Keelaperumpallam revenue villages of
Sirkali/Tharangambadi Taluk Nagapatinam district in a total area of 1300 acres
(530Ha) and 28 kms away from Karaikal Port. The Latitude is 11° 77 N and
Longitude is 79° 47’ E.

The configuaration of porposed 1320 MW coal based TPP is planned
through two units of 660 MW capacity each. The total cost of the project is 7070
crores and EMP cost of the project is 352 crores. The proposed 1320 MW TPP
would require 6.9 Million Tons/Annum of coal which is to be supplied from
Mahanadhi Coal field Limited for 70% of the fuel requirement and 30% will be
imported.

The Mahanadhi coal shall be transported by sea route upto the proposed
captive coal berth/Jetty near the project site. The imported coal from the ships
will be transported through a state of art closed conveyer supported by trestles.
The total water consumption for the above project will be 17,196 cum/hr and
cooling water discharge will be 13,432 cum/hr

A captive jetty will be developed at 1025 m from shore line which requires
minimum dredging. Sea water will be used for power plant requirement and
intake and outfall piping will be required. Intake will be from 450 m and outfall will
be from 1050 m.

State of Art super critical Technology will be used for 2 x 660 MW power
station. All the equipments including ESP, desalination plant, intake and outfall
piping, closed pipe conveyer, Boiler, Turbine, ESP, Jetty and associate all
equipments and controls will adopt the latest and best technology to prove to be
the one of the most model power station in India and keeping all the emission
norms prescribed by MOEF and PCB well within the limits.

He explained about the various approvals obtained for the project as
below:

Approval from Tamilnadu Govt. for establishing Power Plant received in
November 2007. TOR received from MOEF for power plant in August 2008. TOR

received from MOEF for captive Jetty in November 2008. Jetty clearance



received from Tamilnadu Govt. in July 2009. CRZ studies and marine out fall
studies completed by National Institute of Ocean Technology, Chennai.
Clearance for sea water usage received from TNMB in june 2008.

He explained about the Air and Noise quality management plan as follows:

Electro static precipitators of 99.9% efficiency will be installed to limit the
SPM concentrations below 50-mg/m3. Stack of 275-height will be provided for
wider dispersion of gaseous emissions. Low NOx burners will be provided .Water
sprinkling system will be provided at raw materials storage yard. Roads within the
plant area will be asphalted. Dust extraction system will be provided at the dust
generating sources. 50m wide green belt will be developed around the plant. The
predicted noise levels at the boundary will not exceed the pollution control board
norms. AAQ monitoring studies carried out on 11 locations and the results
reveled that the concentration are well within the limits prescribed by the
NAAQMS standards.

He explained about the Water quality management plan as follows:

Water samples have been collected from 12 locations within 10km radius.
Water requirement will be met from sea water after desalination and adequate
treatment of wastewater prior to discharge/reuse to maximum extent. The
wastewater generated in the plant area will be treated and be utilized in various
activities such as ash/coal handling, fly ash conditioning, ash disposal, greenbelt
development and as service water. The water will be disposed into sea at about
1.05km from the shore. The water will be discharged through secured multiple
diffusers so that salinity and temperature rise are well within stipulated level. No
discharge is envisaged into any surface river water bodies hence, no impact is
envisaged on surface river water quality. Rain water harvesting to be done.

He explained about the Ash management plan as follows:

The total ash generated in the plant will be 1.76 MTPA Bottom ash will be
disposed off ash dyke area using jet pumps. Fly ash will be supplied to potential
users free of cost. The organic portion of solid waste generated in the STP will be
used as manure in greenbelt development and maintaining the database on solid
waste generation.

The unit has envisaged about 121.5-ha of area within the project area will
be developed as green belt (35% of the total area) A 50-m wide greenbelt with
more than 2 lakhs plants will be provided in rows.

He highlighted the benefits of project to the area.

Infrastructure development, Education Facility, health and hygiene
facilities and family welfare will improve in the project surrounding area. The
project proponent originally being a agriculture based organization the local
farming community will be tremendously benefited from the knowledge of the
project proponents. NGPPL will be laying road around the project area so that all
surrounding villages can avail better and faster connectivity between them.

Existing roads in the region will be strengthened connecting road network



between port and highways will be developed. Employment generation and
economic boost. The local people will be directly / indirectly benefited by these
developments. Apart from that the company authorities explained above the
corporate social responsibility with respective to Health initiative

1. By means of conducting medical camp and public health centers,
strengthening the project area government hospital and other medical camps
such as blindness prevention camps, free cataract operation camp for senor
citizens, cardiac screening camp. Strengthening community health, involving
anaganwadi, PHC and health workers. Providing quality health care to needy.
Screening of school going children (eye, ear, and dental.)
2.Education Initiative

Strengthen primary schools with teaching aids, student education material.
Strengthen upper primary and high schools with teaching aids, mobile laboratory
and computer educational. Nutritional supplement mid-day meal scheme.
ITI/Polytechnic candidates shall be further trained to meet the needs of the power
projects. Training in relevant fields like masonry, welding, Electrical etc., to others
whose skills can be used by us or through the vendors for construction activity.
Strengthening of Government hostels for better amenities. Initiatives for reducing
school dropouts. Financial assistance for professional education. Educational
facilities for the children of employees. Building vocational / skill training facilities.
Facilitate self employment through training and credit linkage. Stipend during
training.
3.Community Development

Outsourcing opportunities to self help groups (SHG)/Fishermen societies.
Processing and distribution of household products. Construction of Fish drying
platforms at project affected fishermen villages. Establishment of small scale
cement Brick units.
01.Tmt. Dhanalakshmi-Vanagiri

The proponent explained well about the project. we are all living on
agriculture based life, but we don’t have any agriculture land on our own. we are
living by sheep, cattle grazing in agriculture land. If the power plant is putup in
this area then we have to die by starvation. The starvation death will not
pertaining to Andhra state alone but also in Tamilnadu State once the power
plant is putup here. The air pollution and water pollution could not be controlled
and we all will be affected. we don’t want to have this power plant. If the
Government is for the poor people please record our views as such as we
express.
02. Tmt.Sundari — Vanagiri

| belongs to Women’s Self Help Group. We don’t want this power plant
and we are against this power plant. Don’t publish our opposition for the power
plant as support.



03. Thiru.Gunasekaran-Vanagiri

If the powerplant comes near sea shore, the fisher men life will get
affected. If the hot water is discharged into the sea it pollutes sea and if ash is
disposed in to the sea it also pollutes. Air also gets polluted. Aquatic life will get
affected. All fisher men rejects this project. Hence | oppose the project on behalf
of village president.
04. Thiru.Boominathan-Tharangambadi

The advertisement for public hearing was published in the news paper
only and the local people were not invited. Why all the power plants are located
in this sea shore alone. Initially M/s.PEL has come and now it is M/s.NSL. This
type of activity will result like Nandhigram issue. The proponents used to
announce job opportunities at power plants. But we can’t enter the gate of the
power plant like M/s.PPN power plant. Even for entering we need political
influence. They will not give job to our people. Hence we reject this power plant.
05. Thiru.Samiappan-Melaperumpallam

This power plant M/s.NSL is located in Melaperumpallam,
Kilaperumpallam, Vanagiri and Thalachankadu. The educated youngster and the
poor agriculturist will be helped by this power plant. Hence we request this power
plant to be established. | am represending this panchayat. This place is the tail
end of the cauvery and we are having only one time agriculture harvesting. The
land where the power plant is located is a tail end to vanagiri which is dry land.

M/s.NSL has agreed not to acquire the agriculture land. Power
plant is to be located in 1400 acres. out of which only 100 acres will be used for
construction of plant and the remaining will be for agriculture and other works. 12
lakhs trees are planned to be developed. Hence we will have job opportunity to
our future generation. Ours is a electricity shortage state without electricity
nothing can be developed. we want electricity at any cost and hence | welcome
this project. However | request the proponent of the project to dredge Ayyan/eri
vaikkal for a length of 3 km for continous flow of water for our agriculture
process.

The company has assured to take part in our future and it will act as
our wellwisher. At present there may be objections. But it is a blessing for our
people. part of this area has become already saline and the power plant shall not
be established at the place. We all welcome this power plant. The proponent

should take care of our life.

06.Tmt. Jesu Rathinam, Convenor, Coastal Action Network , Nagapattinam
stated as below:

This public hearing is against law. Because the company has not
conduted comprehensive EIA. It has submitted only rapid EIA for a period of 3
months that too during dry season and not during monsoon season. The study

area should cover Tharangambadi and poombukar also.



The EIA study should cover 10km radius. But it has covered only dry area.
It has not covered. rainly places and not furnished rainy details this is against
law. chances are not given to those people who object this power plant.
Pazhayar to Kodiakarai sea shore is a place where turtle nesting is taking place.
The government is at one side encouraging the development of rare species and
other side recommending this kind of power plant. It is against the life of fisher
men. It seems to be a conspracy against fisher men community to vacate from
this area.

There are 29 drainage canals in cauvery delta area if they are
blocked the Thanjavur district will get flooded. People livelihood will get affected.
MOEF should not give Environmental Clearance to this project. The effect of near
by power plant M/s.PPN and the proposed PEL are not mentioned in the EIA
Report. No police protection is required for Public hearing. Where as massive
police force in this area doubt about the condition of people those who oppose
the plant. People should given free hand to express their views. Don’t share the
sea shore for private companies. This plant is located in CRZ Ill. Poombuhar is
an archeological important site. Without considering the above facts | don’t know
how permission was given to this public hearing?.

The effect of fly ash is known to every one. Fishing will get affected. It was
reported as 1500 tons/year of ash will be generated. Hot water effect is already
discussed. This project is against fisherman and agriculture. Hence | oppose this
project.

07. Thiru.Veerapandi - Poombuhar

Agriculturist and fisherman livelihood should improve and all are working
for this. Spoiling everything is not correct. The area CRZ Ill is only for fishing
purpose. If the power plant is located in CRZ Ill how fishing can be done. Where
shall we go, whether to live or not. we have given our objection to theDistrict
collector and to the government. M/s.PPN company has not given compensation
of Rs.200000/- as it promised earlier. If hot water is discharged into sea, how the
fisherman could do fishing. If wealthy people are able to do anything the poor
people should be given freedom to express their views. We object this power
plant. Proper announcement was not given to our area. It was reported that
mercury waste of 2kg will be generated. How it will be disposed. How fly ash will
be disposed.

08. Thiru.Sukumar s/o.Amirthalingam —Kilaperumpallam

The public hearing is to express the views of all kinds of people. Including
the people those who support for the project, where as there is a group ready to
attack the people to those who support for the project. We welcome this power
plant on behalf of SC People. We don’t have agriculture production for last years.

We need this power plant and hence we support for this power plant.



09.Tmt.Preethi-greenpeace foundation Bangalore

We have conducted international studies about 512 coal fired power plants
and we have concluded no good results from this coal fired power plant. The
proponents have budgeted about installation charges and machienery charges.
Due to this power plant acid rain will result because of the emission of nitrogen
oxide and sulphur di oxide. Have they budgeted the health impact? This people
are going to invest 5000 crores for 1320 MW power plant. It is surprised to note
such huge investment for coal based power plant why not a plant based on wind
or solar energy?. Overall study should be done for all effects. then decide for
power plant.
10.Thiru.Rajagopal-Melaperumpallam

We will have benefits by this power plant. There are so many power plants
in Tamilnadu but why people are rejecting this power plant in our village. Initially
we have one or two engineers, now we have developed our children as
engineers.

12. Thiru.K.Balu-Kilaperumpallam

Due to this power plant our village will get more facilities. Since our area is
located in the tail end of cauvery and we will not get enough water for cultivation
and hence agriculture is not profitable one.we don’t know what to do with this dry
agriculture land this power plant has upgraded our life by purchasing those dry
lands. They have assured to help us and hence we all welcome the project.
13.Thiru.Vimalraj-Vanagiri

We give support for this power plant. We have been declared as drought
area there are so many suicide by agriculture people. The people who are
opposing this power plant are thinking that the son from a agriculture family
should do agriculture. Why can’t we become as official. We support this power
plant. The objections were only from outside people. we are the real
representatives of vanagiri village.

14. Thiru.M.R.Ganesan,S/o.Rathinasami-vanagiri

One time agriculture harvesting itself is difficult for us. we have only saline
land. The company has purchased our saline land only and helped us very much.
Electricity is important for all the projects. There are about 9 Power Plants
proposed to come up in Nagapattinam District. Because of this we will get 24
hours uninterrupted power supply through the good policy of our Tamilnadu chief
minister. We also know about the important of agriculture for which also we need
electricity to run motors for water supply. We have explained to this power plant
proponents, that the people should not be affected. They also given many

assurance. We welcome this power plant.



15.Thiru.M.Elansekaran,Youth welfare Association-Melaperumpallam

We are all agriculture based people. we have plenty of barren lands which
we have sold to this power plant. All of us welcome this power plant On behalf of
Adi dravider and other community. However it should not affect the agriculture
land.
16.Thiru.Sivasubramanian,S/o.Sundaramoorthy-Melaperumpallam.

Why public hearing is conducted by spending this much money | am
against this power plant. Whether | have to vacate this place and migrate to a
new place with my family. Where to feed my cattle. There is no grazing land for
the cattle. Why people from Hyderabad is coming and establishing power plant in
Tamilnadu. Can we go and work at Hyderabad?.
17.Thiru.Govindan,S/o.Manickam-Melaperumpallam

It is only a dry land at melaperumpallam. The company has given huge
amount for this dry land. We welcome this power plant. People have objected
without knowing anything about this project. They should be explained well about
the project. Now salt water enters into river cauvery. Company should construct
a barrier wall so that salt water shall not enter river Cauvery. We want to drink
clean water. Company should explain about socio economic benefits to the
public. Our land is not cultivable for 4 crops and only one crop is cultivable.
Hence the land is not profitable for agriculture.

If there was a company in the past decades my father would have become
technician. People are not able to do agriculture in this dry land. Cauvery water
gets dried even at Thanjavur District. There is no income in agriculture. We are
about 200 to 300 graduated people in this area. If this kind of power plant comes
we will be definitely benefited. Hence we welcome this project.

If this power plant comes here we will have job opportunity. | belong to sea
shore area. The NGO’s will not do any favour for public. They will develop
themselves. we welcome this power plant.

20. Thiru.Ganavelan -Kilaperumpallam

We don’t have any disturbance because of the power plant. We are being
developed by this plant. any project will have its own disturbances. Even if we
plan for construction of a house we have many disturbances. Other statesare
also welcoming the power plants but industrialist choose Tamilnadu government
to put up power plants. We are pleased to give our dry lands located in 4 villages
of vanagiri, kilaperumpallam, melaperumpallam, Thalachankadu where there is
no agriculture. People at agriculture land should not be affected. When company
is taking the land belongs to the temple they should consider the life of people
already holding those lands and necessary rehabilitation measures shall be
ensured. The people at 4 villages are to be given job opportunities. Private lands
