Subsequently, the public has started expressing their views with respect to the

project as follows.

Mr. llayaraja, Mettuprancheri:-

Mr. llayaraja, said that he has been working in this quarry for 6 years and that

this quarry provides job for drivers and stone, gravel are available at low prices to the

villagers, and therefore he welcomes this quarry.

Mr. Pauldurai, Nellaithiruthu:-

Mr. Pauldurai, said that stone and gravel used for construction work in his village
are sourced from Thalaiyuthu and said that since this quarry is near his village, there

will be no shortage of construction materials if this quarry comes to operation.

Mr. Kumar, Keezha Chezhiyanallur:-

Mr. Kumar, said that this quarry provides employment to his villagers and that
stone, gravel and M.Sand materials will be easily available due to the presence of this
quarry.

Mrs. Jebakani, Ramanathapuram:-

Mrs. Jebakani, said that she has been working as a volunteer in a NGO for many
years. The quarry is improving the livelihood of the nearby village and is providing all
kinds of benefits such as education faciliies, dnnkmg water facilities, road facilities,

medical facilities, and employment. Therefore, she requested to provide a no-objection

certificate to the quarry and welcome the quarry.

Mr. Senthil, Gandhiswaranputhur, Chezhiyanallur :-

Mr. Senthil, said that there are 470 people in his village and 300 houses. He said
that many houses have cracked due to the blasting activity in quarry and he requested
to inspect the same. He also said, that there is vibration in his village and there are lot of
damage due to quarry operation and told that there are more than 50 agricultural wells
in their village. He said that more quantity of explosives are being used every day and
so cracks have occurred in the houses and requested the authorities to inspect it as all
470 people are affected by this. Since this quarry is located near his village, the
villagers are affected by smoke and explosives, and that it should be inspected, and

therefore he requested to ban the quarry.

Mr. Raja, Itthikulam :-

Mr. Raja, said that there are 400 houses in their villages, two quarries are

He also requested the officials to inspect the village near the quarry before giving

approval.

Mr. Madasamy, Gandhlswaranguthur -

Mr. Madasamy, said that this quarry is Iocated 500 m away from his vmage and

fthe houses in his village will vibrate when the quarry is blasted. He said that in the project
,,presentatton it was said that the blasting would be done between 1 -3 pm, but instead of

g this, blasting was done at night and all required times and not done during

followin
ere

festivals and not done when people are available in the village. He said that stones w
-~ falling on agricuitural lands located near to the quarry and he had complamed about it,
but no action was taken. The livelihood of the people was being affected and due to the

~ falling stones, the villagers are giving up agriculture and sellung agncultural lands and

requested to take appropriate action in this regard and stated that he is opposing this

quarry.

‘Mr. Senthil, Gandhiswaranguthur, Sezhiyana!lur:-
Mr. Senthil, while speaking again, he showed a photograph of his house affected

by cracks in his mobile phone and said that despite of cbmplaining about it 100 times, not

even a single inspection was done by officials and questloned why this meeting held in

Gangaikondan Panchayat instead of Sezhiyanallur village. He said that his village should-

be inspected, and many houses in his village have cracks and requested to inspect them.

As no other public came forward to record their views, the District Envrronmental

Engineer said to submit written petition if any. After that, 370 numbers of written petitions

were received in the public hearing meeting.
