A public notice for the public hearing, scheduled on 18.09.2025, was
published in The “Times of India” and “Dhinakaran” on 15.08.2025 with the approval of
the District Collector, Villupuram. This public hearing is for the proposed industry of
M/s. E.Amuthaganesamoorthy Ordinary Earth Quarry, and public announcements
have beén made via loudspeakers and pamphlets distributed in the surrounding

villages.

The District Environmental Engineer has informed that the details of the
proposed project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study conducted by
the EIA consultant will be explained through a PowerPoint presentation by the project
proponent/EIA consultant. Furthermore, the DEE stated that after the presentation, the
public can express their views, suggestions, and comments on the project, either
verbally or in writing, one by one.

SEIAA-TN.
