In the public hearing, 69 persons were participated, including Government Officers,

Project proponents and the general public. (Enclosed video Annexure-A).

Welcome note given by District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu, Pollution Control Board,
Pudukkottai District has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Pudukkottai who
presided over the function. He welcomed the Tahsildar, Thirumayam other revenue
officials and other Government officials. He also welcomed the Proprietor of Mis.
Tmt. S. Azhagu Rough Stone Quarry, Project Proponent, Press, NGOs and general

public who were attended the Public Hearing meeting.

He also informed that as per Ministry of Environment & Forest, New Delhi
vide EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006, certain type of projects, public opinion has
to be obtained before the issue of Environment Clearance. He added that the
public notice informing the conducting of public hearing was published in The
Dinamalar & The New Indian Express on 18.09.2025. This public hearing was
conducted for M/s. Tmt. S. Azhagu Rough Stone Quarry with an extent of 0.61.0
Ha at S.F.Nos. 543/3A of Thulaiyanur Village, Thirumayam Taluk, Pudukkottai
District to obtain the views of public.



He also informed that the views of public would be recorded and it would
be forwarded to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority, Chennai

after getting approval from the District Collector, Pudukkottai.

District Environmental Engineer informed that M/s. Tmt. S. Azhagu Rough
Stone Quarry project proponent would explain about the project after that the

public could give their opinion either verbally or in writing about the project.

Revenue Divisional Officer, Hluppur:

She welcomed the gathering and informed that the Project Proponent
would explain about their proposed project outlay and Environmental Impact

Assessment study carried out through Power Point Presentation.

Power Point Presentation by the Project Proponent:

Thiru. Gobinath, Senior Environmental Engineer, Eco Tech Labs Private
Limited, Chennai of M/s. Tmt. S. Azhagu Rough Stone Quarry has explained about
the details of the project outlay, Environmental Impact Assessment report and
Environmental Management Plan through Power Point Presentation. (Copy of the

detail is enclosed in Annexure -B).

District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer requested the public to register their
views on this project either verbally or in writing by giving their name and village

details.

Followed by this, Public Hearing process started.

1. Thiru. Subramanian, Valaiyanvayal

He introduced himself as Subramanian from Valaiyanvayal village. He stated that
they believed if this quarry is set up in this village, they will get a livelihood. All
people are struggling a lot without any work. He kindly requested that a stone quarry

to be established here, and he registered his supportive opinion about the project.
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2. Tmt. Jebakkani, NGO, Ramanathapuram

She introduced herself as Jebakkani. She informed that she have come as a
social activist from Ramanathapuram District. She extended her greetings to all the
officials, the general public, women, and brothers and sisters who have attended this
public hearing meeting. She told that this stone quarry can improve the livelihood of
everyone around that village. Education, medical care, electricity, and drinking water
all these facilities éan greatly enhance the livelihood of the people living in that
village. She further stated that she welcomes this stone quarry. She kindly requested
the officials to issue the certificate to this stone quarry. She thanked and registered
her support opinion about the project.

3. Thiru. Subburamaiah, Runs NGO, Tirupati

He started his speech by saying his name is Subburamaiah and he was a social
activist from the organization called Runs NGO from Tirupati. He stated that they are
looking after four states Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, and Andhra Pradesh are among the
states he cover. He added that until now, they have not seen anything like this
anywhere; they have not seen a meeting like this. They have attended many
meetings. He further said that this M/s. Azhagu Stone Quarry is progressing very
well. He want to said that the main problems are roads, air pollution, water issues,
health problems, and rural development activities, if these are carried out, it will be
good. He informed that, first, once in three months, a medical camp should be
conducted and medicines should be provided and also it should be ensured that
there are no impacts due to pollution. He further added that drinking water is very
important. In that village, through the R.O filtration process, a drinking water
purification plant should be set up for their benefit. A community hall should be
constructed for rural development and encouraging them would be good. Similarly,
pens and notebooks to be given to school childrens would be beneficial. Also, if the
village near the quarry is made an example village for other villages, that would be
good. He concluded his speech by saying that he request permission for this M/s.
Azhagu Stone Quarry may be given soon and registered his support opinion about

the project.



4. Thiru. Sathish, NGO

He introduced himself as Sathish and he was an Environmental Protection
Secretary. He greeted the public and everyone present on this stage. He stated that
he respect the customs, cultural traditions, and the sentiments. He wholeheartedly
accepts the opinions and the genuine concerns raised. He added that he request the
government, taking up this responsibility, to immediately allocate more funds for
resolving the issues immediately and for ensuring sustainable development.
Employment and job opportunities should be arranged immediately. He humbly
requested the Government officials to provide permanent houses to everyone. He
further said that as an environmental protection secretary, he request that this place
should remain environmentally friendly and green in a sustainable manner. He
requested the quarry owner to grow trees and protect them. He humbly requested
the government officials to immediately grant permission to this stone quarry without
imposing any restrictions. He thanked and expressed his support opinion about the

project.

5. Thiru. Muthukumar, Periyakalvayal

He introduced himself as Muthukumar from Periyakalvayal. He stated that he
comes from a poor family. He said that if this stone quarry comes, it will be helpful for
them to build a house. If the stone quarry comes here and it will be convenient for
them to buy soil and sand. Because, when it is brought from outside, it is brought at
a very high price and it is very difficult to build a house. He further stated that, as a
youngster like him is forced to go abroad to earn a living. If there is a job here, they
can happily work here and support their families. He humbly requested that the stone

quarry may be permitted and registered his support views for the project.

6. Tmt. Padmadevi, Valaiyanvayal

She introduced herself as Padmadevi from Valaiyanvayal village. She stated that
her husband has supported their family from the beginning by the stone quarry. Now,
due to their circumstances, her family struggling so much that they are unable to pay
their childrens school fees. She humbly requested that permission shall be granted

to the stone quarry and registered her support opinion for the project.



7. Tmt. Azhagammal, Valaiyanvayal

She introduced herself as Azhagammal from Valaiyanvayal. She said that only
because of the stone quarry and by working there that she survived after her
husband passed away. She added that they have been making a living only by
working in the stone quarry. The quarry has been stopped, for the past seven or
eight months and they are struggling a lot, facing great difficulties. All the childrens
are struggling. She is struggling with her dumb daughter. She said that only if they
are given some work they can survive and there is no other way. She further stated
that if this quarry is permitted only, they can build a house, whether it is for sand or
for stone and they still have not built a house and also they are very poor. She
concluded her speech by saying that whatever efforts the officials, please take and

permit the stone quarry for us and expressed her support opinion about the project.

8. Thiru. Muthusamy, Parali

He introduced himself as Muthusamy from Parali. He stated that there are 20
villages surrounding our village. If this quarry is started, about 200 people from these
20 villages will get employment oppurtunity. Similarly, around their village and
Thulayanur, there are ten more villages and all of them have lorries. Now, without a
quarry, all these lorries are simply standing idle. So, if this quarry is started,
everyone will get a livelihood. He added that in this area, there is not a single
crusher. They have to go a long distance 30 Kilometers to buy jelly and sand. If a
quarry is established in this place, crushers can also function and everyone will get a
livelihood. Therefore, we need this stone quarry and registered his support opinion

about the project.

9. Thiru. Ajrath, NGO

He introduced himself as Ajrath, as social activist. He stated that permission

should be granted for this stone quarry and he registered his support opinion for the

project.

10. Tmt. Gandhi, Thulaiyanur

She introduced herself as Gandhi from Thulayanur. She stated that she was

running a tea shop. When she was running the shop, many people used to come
and her economic situation was good. She added that good customers were

regularly coming to the shop. Now, because there is no stone quarry and she was



unable to run the shop. All the people have fallen into great difficulty. She informed
that if you support the operation of the stone quarry, they will be thankful and

expressed her support opinion about the project.

11. Thiru. Ramasamy, Konapattu

He started his speech by saying that greetings to the Revenue Divisional
Officer who is present here and his name is Ramasamy from Konapattu village. He
stated that, since the year 2005, for 17 years, he has been supporting his family only
by working in stone quarries and crushers. Now, for the past ten or eleven months,
his livelihood has been severely affected due to non operation of stone quarries in
Thulayanur Panchayat. He added that the officials to consider the feelings of the
general public of Thirumayam, and because many people in Thulayanur Panchayat,
Kalluvayal, Valaiyavayal, Konapattu, Vengalur, and about 15 surrounding villages
are living below the poverty line. It is only through this stone quarry that everyone
has been able to improve their livelihoods. Now, without any work, they have been
pushed to the very bottom line. Crushers are not operating. Further he added that
the stone quarries are not functioning here and the livelihoods of nearly 250 to 300
families have been greatly affected. He humbly requested that permission shall be
granted to the stone quarry owners to establish the quarry and expressed his

support opinion for the project.

12. Thiru. Muthumaran, Vélaiyanvayal

He introduced himself as Muthuraman from Valaiyanvayal. He stated that he
did not have a job. He added that because there is no quarry work, they have no job
opportunities, and they are struggling a lot and also they do not even have a way to
drink a cup of tea. Therefore, they have no objection to operate the stone quarry. He

thanked and registered his support opinion about the project.

13. Tmt. Parvathi, Thulaiyvanur

She introduced herself as Parvathi from Thulayanur village. She stated that
she believed if this stone quarry operates, definitely all the people in the surrounding
areas will get more benefit and requested that the stone quarry shall be permitted

and expressed her support opinion about the project.
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14. Thiru. Ramachandran, Samathuvapuram

He introduced himself as Ramachandran from Samathuvapuram. He stated
that nearly 40 families are depending on this quarry and they are in great difficulty.
He sincerely requested the District Collector Madam to kindly grant permission for it.

He thanked and registered his support views for the project.

15. Thiru. S.S. Mani, Periyar Samathuvapuram

He introduced himself as S.S.Mani from Periyar Samathuvapuram. He stated
that he run a hotel at Samathuvapuram. There is no stone quarry in their area and
the hotel business has been mostly affected. He kindly requested that permission
shall be granted for the stone quarry and expressed his support 6pinion about the
project.

District Environmental Engineer

After that no one has expressed their opinions about the project. Then, the
District Environmental Engineer addressed the public, that this public hearing
meeting was being held specifically to register their opinions. Therefdre, the District
Environmental Engineer requested the public to register their views. Even after this,
no one came forward to express their opinions. Then he said that the public hearing

meeting was closed as no one from the public came forwarded to say their opinion.

Vote of Thanks:

The District Environmental Engineer has informed that the public could
submit their comments in writing at the office of the District Collector or the Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board, Pudukkottai office. The District Environmental
Engineer thanked the Revenue Divisional Officer, Pudukkottai for presiding over
the Public hearing meeting and the other Government Officials for attending the
meeting and also he thanked the Proprietors of the stone quarries, Workers,
Project Proponent, NGOs, Press reporters, Police officials, social activists and
general public who were participated in the Public Hearing Meeting.
