The Public Hearing was scl‘ieduled to be held at 11.00 AM on 23.09.2025. But the
Public Hearing was postponed to 02.00 PM with prior approval from the District Collector due
to the conduct of a review by Hon’ble Deputy Chief Minister at District Collectorate in
Virudhunagar District. Accordingly the meeting started at M/s.Perunthalaivar Ku.Kamarajar
Thirumana Mahal, Door No: 4/297, Melanmarainadu Village, Vembakottai Taluk, Virudhunagar
District under EIA Notifications, 2006 for the Quarry proposal over an extent of 1.60.50 Ha - M/s.
S. Balakrishnan Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry, S.F.No.203/7 of Appayanaickenpatti Village,
Vembakottai Taluk, Virudhunagar District. The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Bbard, Virudhunagar welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Sattur, other
Government officials, all general public and project proponents who have attended the public
hearing. He informed that the public notices informing the conduct of Public Hearing was
published in “Dinathanthi” and “The New Indian Express” on 15.08.2025. He also informed that
wide publicity was given about the conduct of public hearing by circulating pamphlets in the
nearby villages of the project site. Further, he stated that the arrangements for the public hearing

had been done as per the guidelines issued under EIA Notification, 2006. Subsequently, the



District Environmental Engineer stated that the project proponent will make a detailed
presentation on the proposed project and requested the public to express their views after
completion of the presentation. He added that the written statements would also be received.

Further he stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the public will be recorded
through videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment
Authority, Tamilnadu to Consider the issue of Environmental Clearance to the proposed project.

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Sattur initiated the Public Hearing process.
Subsequently, the District Environmental Engineer requested the project proponent to explain
about their proposed project.

Then, the Environmental consultant of the project has made detailed presentation on the project
of M/s. S. Balakrishnan Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry to the public along with Environmental
Management Plan.

Further, the public has furnished their views with respect to the project as follows —

1. Mr. Shanmugaraj, Kundampatti Villase

Mr. Shanmugaraj said that quarries are the main occupation in our village and when there is no
agriculture, quarries provide employment opportunities, so this quarry should definitely be

established.

2.Mrs.Senbhagavalli, Kundampatti Village

Ms.Senbhagavalli said that, this quarry is essential for our livelihood and therefore she request

you to grant permission for this quarry.

3. Mrs. Kaviselvi, Kundampatti Village

Mrs. Kaviselvi has requested permission for this quarry, saying that the establishment of this
quarry will provide employment and the income generated from it will help in the Education of her

children.

4.Mrs. Maheshwari, Appaiyanayakkanpatti Village

Mrs. Maheshwari welcomed the project, saying that her two children's are studying in college,
she has been working in this quarry for eight years, and the income from this quarry is the source

of her livelihood.

5. Mrs. Kaliammal, Appaivanayakkanpatti Village

Mrs. Kaliammal said that she has been working in this quarry for the past 15 years and therefore

requested permission to be granted for this quarry.



6. Mr. Gurusamy, Kundampatti Village

Mr. Gurusamy said that the establishment of this quarry will provide employment and
therefore requested permission to be granted for this quarry.

7.Mrs. Mookkammal, Appaivanayakkanpatti village

Mrs. Mookkammal requested that this quarry be established for our livelihood.

8.Mr. Sankaranaravanan, Kundampatti village

Mr. Sankaranarayanan requested that permission be granted for this quarry, stating that the
establishment of this quarry will improve the economy, and that 200 people are employed in this quarry

and that the income from it will help with the education fees of their children.

9. Mr. Veluchamy, Appaiyvanayakkanpatti Village
Mr. Veluchamy said that our livelihood will improve only if permission is given for this quarry,
so he requested permission for this quarry.

10. Mr. Azhwarasami, Vaivakundampatti Village

Mr. Azhwarasami said that the establishment of this quarry will improve our livelihood, and
that sand and gravel required for construction will be easily available, so he requested permission for
this project.

11. Mrs. Gomathi, Appaivanayakkanpatti Village

Mrs. Gomathi said that this quarry is necessary for our livelihood, so she requested permission
for this quarry. '

After that, since no one came forward to give view on the project, the Revenue Divisional
Officer, Sattur invited the public to offer their furthermore views if any. Even after that, no one came
forward to give any opinion. Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Virudhunagar has narrated the proceedings of the public hearing conducted and
informed that the Minutes of the Meeting along with Compact Disc consisting the entire videographed
Public Hearing will be forwarded to the SEIAA for further actions. He also thanked all and requested

to furnish their views if any in written of petitions.
