On behalf of the District Administration and the District Environmental Engineer,
Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, welcomed the District Collector, Ariyalur, Revenue
Divisional Officer, the public, representatives of farmers associations, environmentalists,
~ revenue department and police officials and the project sponsor, Mss. Chettinad Cements
Corporation Private Limited, to the public consultation meeting.

As per the EIA notification dated 14.09.2006, as amended, environmental clearance is
required from the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change, before granting
environmental clearance, for certain types of activities listed in that notification.He said that
public comments should be | sought for the projects/activities. He added that the public
comments would be recorded and forwarded to the State Environmental Impact Assessment
Authority as a routine procedure.

For proposed Kallankurichi Lime Kankar quarry in Kallankurichi village, Ariyalur
Taluk, Ariyalur district, covering an area of 4.37.0 hectares (SF.Nos. 226,2B, 226,2C, 226,2D,
24114, 2411B, 241/2, 241,34, 241,3B, 241,3C, 2414, 2415, 2416 A, 241/6B, 2417, 241/8, 242/, 2422,
- 242/3(P), 242/4, 242/5, 242/6, 242/9, 242/10A, 242/10B1(P) & 242/10B2) M,s.Chettinad Cement
Corporation Private Limited for has been handed over to the company. He added that this
public consultation rheeting is being held to obtain public opinions on this project before
granting environmental clearance.

He further informed that the public notice regarding the public consultation meeting
was published in the newspapers "Dina Malar" and "The New Indian Express" on 21.02.2025,30
days before the meeting date.

After the project proponents presentation about the project and EMP measures, the
public and environmentalists can express their opinion on the project orally or in writing. The
district environmental engineer said that public comments will be recorded through video
and audio, and that recorded meeting proceedings will be conducted as usual. He also said that
it will be sent to the State Environmental Impaét Assessment Committee as per the procedure.
Later, he requested that the District Collector to preside over the meeting. |

Mr. T. Swaminathan, Environmental Consultant for the project, welcomed everyone
and presented the proposed project details, impacts and EMP measures through a power point
presentation. He also said that the projects environmental impact assessment reports are also

available on the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board’s website.



The District Ehvironmental Engineér askéd the public participating in the public
hearing to provide their opinion on the project after providing the individual's name and
village. ' L |
1. ThiruN. Sengamuthu, President Farmers Association Ariyalur Age 69, Manaleri

Kairulabad.

He welcomed the Hon'ble District Collector, District Environmental Engineer who are
presiding over the consultation meeting, General Manager incharge of the M,s Chettinad
Cements Corporation Private limited, all other departmental officers, social activists, farmers,
agricultural associations, media persons, and officials from the police department. He
expressed his heartfelt gratitude to the police and he informed that without the police
department, there isnothing, and it is they are persons who guide, control and implement.

He said that the Kallankurichi mine is 4.37.0 hectéres, not even 1 acres are totally and the
depth of the proposed quarry is only 10 feet, and he added that 10 feet depth will not cause any
harm, and even if water stored after completion of quarrying, it will become like a lake, and
therefore the industry management should implement the proposal, and that the district
administration and the environment department should oversee whether they are
implementing as per the rules. He requested for the presence of District Superintendent of
Police and Regional Transport Officers and it would be good if they are participated in the
public consultation meeting because they are the ones who will implement what has been said
here. He said that the period of 5 yeafs for this quarry is really a very short period.

He said that the gévei-nment has given permission to excavate 10,000 to 20,000 feet for the
Tamilnadu Cements Limited (TANCEM) and before the cement industry came here,
Ariyalur was known only to Tamil Nadu. He said that Ariyalur district is known only
leading chilli producer but today, after the arrival of cement industry , Ariyalur is known
woﬂdwide as a cement city. He also said that they are going to extract 97,196 tons of
limekankar and informed that they have made a ﬁroper plan and have obtained permission.
He said that this public consultation meeting is for the purpose of implementing it.

He requested that they should do what they promised to do in their statement. He said
that 14 people will get directly employment, and 50 people will get indirectly employment,
and he requested these employment opportunities to the people of Kallankurichi,
Pallakaveri and Kairulabad . He said that he knew the location of the proposed limekankar
quarry and requested that the people of this area to be employed and provided them with a
means of livelihood for 5 years. ’

Further more, he said that the water level in the report was excellent, that there was
nothing wrong with it, that agricultural motors of 60 to 80 meters were used here, and motors
were running at 100 feet to 80 feet in Kairulabad and that there was no problem with that,and
industry management's reports are excellent.

He said that the government is not able to provide funds for the primal‘y'health centre in
this area and requested the industry management to allot the CSR funds to construct the
primary health centre and also to construct new building . He also requested for providing
assistance to the people of the affected areas. He said that limestone should be trahsported in
trucks from the mine at a speed of 30 kmph, and that this has to be enforced by the regional
transport officers. |

He said that then District Collector Tmt.Lakhsmi Priya has ordered to maintain speed

limit of the limestone trucks to follow a speed of 30 km, but it was only for limestone trucks



and they did not mention for other trucks. He said that if vehicles were maintaining a
moderate speed, accidents won't occur, otherwise accidents will occur especially because of
limestohe truck movement, and he requested for control the same.

He said that there has been a water scarcity in Kallankurichi previously and he said the
surrounding areas of Kallankurichi area is having water scarcity and now he requested that
a motor to be installed from the CSR fund. He once again informed that the because of this
water problem, the industry management should pay attention to water problem and
requested to resolve the issue a compassionately.

2. Thiru. Kaliyaperumal, State Secretary, Human Rights Commission of India,

Thamaraipoondi '

He said that 150 people in his area have been affected by kidney disease so far and he said
that the proposed limekankar quarry will only harm the people and there will not be any
benefit. He requested that permission should not be given to this proposed quarry as there are
mostly elderly people in his village are affected the liver, kidneys, etc. He also said that since
the people in the area have kidney related diseases, they have to go to Ariyalur for dialysis and
hence he requested that perinission should not be given to this M/sChettinad Cements
corporation private limited and informed that if permission is granted, he will legally seek a
restraining order from the court. He said that he does not know if there is a pollution control
officer here because there are 12 cement plants and they do not know how much harm this is
causing to humans and also told that their organization is all over India and have been talking
everywhere. He said that permission should not grant to this quarry and if it is granted, he will

- file petition in tfle head office in Saidapet and to the District Collector. He repeatedly asked
that permission should not be given to this proposed lime kankar quarry and finally
emphasized that permission should not be granted on behalf of the public and himself, as a

social activist.

3. ThiruR. Tamilmani, INTUC, Stéte Vice President, Ariyalur.

He welcomed the The District Collector and the Mys Chettinad Cements Corporation
private limited administrative officials. He said that today, Mss Chettinad Cements
Corporation private limited is pfoposed the quarry in 11acres of land, which is not enough, and
he requested that it has to be increased. He said that the Central and State Govérnments and
the District Collector should fully involve them for providing more land, there is a lot of land
for other factories, but it is less for M.s Chettinad Cements Corporation private limited. He
said that M/s Chettinad Cements Corporation private limited has provided livelihood to mahy
people and that today, approximately 95 of the persons are permanent workers of Ms
Chettinad Cements Corporation private limited, and he requested that a pay committee to be
formed to pay them full wages . He requested to promote according to the work they do, and
also to make the loading workers permanent, and asked to do good to the people of this area
and he asked them to do as much as possible because the Arasu cement (TANCEM) has done a
lot , and requested the Ms Chettinad Cements Corporation private limited should provide
livelihood to the workers and do the good they needed. He asked to the Chettinad
administration that to do good for the people of this area. Finally he said that, "Long live the

working people, long live Chettinad Cement.”



. . 4, ThiruBalasingam, District Depuﬁ Secretary, Vivasayeegal Pathukappu Sankam, Sendurai,
~ He welcomed the District Collector, the District Environmental Engineer, who is
presiding over the public consultation meeting for the proposed lime kankar quarry in the
Kallankurichi area and also welcomed the mining déﬁartment officials, social activisfs, elders,
ladies and youth of the Kallankurichi village.

He said that today, the public consultation meeting is being held in the Kallankurichi
area to discuss the possibility of quarrying of lime kankar. He said that many cement
industries are here for producing cement by quarrying limestone as a raw material in
Kallankurichi area but the Kallankurichi area is struggling for basic facilities. He submitted a
request to the District Collector that the mineral wealth funds collected from cement
industry need to handle with care. He said that the mineral wealth funds collected in the
concerned area has to be utilized only for the surrounding affected areas and not for other
districts and areas Which is irrelevant area, and hence nowadays in this situation it is not
possible to provide basic facilities to the people in the mining area. He requested the District
Collector once again to fully utilize the mineral wealth funds for the welfare and needs of the
people of the concerned area to provide all basic facilities.

He said that the person who spoke earlier today had told that the people of the area are
affected by kidney related diseases due to drinking water in this area but in Ariyalur district
water naturally contains more lime content in the water from bore wells which may cause
kidney related diseases. He said that cement industry management and government is not
‘responsible for this. He said that the responsibility to protect the people lies with all the
cement industry management and the government. He said that on this basis only he
requested the District Collector to provide purified drinking water for the people living
around the mining area.

’ He said that if a mine is to be operated today, formation of 33% green belt should be
developed. He questioned that why it should be implemented now? and answered that it is
the only way to control pollution is to plant tree saplings. He informed that Even though,
there are many cement industries in the area, they are refusing to implement the 33 % green
belt development. He said that the M/s Chettinad Cements Corporation Private Itd planted
not only develop green belt for 33 % land but also taken up steps to plant more trees wherever
the vacant land is to prevent the disease for the people of the area . He informed that Mys
Chettinad Cements Corporation Private Itd has received various awards from the Central
and State governments. He said that water sprinklers are used daily to prevent the spread of
dust.

He informed that it is his duty to convey the message in the public consultation about
the Ms Chettinad Cements corporation Private limited and what steps was taken by then in
this regard and he knows what they were doing in their sendurai mines where the limestone is
being mined, as he is from the mining area.

He said that if this quarry is established today,‘a medical camp will be held and medical
treatment will be provided to the poor and needy people and also informed that educated
youth in this area would get employment on a priority basis. He told that If the M;s.Chettinad
Cements Corporation private Limited management is allowed to quarry in the area, finally
the area will be used as a 10 acre water reservoir and hence the water level in this area rises, the

groundwater level will rise which will be solution for drinking water scarcity that may arise



duriﬁg the summer. He also informed if the groundWater rises, hundreds of farmers are
farming through bore wells and the livelihood of the farmers will improve.

He said that it his duty to inform, that today, apart from the above employment for
educated youth, if kankar is being excavated to a depth of 10 feet in 10 acres, a water body like a
pond on the land will be formed. When the construction work of the large Mariamman
temple in Senthurai was halted and stagnated without revenue and employment and facing
financial crisis as to how to continue the construction in dire straits. He informed that the
prominent peop:le of that villége met the Public Relations Officer and General Manager of
M/s.Chettinad cements corporation private limited and requested for assistance for the:
construction work of their temple, which was immediately addressed by giving cement bags.
He said that the area was provided with cement road, toilet facilities and various other
facilities. '

He said that he supports the management of M/s.Chettinad cements corporation
private limited to proposed lime kankar quarrying and that it will benefit all the people.
Finally he said that the people living in this area will get employment only if the quarry is
established, and educated youth will get employment on a priorit§ basis, and only if the
~ limekankar quarry is established basic facilities be provided, the groundwater level willvrise,
and if the water level rises, the drinking water problem can be solved, and the livelihood of the
farmers will be protected. He expressed his full support on behalf of the vivasayeegal
pathukappu sankam by giving full support to kankar quarry that will be beneficial to all the
people. V

5. ThiruGanesan, West Srinivasapuram.

He welcomed the District Collector, who had presided the public consultation
meeting, the environmental officers and M,s.Chettinad Cements corporation private limited
officials .He said that the quarry will be placed on their land in West Srinivasapuram village,
that they had given the land 10 years ago and had also paid Rs. 3 lakh for it, and that they had
. not raised any objection or resistance at present, and that all the cement indusvtries has did the
facilities which had benefited their respective areas. He said that M/s Chettinad Cements
corporation private limited had set up a quarry in 20 to 30 acres in their village four to five
years ago and extracted Limestone, and now they are going to excavéte lime kankar only
from a small area, and requested them to do good to the people of that village as they are
excavating in West Srinivasapuram village. He said that there is a temple, which has a vacant
land in front of the temple, and also he requested industry management to construct a 20 feet -
x20 feet shed in that place and there is a school , but there is no playground, and he requested
the plant management to fill 10 loads of soil and make it suitable for their play ground for
children . He said that the cement industries in this area, Dalmia cement limited , Ramco
cement limited , encouraged the people of the area by giving them goats, cattle, tarpaulins, and
machinery to do farming, and informed that Chettinadvmanagement did not provide any help
when they excavate the limestone mine, and he requested to provide help from now on. He
requested that the area where the limestone is taken from Srinivasapuram and goes to the
lake on the Sendurai highway which is a one-way road and a road has to be constructed on it
and requested for road widening and to provide a separate road on the side of the road. He did
not raise any objection to the extraction of kankar and requested that it should be done
without disturbing the public. He asked that the trucks should not use the one-way road but
should build a road on the side and to use it, and that they should not go fast. He said that the



all cement factories leaves work to the contract, and that they are moving in 50 km. speed as
because they have competition to make 10 to 20 loads, and cause many accidents to those
coming on two-wheelers. He requested to District Collector that to appoint a separate
inspector to monitor the condition that limestone trucks should not exceed 30 km on the
road. He also asked the Chettinad cement management to provide facilities to
Srinivasapuram. |

6. ThinLTamilarzisah, District Organizer of DMK Farmers wing.

He welcomed the District collector, the other government officials, trade union
leaders, media persons, farmers, police officers who provided security and everyone who is
participated. He said that in the public consultation meeting the District Collector is directly
asking our opinion on the excavation of the lime kankar quarry in Srinivasapuram and so
that there is no hindrance to the farmers and their dependents . He said that there is no
chance of any major accidents or mistakes happening because there are two ways to excavate
the quarry. One is to quarry by using explosives, which will cause the fly of stone, another one
simply excavate the lime kankar to a depth of two meters, which means there is no chance of
accidents and also he said that he fully supports the proposed quarry on behalf of the people
of this area, saying that the reason is that the Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu has given priority
to entrepreneurs in order to go abroad and to establish various industries for our Tamil Nadu.
If that mine is established in this area, Srinivasapuram people are very backward and their
families will get a good livelihood. '

Further he told that, private cement factories have excavated lime kankar and formed
two dilapidated well in that village , and if adults and children go there in the morning and-
evening and fall, it is difficult to lift them and when the cattle’s owned by the village fell into
it two or three times. They said that their cement industry requires only lime Kankar because
Kankar contains 80 percent lime stone . He also requested that Chettinad management to
take 2to 3 feet of soil that requested to close the dilapidated well.

But he said that if the depth of the excavation is between 2 and 10 feet, it will form a
pond where rainwater can be stored, and therefore he dont have the any objection to the
Chettinad administration for excavating the lime kankar 6n their behalf of the village
public. |
7. ThiruK. Manivel, Chairman, District Environmental Organization Committee,

Karaivetti, Ariyalur |

He said that since industries have come up in Ariyalur district, there is no shortage of
employment and there is no shortage of money for the public which is an undeniable fact. He
said that this is only for: the working people and should not talk about those who do not work,
and that this is a boon for the working people. He said that industries are located in our district
and if the environment is to be protected, there should be diligence, especially wearing masks
and helmets when traveling in vehicles. He stated that to handle all this and by constructing
such a quarry, there is no need to call it a quarry . He said that they think that it is a 6.feet to 7-
feet pond. He said that the government is spending crores of rupees to construct these ponds,
but without any benefits these private industries are constructing those ponds. He also said
that there is no objection to this proposed lime kankar quarry as these water resources are
increasing and cooling the natural air.

8. ThiruwP.Karuppasamy, Srinivasapuram.



He welcomed all the people in this public consultation meeting who have given an
opportunity to express his opinion . He recorded his opinion on the basis that this is” my land,
my village~. He told that his village and, this panchayat is in Tamil Nadu which has very low
populaﬁon and the government is able to provide meager amount only in panchayat and It
cannot be allocated for the infrastructure of this village. He informed that when quarry is
proposed like this the fund available can be spent fully to the develop infrastructure of his
village and also he said there is a school in their village and need a playground & purified
drinking water. Further he said medical assistance should be provided and frequency of
medical camp should be conducted at least every 3 or 6 month . Also he said It should be
provided on a camp or temporary hospital basis to the people who are most affected when this
. pollution occurs. Finally, he requested Chettinad management on behalf of his village to
create basic health facilities and improve the livelihood of villagers.

. Thiru.Chandrashekar, social activist, Ariyalur.

He welcomed The District collector, who is presiding over the consultation meeting
for the establishment of a lime kankar quarry on behalf of Chettinad Cements Corporation
private limited , the environmental engineer, social welfare activists, agricultural welfare
activists and everyone present.

He said that the Chettinad Cements Corporation private limited has already
established quarries and the industry is functioning well, and the industry should be‘expanded
further and the employees working there should work well, 4

He said that the Chief Minister is working to bring many factories hereby going and
* there are some shortcomings. Further he said, that district depend upon less than 10 cement
factories is because there is a lot of limestone here.

He said that this limesfone mining is harmful to our health and also he told that once
upon a time, if we were to call the Ariyalur area a forest without water. However, after the
1990s, after the introduction of drinking water from Kollidam, this area has become a good
districtand city.

He said that during the meeting held at the District Collector's office 10 to 15 days ago,
Chettinad Cements Corporation Private limited management also participated and that he
realized that the District Collector had made a great effort to do something for this districf. He
also mentioned many needs, out of which the District Collector kept insisting on only one
need, which was that there was no place for recreation in Ariyalur district and that former
* Collector Anu George had built a walkway on the banks of a Chetty lake and had done that
work and it had been 10 years since it was built and further he said that some factories did not
agree to take efforts to provide water facilities and security measures on that walkway, saying
that they had done a lot and also that industries said that there was no money and so could not
do it again in the same place. He told that M/s Chettinad Cements Corporation Private
limited was coming forward and The District Collector said that it can be done from the
mineral fund or from the annual budget, 15 percent of the profit can be given to the public and
that the mineral fund should be done later, saying that the industry managementshould do it.
He requested that M/s Chettinad Cements Corporation Private limited should cooperate
with the District Collectors initiative by collecting Rs. 10 lakh from each industry
- management and providing facilities, and that M/s Chettinad Cements Corporation Private
limited should give priority to the Chetti eri Lake Park walkway. He also requested and
' gieeted for establishment of the proposed quarry. He said that if District collector ask which



cement industry has provided the most jobs to Tamil peoples, Chettinadu Cement is one of

them.

10. Thiru.Ajith, West Srinivasapuram.

He said that he is a mining engineer and that he supports this proposal, because it will
provide employment to them and he also requested the industry ménagement and the
District Collector to improve their livelihood . |
1. ThiruSelvamani, North Srinivasapuram.

He welcomed the he District collector and everyone participated in the public
consultation. He said that his village is Srinivasapuram but it is divided into 4 villages, South,
East, North and West. He requested that a separate purified water tank be set up for each of
the 4 villages. He said that the government has provided a borewell but it contains lime
content. He personally requested the cement industry management to provide purified water
to the people as there are many kidney related disease and therefore they should be provided
with purified water. Further he said that they proudly call Ariyalur as the cement city in Asia
but their village is near the cement industry and there are many educated youth in their
village and he requested that they have to give ¢mployme'nt opportunities based on their
education and qualifications. He said that the quarry would not cause any harm to the people
and the place of the quarry to be converted into a pond. He added that 2 years ago, trucks were
not allowed to come to their village, but in the morning, an accident occurred and a father and
son died. He asked people to work without causing any disturbance, that trucks should follow
the time restrictions,and should not drive at high speed ie, shouldnot exceed 30 km. spéed.

12. ThiruShankar, Ariyalur

| He welcomed the District Collector, Revenue Divisional officer , Tashildhar, Village
Administrative Officer, Agricultural Association representatives, general public and local
residents who attended the consultation meeting of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board
and to all the local residénts.

He said that he is happy that the public consultation meeting is being held in this area
on the day and there are various public consultation meeting is being held in this area of
Pallakaveri, Srinivasapuram, Thamaraikulam, Kallankurichi, is being held after inspection by
the District collector. ‘

He said that when the Tamil Nadu Government Cement industry was started here,
with 1300 people and 3 to 4 thousand people indirectly depended on this cement industry, but
today, 700 permanent employees and 150 to 200 people are working indirectly in the same
cement plant. |

He stated that ,Arasu cement plant said that it has gone for expansion at a cost of Rs
800 crore and assure to provide direct employment to 200 people and indirect employment to
500 people. After that, public consultation meeting was held for 7 mines and they said that
they will provide employment to about 250 people. He téld that the arasu cement plant is
running well and has a lot of capacity through advanced technology and that the cement
industry has the capacity to help as much as needed. Further he said that no employment has

been provided to the people of the surrounding areas and the affected villages and that during



that period they had acquired one acre of land at Rs 400, 600, 2000 and then 14,000 per acre
and that they have given 30 to 40 acres of their land. He told to the District Collector that he
would specifically register in this meeting that the government should provide jobs to
educated youth in all the villages here and The District Collector himself explained very
clearly in this consultation meeting today how the quarry is to established and how the
environment will not be affected, how many people will be employed, how much mineral
resources fund and maintenance amount spending details.

He expressed his gratitude on behalf of his organization and he told to the District
Collecfor that, if a country wants to become a superpower, it needs agriculture and industry,
and that all the countries of the world are turning into dark lands today, and that very high
prices of gold and diamonds are being mined in various countries, be it America, Japan or even
our own India. He said that the climate and seasons of those countries are changing, and not
only that, they are also doing agriculture and business despite various obstacles. He said that
the livelihood of the people is going at a very high level, so if we ask whether the life of our
lower class people has improved due to the mining of this mineral in that area, no, it is low, and
that they are dragging it without providing thatemployment.

He said that the government cement mineral resources fund today was Rs.13 croreand
that the then Distriét Collector Thiru Saravanavelraj had allocated Rs. 10 crore to the
Ariyalur_ District Head quarters Hospital. He said that if those 10 crores were given to all the
towns like Manaleri, Kallankurichi, Kairulabad, Srinivasapuram and other places to set up
small scale industries in publié places, more than 200 people would have got employment here.
He stressed to the District Collector that the mineral resources fund should be avoided for any
reason. He also said that the industry management will be spending Rs. 11 lakhs of CSR fund
of the proposed quarry through the medical camps and road facilities are being provided here.
He told that Thousands of devotees come to the festival of the world famous temple of
Kallankurichi here and there is not enough drinking water facility. Hé requested that the
festival to be held in 3 days, and therefore, a large 10,000 liter capacity purified drinking water
tank to be permanently installed at the entrance gate to ensure that there is no shortage of
drinking water for the devoteés who come here. A _

13. ThiruM. M. Sivakumar, Ariyalur City Congress President and Trade Union President.

He welcomed District Collector, Environmental Officers, other government officials,
police officers, journalists, and the public of this area. He informed that the public who have
participated have already told what to doand he told that he don't have anything new to tell.
And also added that the people of Ariyalur knows very well how Ariyalur was before 1978 and
how it is after 1978. He said all development was due to cement industries and these Cerhent
industries causes minor issues and he said that they will fight against. He rrequested the
government, the district administration and all the industries will definitely rectify the issues.
He said that this mine is proposed justrfor quarrying lime kankar. He finally said that on
behalf of their party, he expressed his support for the proposed quarrying.

14. Thiru. Kapuravalli, Srinivasapuram

She said that there is no issue because of the proposed lime kankar quarry. She told
that in, there are many old and illiterate people in their village. She informed that even though
they are not educated, they educated their children and they are now looking for employment
and she request to provide employment for them. She recorded that today all the officials

have come, but tomorrow if any accidents happen in the quarry only the police department



officials will come and None will come - from dther department during that day for
providing any service. If we go on strike that day, everyone will come. Finally she requested to
construct a separate bridge to prevent those accidents.

15. ThiruMurugesan, PM.K. Policy Outreach District Secretary, Kallankurichi

He welcomed the District Collector, District Environmental Engineer, all the public
and farmers associations leaders who have come to record their opinion in the public hearing.
At the same time, he told that Kallankurichi, Srinivasapuram, ‘Thaﬁxaraikulam, Kairﬁlabad
area etc. villages in the area are the most backward area and 90 % of the lands has been taken by
government and private cement industries here after assuring employment for about 150
people in Kallankurichi itself. He told that at present, all their educated youth are staying at
home without employment. He said that all the cement industries such as Ramco cements.
limited , M/s Chettinad Cements corporation private limited, Dalmia cement limited have
purchased the lands near their village and informed that there is no land for the poor and he
requested the District Collector to provide employment to the educated youth in the
industries, no matter which industries . He said that the water available is with lime content
but he recorded that earlier, they were consuming the drinking water from the lake and at
that time there were no diseases. He told that now because all the industries and mines
developed around, presently there is no water in the lakes. He said that they are relyihg on the
borewells. He informed that the water that comes from the borewell is also containing lime
contentwhich causes diseases like kidney failure and other diseases. Hence he requested to
provide purified drinking water to all the villages in this area in their respective towns not
only by the M/s Chettinad Cements corporation private limited, but also the other cement
industries and provided space in their respeétive towns. He said that earlier no one studied
and nowadays their children are studying and requested the District Collector to arrange for
employment in the industries in this area to their educated youth. The reason is that he was
born in a farming village. He knows what we are suffering from, He finally asked District
collector to provide sanitation facilities as well as drinking water to the people of this area, and
said that there is no objection for the proposed quarry. '

16. Tmt. Kalaiselvi, Srinivasapuram.

She welcomed the District Collector, Government officials and all the public gathered
for the public consultation. She requested to provide basic skills training for their children
such as spoken English, computers courses and sewing training to women . She also requested
to provide separate toilets in their village. She informed that the livelihood of their village will
improve if all these facilities are made available and so she requested the M/s Chettinad
Cements corporation private limited on behalf of their Panchayat Council.

17. TmtManimekalai, North Srinivasapuram.

She informed that many educated youth are there in their village and demanded not
to provide employment to peoples from outside the district. She said that employment
opportunities should be given to Youth of their village. She told that as there are élderly
people in their village and requested to conduct medical campé, medical treatment to provide
purified drinking water and to provide individual toilets. She demanded for speed breakers
to control the speed and to avoid accidents as the trucks are plying at high speed. She once

again demanded for employment to their people in their panchayat and to help for their

development.

18. ThiruRajendran, Ambedkar Nagar, Kallankurichi V.CK.



He demanded to provide separate toilets for the public and to provide Drinking water
facilities to areas without drinking water facilities if the proposed quarry comes to their
village, and also informed that the world famous Kallankurichi Perumal temple is in their
village. He said that there are 2 to 3 lakes in their village which is not desilted so far despite
having so many cement industries. He demanded the M/s Chettinad Cements corporation
private limited t;) desilt it and it can be filled with water. Further he requested the District
Collector and industry management to provide all the basic facilities to the people.

19. ThiruRavichandran, Srinivasapuram. Former Panchayat President.

He said that the farmers of Srinivasapuram West have given land for the proposed
quarry. And requested for provide solar lighting facility which will be a great help for the

| safety of the people. Also, he requested to provide all the necessary basic facilities to the area

and informed that there is no objection on behalf of our town to the proposed lime kankér

quarry.

20. ThiruKabilan, Kallankurichi, |

He said that he welcomes the District Collector and the public gathered for the
public consultation and everyone who has come to the public consultation meeting for the
extraction of limekankar. He demanded to provide purified drinking water to
Kallankurichi. He said there there is no water facility for the public to use for the sanitation
purpose and also informed that there is no proper toilet facility. He requested the Ms
Chettinad Cements corporation private limited to provide the same. He said that he suppbrts :
the proposal of lime kankar quarry. | l
21 ThiruS.Pandian, Sripurandhan.

o He said that he is the State Vice President of Tamil Nadu Farmers Union, State
General Secretary of National South Indian Rivers Lihking Association. He welcomed all
attendees of public hearing for the Environmental Impact Assessment and Management
Plan of the Mus Chettinad. Cements corporation private limited including Honorable
~ District Collector, unit head, other department officials, the media persons, and all the public
who have assembled to the public hearing.

He informed to the Hon'ble District Collector that Ariyalur district is rich in mineral
resources. He said that there are 12 cement plants operating in the district and the same are
by our farmers, not by the industry management. He pointed out that social activist
_ previously who gave his opinion said that when the Dalmia Cement industry came up in the
year 1967 which has purchased the land for a very cheaper ie, starting from Rs10 /-, Rs 20/-and
there on, and he said that around 3,000 acres of land were purchased in the Kairurlabad area
by Dalmia Cement industry management. He told that when they bought the land, they
didn't tell and what will be the impact happen to public and to agriculture, and without
knowing this the farmers in this area have sold it and now they are saying that there is no loss
due to the cement industry . He told that the loss of life is the loss caused and should realize
that is the loss. He informed to Hon'ble District Collector that series of accidents occurs here
asall fhe trucks of the cement plants are going fast. On behalf of the people of this district and
on behalf of the North Srinivasapuram village where M/s Chettinad Cements corporation
private limited is presently proposed for quarrying, he said that he registered in this forum
that the only a small piece of land isleft over in Ariyalur district. He said he would like to
- inform that this time it is the duty and responsibility of this Hon'ble District Collector and

the M/s.Chettinad Cements corporation private limited to protect the farmers who own: this
piece of land, He informed to the Hon'ble District Collector that thereisa nallah crossing



the roads from Kattupiringiyam to Kallankurichi and requested the industry management
to construct a foot over bridge on the nallah. Further he registered and recorded that thereis
not even a single purified drinking water tank in the area around this Kallankurichi
Kaliyaperumal Temple and none of the cement industry management have not made any
contribution for the same before the Hon'ble District Collector. Hence he humbly requested
the Hon'ble District Collector to issue an order to provide purified drinking water facilities
with a capacity of 10,000 liters on all four sides of the in the temple area. Further he said he
would like to remind the M/s Chettinad Cements corporation private limited to provided
staying facilites , water and free of cost of sanitation facilities, shed for the devotees visiting
the temple. He then requested the District Collector and Chettinad Cements corporation
private limited to establish mineral water supply for sreenivasapuram which has four
boundaries, and four hamlets and he requested that the mineral water should be supplied
through a bore well, not by the Tamil Nadu Government Panchayat Administration
provided with fences should be erected on all sides so as to ensure that it is protected drinking
water. He then on behalf of the people of North Srinivasapuram village, informed toindustry
management that there is a only one-way road which is being used by existing mines for
their transportation to extract this mineral and demanded to examine it and provide a road
facility to villagers to pass through .

22)Pugazhendi, .. AMMK Union Secretary, Tha. Pazhur.

He welcomed the Ariyalur District Collector who is presiding the public consultation
meeting, other government officials who have come to record the opinion of the people, unit
head and officials of Ms Chettinad Cements corporation private limited, farmers
representative leaders who have participated. He said that the area‘is a very backward area.
However, before the M/s Chettinad Cements corporation private limite:,d came, the Mss
Chettinad group and the people of this area had a close connection. He informed that the
people of the area will provide full support for the development of the industry and there is no
difference of opinion in that. He informed that due to this industrys development, the
fraternity of this area will get employment and because of this reason only he assured that
people of the area will always support the industry He requested the industry management to
provide all the necessary support for the livelihood of the people.

23) Satish, Environmentalist.

He requested the government higher officials to immediately allot funds for the
sustainable development and to improve the infrastructure facilities of the village. He
informed that rainwater is getting mixed with garbage in this area and he requested to
provide rainwater harvesting structures everywhere. He requested the industry management
to harvest the Rainwater without wasting a single drop in the excavated quarry. Also he
insisted for harvesting of rainwater in rural towns to prevent wastage of rainwater and divert
it to the in the water tank so as to increase the use of water. Further he requested to support
the Women Self-employment schemes and to conduct health awareness seminars and to
know what the villagers need and to fulfill their needs . He requested the industry
management to take part in the implementation of development scheme of the village. Also,
Corporate Social Responsibility and District Mineral Foundation funds should be spent only

to the area and requested the management to provide direct and indirect employment,



financial assistance, etc. to many people. He finally submitted with humble request to issue
environmental clearance.
24) Jayaraman, West Srinivasapuram

Hesaid that industry management have not done any help to their village. He said that he
had come to M/s Chettinad Cements corporation private limited office and you are taking
this mine and it is going to be unnecessary water. He said that to provide a pond there and
these same was not done. He said that they have sold their land to industry management. He
said that it will not be left without quarrying and surely it will be quarried. He requested to
provide the village with the necessary facilities and to provide employment to at least 10 people
in our village.

District Environmental Engineer

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Ariyalur District informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of the
public are recorded through video graphy ; Audio and the same will be sent to the State
Environment Impact Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu - Chennai.
