The Dlstrlct Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed
the Anyalur District Collector, Revenue Divisional Officer, Members of the public, farmers
association representatives, environmental activists, officials from the revenue department
and police department, press, and the Pro;ect Proponent M/s.Dalmia Cement (Bharat)
Limited to the public hearing meeting on behalf of the district administration and Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board. | |

She informed that to obtain Environmental Clearance from the Ministry of
‘Environment, Forests & Climate Change, as per EIA Notification dated 14. 09.2006, as
amended, publlc opinion has to be obtalned for certain types of projects / activities listed in
the said notification before the issue of Envnronment Clearance. He also informed that the
views of the public will be recorded and it will be forwarded to the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority as-a routine procedure. '

S'he stated that M/s.Dalmia Cement (Bharat) Limited has applied for environmental
clearance for mining'of limestone quarry over an extent of 96.190 Ha at SF. Nos.103/2,
103/3, 104/3, 105/8, 108, 109,' 110, 111, 112, 113/1, 113/2, 114/1, 114/2, 114/3, 115,
116/, 116/2, 116/3, 117/1, 117/2, 117/3, 118/1, 118/2, 125, 126/1, 126/2, 126/3, 127, 133
of Aminabad Village'and SF. Nos.448, 449, 452, 453/5, 455/2, 456/1, 478 of Khairulabad
Village, Anyalur Taluk, Ariyalur District and this public hearing is being held to get the

‘public's views on the prOJect before lssumg the environmental clearance.

~She also informed that the Publlc‘ notice regarding the Public Hearing were
published on 05.09.2025 in “Thina Thanthi” and “The New Indian Express” Papers, 30 days
before the date of the meetlng

DEE mformed that after the project proponent’s presentation about the project &
EMP measures, PUblIC and Environmental Activists can express their opinion about the
project either orally or by written submission. She also informed that the opinion of the
Public would be recorded thrc_)ugh video and audio and the recorded meeting proceedings
will be forwarded to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority as per routrine
procedure. He theh requested the District Collector to preside over the Meeting.

Environmental C‘onsultant‘fbr the project Mr. K.Sekar welcomed all and presented
the proposed project details, impacts and EMP measures through Power Point
presentation. He also informed that the Environmental Impact Assessment Reports of the

project are also available on the Website of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board.

The District Environmental Engineer requested the public participating in the public
hearing to express their opinion about the project after informing their name and village of

the individual.



Thiru. K. Balasingam

Along with Thiru.K. Balasingam around 20 persons (including women) sat down in
front of the District Collector and staged a dharna demanding chairs for them.

'District Collector::

The District Collector told that there are a lot of empty chairs in the back and on the
sides. This Public hearing is a meeting to get your opinion. The work of the District
Collector will be neutral and whatever the oplmon mentioned by the public will be

recorded and sent to the government and it is not a personal one and asked to sit all the |

public in the arranged places and requested to mentioned their comments freer He told
that the opinions in the form of writing will also be taken into account. Further, the District
Collector told that adequate seating arrangements were made and no complaint should
be raised in this regard. Since, all theihappenings are being recorded and having video
proof and requested to sit in the chairs and requested to mention their comments. He
also said that the meeting should be held in a neutral manner without any threat and it is
their democracy to express one's opinion and not to stop the others to say theit opinion.
If you violates then appropriate aCtioh will be taken. '

1. Thiru. N. Sengamuthu,President of Ariyalur District Farmers' Association,Manaleri.

" He conveyed his humble regards to everyonev and said that the Pollution Control
Board office was previously in Trichy and when they tried to shift it to Perambalur, he
requested the District Cotlector and after that only the District Environmental Engineer
Office was established in Ariyalur in 3.months. He said that the District Administration
has lmplemented to operate the Vehicles with speed restriction of 30 kmph on his
request. He further stated that prewously the Public Hearing Meetlngs were conducted at
the District Collectors office and it was only after their request that it is belng conducted

now at the specific area where the quarry or cement plant is located.

He said that the extent of the mining area is 240 acrés He stated that Lorries are
being parked on both sides of the road from the Government cement plant to bypass
and because of that around 5-6 pm, two-wheelers cars and buses cannot be commuted.
He said that it is No Parking Area and no vehicles are allowed to park there. He stated
that it will be convenient 'to commute if the vehicles are not parked in the No Parking
area and requested the District Collector to issue directions to the Police Department to

- regularize the traffic. He said that the project is being expanded to an area of 766 acre
965 hectares to.the quantity of 14,285 tons and 25 tons of solid waste will be dumped,
and ultimately 69.79 hectares will be mined and the mining pit will be used as a water
reservoir. Also, ac_coiding to the pro_ject report, about 18.50 hectares will be used as a
soI.id waste dump, 1.56 hectareslfor general use and 6.26 hectares (6.5% of the total
area) will be greenbelt. He said that a part of the Dalmia mines (limestone for Ariyalur

cement plant), Ramco cement mines and- TANCEM mines are transporting limestone
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towards 'Ariyalur bypass through State Highway-139. He stated that the 'c_alculated
current vehicular traffic volume is 5251.1 Passenger car units(PCU). Hence the existing
' roads and State Highway facilities are sufficient to- handle the increase in the traffic
volume due to. the project. He said that it ,is'mentioned in the project report that during
blasting operations, vibration factors such as peak particle velocity and noise levels will
be controlled vi/ithin the limits and the noise level within the mine boundaries will be
controlled within three 8-hour shifts, including the Environmental issues . Further, the
noise level is 55 db during the day time and 45db at night. He said that the groundwater
level was detected in 10 borewells around the mine vicinity and the groundwater level
recorded was 419 m to 33.70 m below ground level. The groundwater level in this mine
is 45.0 m below ground level during post-monsoon season and 50.0 m below ground
level during per-monsoon se'aSOn SO that the mining activities Will not interfere with the

groundwater level, as stated in the prorect report.

He sard that Corporate Social ResponS|b|I|ty activities such as contribution to the
Prime Mlnlsters National Relief Fund or any other fund of the Central Government or the
State Government_ for eradioation ‘of extreme poyerty and hunger, improvement - of
education and skills, ensuring environmental sustainability,'socio—economic development
and relief work will be executed. He said that the project will provide employment directly
to 76 people and indirectly to 50 people and he requested to priorities the educated
youth of the area .for employment He said that the project cost is Rs. 3.00 crores and
about 2% of the project cost will be allocated for Corporate Environmental Responsibility
Fund and to address the demands raised durlng the public hearing meeting. He said that
it should be done. He requested that the District Mineral fund should be allocated to
implement the Corporate Social Responsibility and the Corporate Environmental
ResponSIbiilty so that the nearby villages can be benefited. He said that the blasting and
processing of explosives should not be cartied out frequently and it should be done only
during the day and not at night time. After excavation the unit has collected the material
from this mine and they have developed 90% of green belt development in the best
manner. i-le said that Water sprinklers should ‘be installed on the mine roads to control
dust, -all tippers should be covered with tarpaulins to prevent minerals from spilling during
transportation, vehicles should not be overloaded, and the speed limit should be
controlled to 30 km/h and monitored periodically. He also said that parkrng of trucks on
public roads should be restricted. He said that in the Envrronmental Management Plan,
fund for the construction of schools and torlets for the people of that area has been
allocated from the CSR Budget and requested to announce those things through
newspapers every year by inviting the Press people so that the publlc will be aware of
them.
2. Thiru. Balasingam, State Deputy Secretary of the Farmers' Protection Association,
Sendurai.
He extended his humble greetings to all the government officials, representatives

of various political parties, farmers, representatives of farmers' associations, elders,



mothers ‘and youth. of the'area who are attending the' District Collector and

Environmental Engineer who is pre3|d|ng over the pubhc heanng meeting regarding the

: expan3|on of the Dalmla Cement Plant

- He sald that the Dalmla Cement Plant management is already taking limestone
and producing cement and this public hearing meeting is only to give permission to take
limestone further. He said that the factory management had made various promises
inclljding 'provieion of employment. He stated that they ensured to prioritize to give
employment to the farmers those gave their land, but the farmers who gave their land
were not.given employment opportunities and also to the educated graduates of this
area. He said that the farmers who gave their land to the plant management are in a
state of depression about how they. are going to live after giving their land to the plant
management and how they are going to eave their families. They are currently engaged
as construction workers and oorte'rs in Chennai, Tiruppur and various other places and
are stressed how they are going to lead their daily life. He said that the situation of the
farmers who gave thelr land  to the cement plant is like this, and stated that many
educated youths in this area, graduates with degrees, mechanics, are unemployed He
said that they are working hard and carrying loads, and that people from this area who
are engineering graduates are working as porters in the Koyambedu market. He stated
that people from various other districts and states are staying in this area and working
permanently in this plant-and asked for the reason why the youth of this district are
denying employment what is the reason for the denial of employment to the youth of this
area? And he asked whether they are T.errortsts or Violent ones? He' asked while giving
employment to youths from other districts\, why the required employees for the plant
should not be recruited from the local people. He said that the eduoated youth are being
affected and the temporary workers in this oroject who are working for 10 to 15 years are
longing for getting Vpermanent employment. He said that the lives of the workers working
on contract basis are questionable and the plant management will remove and throw
them away at any time. He asked shouldn't the edocated. employees be made
permanent after 5 to 10 years and shouldn’t their livelihood be improved. He further
asked is it not the .responsibility of the company to make them as permanent employees
as they are dependent on this plant and are loyally working as day and night for the
company’ management. He said that they are getting thrown away after working for 10
years when they become weak and the contract workers are facing great difficulties to
support their families. He said that this Iimestone mine is causing many adverse impacts

and due to the dust and pollution generated during the mining activities and vehicle

transportation, the people'of this area are'suffering from many diseases. He informed k '

that many people are sUffering from respiratory problems, lung and liver problems and
many people are undergoing dialysis due to kidney‘problems. He asked what the plant
management had done, whether any medical camp had been held, the people in this
area who are sitting here if they were examined it seems to be they were on the verge of
death and kidney damage. He said that even if it is conducted, it will be a pretense by



conducting medlcal camps to merely check for BP and sugar. Therefore, the pIant
management has to understand the situation of the people of this area and they should
be on the side of the emotlonaIIy affected people and it is the duty of the plant
management, but the plant management has not done it. He said that today, the peoples
were very much affected and they were unable to breathe due to respiratory problems,
and are suffermg from various dlseases He said that there is a.great danger-in Arlyalur
district and a warnlng is waiting. The seismologists who have studied this land said that
there will be a seismic earthquake due to the deep digging of limestone in this land,
| using explosives to extract limestone using hlgh vibrations, and 24 hours they were using
these breakers during day and night time and not letting them to sleep and piercing the
earth and extractlng the limestone. But the plant management is extracting the limestone
without worrying about it, there only concern is to produce cement only but they are not
considering the precarious condition of the people of Ariyalur district. Despite such many
impacts, as a member of farmers' protection association if you suggest your opinion by
saying such impacts then the police witl come and oppress you and DSPs along with 10
or 20 policemen’s will force you out. Similar situation has already occurred at the Dalmia
Cement pIant | am the Ieader ofa farmers association, if this is the situation for me then
what will be the situation of the innocent people. If a complalnt is filed, the District
ol|ector says to take action, but the mining - department and the pollution control board
tend to ignore it. The District collector has. said many times to investigate but the officials
are not able to go to the plant management even to inspect it. If this situation happens to -
the leader of the farmers’ associations, then what will be the situation for the innocent
people’s petition. Therefore there may be many more impacts if this limestone mine is
constructed so that people may notice and solve this issue so that you can stop the
effects yourself. He insisted that people should voluntarily arise to stop the damages and
asked the people to insist for not giving permission to the limestone mine. He further
stated that if the mine is permitted to operate in this area, it will cause many problems
and this area will turn into a place unfit to live. He asked the people of that area to_be
cautious and should not allow the expansion of Dalmia Cement.limestone mine for any

reasons.

3. Thiru. Vetrivel, Union Secretary of the Pattall Makkal Katchl
He Welcomed the Chairman of the eye-wash meeting, The District Collector and

welcomed the others. Why | am calling it an eye-wash meeting the public hearing is only
for the public, but here they are not the public, each contractor has brought the people

to participate in this meeting.

District Collector

He asked to intimate about h|s opinion and not to speak about other people, each
have their own rights to mention their comments You can mention your comments
about thls scheme and not to say the negative comments agalnst the public and
requested to speak about this proposed scheme and not about the individual. Further,
the District Collector told that he will not be allowed to lower the dignity of the individual;



it is not gbod and healthy. The District Collector told, "Just express your opinion about
this proposed project and don’t comment about other people’'s suggestion, since no one
has the right to do so." | '

. Th|ru Vetrivel Union Secretary of the Pattali Makkal Katchi.

He said that the reason for his partlmpatlon in the meeting is to strongly oppose the
project. He said that the proiect_whlch kill many lives is not required. He said that they
have requested the District Collector to tempor_arily suspend the two projects to which
Public Hearing ‘meetings were cdnducteci earlier until the four - lane road ~was
constructed. He informed that they are opposing the projeét, and if it is operating further,
theh with the consent of their Party President they will hold blockade and protest it.

4. Thiru. Ezhilraia, District Youth Wing Secretary, PMK, Ariyalur

He said that they are not antagonists to the limestone mine. He stated that their

main focus is to operate the industry in a safe manner and to provide employment to the
people affected in that area. He said that limestone mining is being done by all the
industries and how many industries have de\(eloped and completed the green forests SO
far that is a big qUestion-niark. :_He said that Kidney problems are predominantly
occurring in his district only. He further stated that in the areas around these factories,
four people are undergoing dialysis in every village and four people are suffering from
cancer. Morevpeople are cdrriing for dialysis to the Ariyalur District Medical Collegé and
the reason for. this.is inadecjuacy'of purified drinking water, hygienic residence and
unpolluted air to breathe whic_:h are the basic rights of an Indian citizen. He questioned if
vehicles ‘and lorries are parked on both sides of the road, how a 30 tonne lorry will
traverse safely on thein between road and what safety will be there for two-wheelers on
those roads. He stated that about 80% of the people in this area are less educated and
asked how they can proéeed with the unsafe travels and questioned what actions the
piant managemént will take in«ti\is regard. Why the Pollution Control Board is so insisted
means there was a major fire accident att'the Dalmia Cement Plant and more than. 20
people in the nearby Village 'Were admitted to the hospital after suffering from
suffocation and were treated-as inpatients for one day and returned home. He said that
all the plastic waste in Tamil Nadu comes to the Dalmia plant, why do they come here, |
and asked if we can touch what is in the sewer, if we burn a plastic pape.r' in Ariyaiuf
municipality, the next minute the municipality will come and fine us. But as a mountain,
garbage and infectious waste are stdred in the plant, which is then incinerated and
brought to cement. He asked whether the plant management can ensure that all the
waste cdming here will be desanitized before bring inside the plant. He said that all the
wastes are with.foul smell and worms and are scattered on the roads the news of which
was published in neWspapelrs' by social activists. He asked what thé Iivelihood. of these
people is, fot that write this Ariyélui’ district for this plant and take us out of this district
like deporting people, these plants will proVide' employment to on'ly big capitalists. He
said that he ié not speaking égainst the factory but that he is insisting to implement the

project safely. He said that the officials who are supposed to monitor this are also under



threat. He stated that while they demand the .management of this factory for
compensatlon during an acmdent they said’ that they will give ten thousand rupees. He
said that after his party interfere and msnsted that the person lost his livelihood, they
agreed to glve,compensation to that person. He sald that the victim was not a common
man, he was working in a factory and if it was the same common man, he would not
have got even Rs 10,000. He said that this limestone mine causes a lot of
inconvenience to the public, and the expansion should be completely suspended until
safe schemes an‘d road facilities are established. He said that there are no four-lane
roads, whlle moving from the District Collector's Office to the Sendurai Round daily two
accidents was occurrlng on the road. He asked if anyone could deny that. He said
whether the police department will speak about this. Further, he informed that two road
accidents are occurring here every day, one minor injury or death will occur. For some
reason they call it as a road accident death, but they do not call it as a death caused by
this heavy vehicle. Therefore, on behalf of the Patali Makkal Katchi, they were strongly
opposing the expan5|on of this limestone mine, and this is an area where my people

can have to live, and pleaded to let his people to live.

5. Thiru. Anand, Ariyalur Town.

He welcomed the District Collector and the government officials and the general

public who attended the publlc hearlng meeting.

He said that since the establlshment of Dalmia Cement Company in Ariyalur
District, they are helping for: the development all the surroundlng villages by
understanding their needs and they are providing water tanks, purified drlnklng water,
school chlldrens requnrements ‘mobile medlcal supports. He said that there are no
concerns regardlng that and they work along with the city police department to establish
and maintain road barriers and CCTVs. He said that they are doing various good things
and are encouraging sports by providing anything immediately when they are asked. He
said that Ariyalur became a district earlier and not later and again became a district and
today itis a notable district because of the industries. He stated that the development of
the factory is our development and hence only nearby we are having the government
medical - college and hospital. The District Collector is also here to listen to our
grievances. He said that the development of Dalmia is the development of the people of
Ariyalur and the development of the people around Ariyalur and th|s was his personal

opinion. L
‘6. Thiru. Veerapandian, Periyanagalur Village. '

He expressed his greetings to the respected District Collector, Environmental

Engineer, Tahsildar and all the public presented.

He said that they are demanding for employment and stated that a job which was
done by 100 people before fifty years is completed by one person today by using
computer. He said that fifty years ago hundred people were employed to unload the

load, today one machine and one driver will do it, so if we go a littie longer, we will not



be able to get work. He said that Aemployment will be only available under 100 days
employment scheme and this is your destiny. He said that he. knows five languages,
Hindi, Telugu, Telugu, Ma‘Iayelam, and | can speak English also without any
grammatical mistakes. Despite knowing five langUages, he is sitting lonely and we -
should not expeet to get work here: The .issue is that they are going to merge
Khairlabad and Aminabad tegether, 96 acres, and'if we are protesting they will stop it.
He said nothing wiII-happeh. While protesﬁng if they stops it, then | will protest
immediately. So, what do we need? One lady asked, "Our village, Khayarlabad; needs
RO water and solar power." She said, "Similarly, Aminabad also needs solar power, and
these afe heces’sary." He stated that every year on behalf of Dalmia Cements Compa-ny
they were providing .Iot of things. He does not speaking in favor of the company, and he
is speaking only what is fair. He said that they have'provided three thousand rupees to

buy a goat they have gave a spray machine, they have provnded sewing machlnes to

six people here, the peoples who do not know how to sew and those who are interested A '

in sewing would start a training center and get training and become self-employed. He
would like this. company to expand furfher, and he warmly welcome the merger of the
Khairlabad-Aminabad mines with applause.

7. Tmt. Kathayi, Kattupiringiyam Village.
She said that all the facilities are being provided well at the Dalmia Company's

PNR Mines and in her village KattUpriingiyam they taught about mushroomeultivatibn
and everyone is being selling .it. They have offered goats, cows, etc., in her village, they
have built a water tank for crematorium and provided water facilities for every week énd
she told that there is no problem. She said that we are also coopeérating with them and .
they are also cooperating With_ us. ' |

8. Mr. Vigqneswaran,.rKattupriingivamr Village.

Dalmia Cements has been operating the limestone mine in Ariyalur for almost
three generations, and three generations of people have been working there. His
grandfathef, his father and he also worked there and further he told that if he has a son
and if he studied engineering or medicine, he will also work here only. Everyone tells to
run and find a job, no one tells to be unemployed, and companies are providing
employment opportuhities The limestone mine is an institution for us. He said that
limestone is abundant in our surroundlngs and that the government and companies are
prowdlng us with whatever employment opportunities there are from it. He said that

~ companies are dealing with how to negotiate the environmental impact that comes from
it. - o | |
' He said that when the product is manufacturing in large quantities, there is a
situation where more area to be utilized. It is the duty of the company that if they utilize
more area then accordingly by considering the situation they have to manufacture the
product in huge quantity and we are alsc having the responsibility. If more we cooperate
with the company, the more they do for us. He is saying this because the Dalmia Cement
Company has provided training for 30 people personally from our village for mushroom
farming and they are currently providing tailoring training also. He said that Dalmia
Cement Company is raising its hand to say: that everyone should work mdependently

and want to be self—employed He said they are runnmg camps on goat farmrng and
poultry farmlng He said that people should work lndependently and develop their status.
Further he told that why we are saying as self-reliant India is because we should develop
out status independently. In our -country, what we need has to be produced by our own,

this is our goal. In this regard he thanked the Dalmia Company for leading us, and

thanked for giving the opportunity. -

10. Mr. P. Ravi, Former Panchayat President, Khairlamd Village:

He expressed his greetings to the District Collector,- the Chairman of the Pollution
Control Board, and all the press persons, police, and the farmers present here.

He said that he had won the election as the President of the Khairlabad
Panchayat Council in 2001 and had served in the post until 2006. He said that
Khayralabad is-a small village and is one of the panchayat with no income. He said that
the government factory haé more‘than 600 acres and that up to field number 214, it
belongs to Valajanagaram Panchayat above 216, it belongs to Khairlabad Panchayat,
and S.F number 497 is their panchayat boundary, and their panchayat boundary
extends up to Nagalur. He said that the  government factory was started in 1974 and
started functioning.in 1977, and that in the past 47 years, our panchayat has not
benefited from the government faétory He said that the Dalmia Company has a plant
in Kallakudi, a quarry in Palinganatham and a water supply in Govantakurichi and that
the management royalty of the plant is divided and sent to three panchayats, when
Ariyalur district was a merged district, Mr. Kosalaraman, while serving as the District
Collector, in his order and mentioned that the divided it into 40 percent for
Palinganatham, 40 percent for Kallakudi, and 20 percent for Govantakurichi. He also
said that the management of -this plant is still providing the same. He said that our
Khairalabad panchayat was being‘marginalized as panchayat boundary and no benefit
was obtained- from the gove-rnment plant. He further stated that Ramco has
approximately 200 acres and Ultratech has approximately 180 acres. He said that of
the area after field number 216, 600 acres belong to the government cement plant and
only 15% acres belong to Dalmia. He said that even today, the Dalmia factory
ma'nagement'.is distributing royalties to all villages- including Govandakurichi and that
the Valajanagaram panchayat has been enjoying comfort for 47 years due to the
‘government factory. NOW,'VaIajanagaram has become a municipality. Hence he
humbly requests to include the factory in their village panchayat while expansion for
the development of their village. He said that there are 2 wine shops on the 2 km
distance from Ariyalur Roundabout to our village, which is a hindrance to the public,
and that 14 transport trucks are parked in a row on the roads. He requested the police
department and the regional transport officer to come and inspect the road and ask
them to expand it, and requested to make the road easier and not cause any hindrance
to the public. ' ‘ '

Mr. Muruqesan. Kallankurlchr Village: .

| He expressed his gratitude to the Dlstrlct Collector, the DEE, Pollution Control
Board and all the public present for attending the public consultation meeting.
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He said that Kallankurichi is a village and that 99% percent of the land in this
village has been. taken by cement factories, leaving only 5 percent of the land in
Kallankurichi. Out of the 99 percent of the land, 73 percent has been taken away from
them by the government cement factory, while the remaining 30 percent has been
gradually acquired by the companies Dalmia, Chettinad, and Ramco. In this situation,
he mentioned that a few people were given jobs at the government cement plant in our
wllage but those few have now returned home, and. currently, no one is working at that
cement plant. He stated that we have given up almost 70 percent of the land, but they
are not havrng work. He pomted out that the situation is srmllar in other private
companies like Ramco, Dalmia, and Chettinad. He noted that Ariyalur is referred as
cement city, but no one from Kallankurichi were working in these factories. He
mentioned that everyone has studied Mining, B.E., and E.E., yet priority is not given to
those from their hometown and employment is not provided. He remarked that it is in
such a situation that Dalmia is conducting this consultation meeting today, and he
welcomes it. A '

He said that youngsters who are not having jobs and staying at home has to be
provide ‘wit‘h employment ona 'con_tract basis and further he requested that a few who
are more educated should be given permanent jobs. Because 2000 yeérs ago, a poet
wrote, o |

He said that the reason was that the the bees in the lake could not eat the nectar
from the lotus flower in a pond, while the bees in the mountains would come and collect
the nectar from the pollen, indicating that we in this area had no priority. Theretore, he
requested'that his opinion be that not only Kallankurichi but all educated youth in this
area should be 'provtded with .employment on a contract basis or permanently. He said
that the road from Kallankurichi to Ariyalur is very narrow, and there is a
Kaliyugavaratharaja Perumal temple, also known as Thenthirupathi, which is visited by
lakhs of devotees._ He said.that he WOuld inform the District CoIleotor that thousands of
devotees visit this temple every day and that they are disturbing the people by parking
their trucks on both sides of the road. He said that if this was reported to the police, they
would stop the vehicles for two days and then they would not, and it is being continuing.
Further he told that for extracting limestone or-transporting cement bags, these factories
should not be arllowed. to use this road, and requested to lay the road on their own land
and transport the cement & other materials from the cement plant. He said that Dalmia
Cement-.‘is- helping a lot in this area and is providing battery-powered sprayers,
tarpaulins, and garden jobs'to farmers. Further he told to form-.a group in Kallankurichi
for the women and requested toprovide with sewing machines and other items such as
tarpaulins through that group, JUSt as they are provided to other vrllages so that they wrll
be more benefited. He expressed his gratltude for thls opportunity.
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'12. Mrs. Revathi, Manakudi Village

She said that Dalmla Cement Company has done well for them and has provided
them with cylinders, sewing- machines and sewing training, and they have provided
medical facilities for the cows, etc. She is hopeful that they will do more as the company
grows, they will do more good for them and thanked all.

13. Mr. Prabhakaran, Chinna Manakudi village.

- He said that he was working at the Kattupringyam PNR mine and his father, who
had been working as a driller in the same mine for 15 years and died two years ago
while he was in service, and they had not yet been given a job on compassionate
ground. They said that the Dalmia Company has not done anything for them or their
village untll now. All are saying their comments because they were worklng there and
they were afraid that something would happen to them.

He said that he was previously worked at Seasock Divine for four years and was
currently working under a contract of Limcon Solution. His father passed away from
December it will be two years. He had been.working at the Kattupringyam PNR mine for
fifteen years and died while he was under service and they told that he would be offered
a job on the basis of compaseionate ground. He said that they had held interviews three
times and that he had attended all of them, but he had not been offered a job yet.

14. Mr Samldural Ka@rlnglvam (DMDK - South Union Treasurer)

He expressed his support for this mining merger. They said that they have
repeatedly requested that vehicles not be driven during the rainy season from
Kattupringiyam Periyanagalur Panchayat, from Kaikatty to Ariyalur Road, and at most
from Kaikatty to Astinapuram. Despite this, Ramco and Dalmia company vehicles are
driving even when it is raining, so they are unable to travel on two-wheelers. They said
that otherwise, they have.no problem.

Dur"ing,rainy season he requested to stop the driving of the vehicles. He‘seid that
people who travel by car will not be affected and those who are going through two
wheeler are unable to use the service at that time. While enquiring the lorry drivers, they
are saying that they were driving because the companies ask them to do so. He
requested to refrain driving the vehicles during rainy time and requested to drive after
the rain stops. He also requested that the roads be widened and that the road from the
Collector's Office to Kaikatti be converted into a four-lane road. He said that this will be
implemented, but it has not been made a four-lane road, and he requested that the road
be W|dened |

15. Mr. Govmdaraj. Former Panchayat PreS|dent, Perlyanagalur Vlllage

~ He expressed his_gratitude to the Dlstnct Collector, the Environmental Officer
and the Dalmla Company.

. They said they had no |ntent|on of not granting permission for the mining project,
and'their request was that vehicles should not be driven when it rains and the roads are
muddy, requested to provide road facilities, requested to build a water tank, and
requested to make neceseary arrangements to utilize the water which is coming out
from the lake for irrigation. These are the works that Dalmia Company has to do and
expressed his gratitude to this public hearing meeting. : ‘
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16 Mrs. Kalalchelw North Srmlvasapuram Village:

~ She sa|d that she knows tailoring very well and the Dalmia Company has offered
the sewing machine to her. She said that she used to stitch at home by fixing the rate of
Rs. 80/-, Rs. 100/-. The Dalmia Company has conducted training program reg the Aari
embroidery work at Manakudi Village, in this training program around seven to eight
peoples from her village have attended and through which they have improved their
livelihood. She said that nowadays she is charging Rs. 1500/- for stitching a blouse and
that she-could earn up to Rs.3000, Rs.4000 in the future. She said that Dalmia had
given sewing machines to ten no. of persons in her village through which the livelihoods
of those ten persons have got improved. She said that they had given all the necessary
equipment for ag_ricUIture and provides them with pesticide sprayers, tarpaulins, goats,
cows, and fodder for them etc. She stated that the. Dalmia Company has enquired to
provide skill training to the youth in their village, all the youth showed their interest in the
beginning but the next day 'th'ey all went to Koyambedu, Chennai to work as porters and
said that it was the fault of the youth and not the fault of the company. She said that we
may tell our demands to the company and we should not be the hindrance for the
development of the company. She said that Dalmia Company is contributing a lot for
their livelihood and if we support for the development of the company then they will
provide more to us. She said that last year Dalmia has given sewing machines to ten
people in four villages Iocated in Srinivasapuram and this year they have proposed to
offer for ten no. of persons and in this regard they have collected the details. Hence
through ‘which the livelihood of another ten people will be get improved. She said that
Dalmia took 25 people for training to the KVK Agricultural Center at Cholamadevi. She
is having some agri land hence she also accompanied in that training programme.
There they taught them the three-year curriculum in just three days and- they have
benefited a lot and the company has made necessary vehicle arrangements for to and
fro and brought them back in very safe manner. She said that she is supporting for the
expansion of this limestone mine and told that we only develop our village. She said that
if they provide a proper basement for them then by utilizing it we should only develop
ourselves and hence she is supporting the Limestone Mine.

17. Mr. R.Shankar, State President, LAADO India Organization, Ariyalur.

He extended his- greetings to the District Collector, District Environmental
Engineer, Divisional Officer, Village- Administrative Officer, and everyone who attended
this consultation meeting organized by the District Administration and the Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board. . -

‘He said that ABC had presented a very good project presentation and project
details regarding' Dalmia Cement Company's Aminabad and Manaleri limestone mining
proj_ect.'He said that various projects such as project scope, project introduction, project
details, environmental explanation, expected environmental impact, environmental
monitoring plan, project benefits, vehicular traffic impact, air quality and noise levels,
water environment, social development activities, and occupational health have been
explained in a very clear and detailed manner. Not only that, the unit has uploaded a
270-page analysis report in English about this project in the website, in which they have
very clearly stated what ‘are the pros and cons while traveling by road, what are the
benefits for the workers, how many jobs are available, how much is the CSR amount
and what benefits can be obtained by the people through the projeot and what are the
plans that have been made to the nearby villages. He said once again he would like to
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express his gratitude to the ABC Company. He said that all the countries of the world
are ‘turning into a dark continent-today, and the'_various countries like Japan and
America want their country to become .a superpower, they are giving more importance
for the industrial growth and providing useful job opportunities to the people of the
country in a way that they were addressing & subsiding the effects and moving towards
the path of progress, the factories and industrial plants are playing the major role.
Similarly; he told that the Government of India and the Government of Tamil Nadu
should set up factories and industrial units in Tamil Nadu through various schemes, so
as to improve the livelihood of the people, and to increase the employment
opportunltles He said that the state' government and the central government are
formulating various schemes to ensure that our country moves forward towards the path
of progress. In our country before independence due to the operation this factory and
other factories that was started in this are'a have created various irhpacts, to address &
subside all those impacts there are funds like CSR fund and mineral fund, but he said
all these funds do not reach the people of this area properly, which is the demand of the
people. He said that the people who have come here are not enemies of this
administration or have come to disrespect this project. They are all having the same
thoughts that they are all in need of employment, basic amenities, health, -medical
facilities, and good education. Their~only concern is to lead their family on a path of
progress in the upcoming years. He said that the Ariyalur government cement plant is
located nearby and has been expanded at a cost of around Rs 800 crore, and they were
mentioned to prowde employment to ‘about 300 people directly and 500 people
indirectly. After that, seven public hearing meetings were conducted and they told that
they would provide employment to 180 people'through it, but till date, no employment
opportunities or basic facilities have been provided to the people of this area. Due to
this.industry, about 1500 people and indirectly about 5000 peoples from all the nearby
towns like Kall‘ankurichi,' Pettachary, Mottukurichi, Srinivasapuram, Thamaraikulam, and
Manaleri were get benefited. But at present, only 100 peoples were provided with job
opportun'ity and about 200 peoples were earning the income indirectly. He requested
the District Collector that the vacant posts in the Ariyalur Government Cement Plant
should be distributed among the people of this area and provide the employment
opportunity. Further he pointed out that due to this project around 76 peoples will obtain
employment directly and around 50 persons will obtain indirectly. Hence he~r_equested
to provide the employment obportunities-by distributing to two or three peoples in each
nearby village. So that the people from this area will be more benefited. He said that
employment is the main problern for the people of this area. Since the people of this
area are suffering from various diseases due to climate change, a medical team should
be ferrned and multi-disciplinary medical ‘services ‘should be provided and monitored
every month. Further he told to monitor it he requested to appoint any Social activists or
a special team shall be - formed under the District Collector's administration and
te'q'uested to monitor it continuously. Similarly, basic facilities should be provided
through CSR funds not only to the concerned villages but also to other nearby five or six
-villages. Further he requested to establish the small scale industries and workshops so
that the people’of this area shall be more benefited. He also said that by integrating the
~ CSR funds of other cement plants in this area, an industrial park should be established
in the Sipcot area of VaranavaS| Ariyalur, and through it employment should be
provided for both educated and uneducated general publlc in this area. There is a
request that the purified dnnkmg water . machine Iocated in Kallankunch| is not

functioning propefly for the past two to three years and further he stated that although
the purified drinking water systems were set up in many areas, but they were not
maintained properly and so he requested the respective companies to form a commitfee
for the mamtenance ‘of the drlnklng water: pur|fy|ng systems and this only should be their
main work. He said that though there are bus shelters in all parts including
Srinivasapuram, but there is no bus shelter-in Kallankurichi and hence he requested to

.~ construct a Bus shelter in Kallankurichi- immediately on war footing basis and also

requ'estéd to setup a RO Water plant in the same area. He said that since various types
of pollution such as water pollution,'soil pollution are occurring in this area and affecting
the environment, and it should be prevented by installing water sprinklers, planting

constructing farm ponds, and requested the District Collector to allocate those lands to
the landless poor people’s so that the people of this district can be benefited and he
thanked them for giving this opportunity.

Nadu Pollution Control Board, the District Collector, and the Environmental Engineer
who are leading this public hearing meeting as well as to the general public. -

- He said that for extrécting one ton of limestone from the mine, 80 rupees is paid
as royalty to the government, and two percent of that is MMT they are paying 2 rupees
40 paise-to the government. Then out of that 80 rupees 30 rupee is being paid to the
district as the district mineral fund. He said that in addition to that, 160 rupees is being
paid as land tax. He said that 266 rupees 40 paise is being paid for extracting one tonne
of limestone from the mine and from this Rs.24/- is being paid as district mineral funds.
He said that_there are seven cement plants in Ariyalur district, and each plant is
transporting the limestone of not less than 6000 tonnes per day. He said that for
producing one’tonne of clink}er, 1.6 tonnes of limestone has to be transported. He said
that if they take 6000 tons from each plant and transport them at a rate of 24 rupees per
ton, then in a single day from each plant our district would earn several lakhs of rupees
and generate revenue. He said that if we look at the monthly figures, this district would
earn a lot and generate more revenue. Further he told that the road from Kallankurichi
to Ariyalur Road, Jayankondam Road, or Ring Road, whatever the road may be if the
heavy vehicles are passing by the road, people who are riding the two-wheelers cannot
pass behind them, and it is very difficult for them. Therefore, he requested the District
Collector to take efforts to clean the roads using mineral funds and protect the public
from inconvenience and illness. He said that factories are important for the development
of a country and we will build factories ‘and educational roads as per the Bharathi's
statement. Hence he welcomed & supporting the establishment of mines by this faotory.
He requested that the green belt around the mine must be a source of livelihood for -
birds and creatures that can live together with humans.

He commented that the mine pits
which was already excavated are not properly refilled and. closed. He further stated that
the company announced provision of employment to one person in every household but
that employment has not been provided in wide range. He asserted that they will accept
the mines if the operations are implemented properly. He stated that the mine which
was excavated previously was not closed properly. Hence he insisted to take necessary
action first to close the excavated pit. If they excavated further then the earthquake will
be occurred as;like in Indonesia then Ariyalur will be the first district to be affected. He
further announced that if the mining operations are implemented inappropriately, they
will held protest.in Ariyalur on behalf of the Bharatlya Janata Party under the Ieadership
of Dr. Parameswarl Anandaraj

Mr. Palaniswami, District Presrdent Pasumal Thayagam,

. He expressed his respects to the respected Dlstrlct Collector and the government
officials.

He stated that there are many youngsters in Ariyalur district who have studied
B.E. and Mining and those who could be given training (apprenticeship training) in this
Dalmia mine, but they do not provide apprenticeship training. He said that he himself
tried to get two people to do it on behalf of the Pattali Makkal Party, but they did not do
it. He said that his party's District Secretary, Mr.Tamil Mozhivarman, had asked him to
make the request through the District Collector and that he had come for that purpose.
He said, "When there are talented people here who have studied mining, how is it fair to
give it to people from outside the dislric_t‘instead of giving it to them?" He asked the
District Collector to immediately rectify this request. He said that from the Ariyalur
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bypass road via Kallangurichi in Anandavadi there are government and private cement
mines. He requested that this road should be converted into a four-lane road at least up
to the Kaliyaperumal temple. He said that many accidents are being happening evéry
day. Hence he made a request to the police officials that from the bypass to the pump
house, the trucks were parked on both sides and they were unable to utilize that route
and getting affected every day. Another request was that all are saying that the coal
mine is located in 250 acres of government land and if that is true, the District Collector
should intervene and use that land for governmént welfare project and asked why it was
giving it to private. He said this is a fair demand. He stated that there was a situation to
build a government building at Keelapazhuvur. If the 250 acres of government land here
i's'true, the District Collector should intervene and strictly say that those 250 acres
should not be given to coal mining. If it is given, then he will definitely launch a blockade
protest on beh_alf> of the Patali Makkal Katchi and, if necessary, they will start a legal
struggle through his party lawyer Balu.
