and the Village Administrative Officer are giving false information saying that thése do
not exist. | | ' '

Based on that, | inform you that there is no possibility to set up a quarry in it.
Therefore, I hereby inform you that granting permission to their quarry is not legally valid
in any way. In case of court, I hereby inform you that there are no other options excepl
wealth. Also, due to the business they do, the-people in this vicinity are in a state of mental
distress and are unable to do any kind of business.- '

Explosion noise, noise during blast, noise of vehicle, noise pollution and C\plosmn

noise at any time. Cracks in the building and windows. We are in a state of not being able
to think about business expansion. I am domg textiles. Even if we can expand the business,
we can put a sizing, we can put spinni'ng, we always have thoughts of how we can deal
with it by leaving it here. Dust particles keep accumulating everywhere, and we are unable
to clean the house.
Medical tests have shown that if we continue to allow this, we will develop asthma. lhcn
quarries are already operating behind our S.F no. 102. It is true that we cannot bear the
cruelty of these quarries. If you ask the people of thlS village, they will definitely tell you.
For some reason, they are afraid, and they are a little aﬂald to speak against them for some
benefit. Please, I request the authorities*o* ancel the permission given to S.F no. 102. l
hope the people will cooperate in tl}is. Thank you, greetings.

2. Mrs. S. Susila, Kodangipalayam.

I am from ChmnaKodanglpalayam We live near the quarry. The’ noise of the
blasllng is affecting us. There is a lot.of.dust-and dirt. There is a lot of explosion duri mg the
blasting. So please do not give permission. lfyou give permission now, we will not be able
to stay. S.F. No 102 - Karuppusamy S quarry is very close. It is affecting us very much.
Not even one hundred and fifty meters. It is very closé. If you give permission, we .will not
be able to stay at home. We are'ajﬁ*aid,ﬁtq even go out to graze the goats and cows. Please

cancel this. Do not give permission. Thank you.

3.Mr. K. Subramaniam, Chinnakodangipalayam.

Greetings to all the public gathéred here. I also pay my respects to the Pollution
Control Department Officer. Now, lﬁy l:and S.F. No. 255-Kalai is one hundred and fifty
two hundred feet away from the place where a quarry is going to be set up in our area.
Now, our ancestors, starting from Patan, have left us one four acres with great difficulty.

After that, two hundred households, namely ThiruMurugan Nagar, one hundred and



twenty households, and eighty households near it, are living in that area. While living like
that, our food is essential for humans. While eating that food, if we put soil in the food, it
is okay even if we are not supporting sonﬁedﬁé.wBu.t now you are asking for opinions to
destroy our livelihood.

Everyone knows about government machinery. What is there here? Everyone
knows where this business will go right. No one is unaware. Now, doing business is not a
problem. If you bring the business you are gomg to do a_lﬁd put it there, what will happen to
two hundred houses? Everyone, think about it? If moﬁey is the only goal, you cannot eat
that money. This is true for the panchayat administrators and government officials. It
would be better if the king regulated the people and ruled. It has turned Gpside down.
Th?l‘& are no people here in a situation where you. have to ﬁ.ght. If you ask why, after
Corona, all the businesses have collapsed and the big problem is to make a living. Now,
only if a person earns a thousand rupees a day, can he support his family. We have all
reached that situation. When that happens, it is not possible to fight or even come to a
meeting to ask for opinions. I have experienced a lot by taking advantage of this. There is
a wedding hall in PeriyaKodangipalayam that is empty. The PeriyaKoundanur panchayat
chairman built it for a lower class people to get married. Now it is wasted..You cannot
even cook with the utensils in it. It is in a ve'ry bad condition due to rust. If it continues
like this, tWenty families  will ‘.-lnigrqt’ev - from  PeriyaKodangipalayam to
\C‘hinnaKodangipalayam’l“hirumuruganNagar..

" If we start here too, where will we go from here? Who will answer this? Only if the
authorities and the ruling classes live ethically will their lives be good. This-is something
we need to see with our own eyes. Only'if we develop the village will our village grow.
Ev’eryone should think about this and the govérnment, the government officials, the
panchayat leaders we have elected, the village administration officials, all of them should
act with conscience and say that we do not need a stoné quarry in that place, If that is the
case, then we should shift those two hundred families to another place and set up a quarry
there. | ‘

1 - So, considering all this situation, why am | telling you this far, you should know all
this. It will be concluded in one word without knowing. No one takes this seriously to such
an extent. No one takes a good "event. seridusly. No business can be done in this
environment. If cows and calves graze, the dust from the nest will settle on the. soil, and
the cows will not graze the grass. The agricultural industry, the weaving industry related to

it, especially if the soil settles on the casts, the leaves will not stop if they are cut. That is



the extent of the impact. ConsideriAng all this, those who are doing business now can start
anywhere suitable for the place where they started now. It is not necessary to start here. If
these two hundred families are affected and this industry is done, what will happen to =
these two hundred families? This is how tl;e greater Kodangipalayam has been wasted.
Almost seven carts out of two thousand and seven were going to the Ukkadam market.
Two of them are mine. Now not a single cart is'going. There was only spinach in the place
where you said you were going to set up a quarry, only one hundred or two hundred .
meters away, only tén gardens‘and only spiﬁach plots are being taken by auto. If we start
this, then that too will stop. Many kinds of mental-distress like this. '

If we, three heads, bring this situation to the.point where the land that our father
and | saved runs away and runs away, | how much mental distress will it be for the people?
Think about it. No matter what busmess we do, it is for the people to live. Everyone
thought of that duty and called out four or five days ago that if we set up in the village,
everyone would be affected. Even so, we ruined the work of so many people, and the well-
off people did not know. If we:came and said that it was okay if we went to work, we
could-bring in two hundred more families and join them. Who will pay them wages? If we
stop working for a day, a thousand rupees-will be lost.

Will the government pay for this? That is why there is so much damage. Everyone
should keep this in mind and, as.l said, live without harming others. When | éat rice in the
morniﬁg, dust will accumulate. Dust 'v'\!f‘il'l‘ac.(;_umulate in smoke. Imagine what the impact
would be if everyone was left like that in their homes. That's why I have said. all these
things so far. Everyone is a brother, a sister, an uncle, a cousin, a relative. But when it
comes to impact, everything has to be said. The good and the bad. | have a home.

~ l'am coming, thinking that I will:go alone. I know that two hundred other fa‘rﬁilies
have come last. They will think that my brother is gomg to take care of evelythmg until
the end. The crowd did not come because he did not come. So, please, I will write a
comment saying that setting up a quarry, putting up ready-mixes, and anything like that
should not be allowed here, and | thank ‘everyone sitting here and say goodbye. Thank you,
greétings. ‘

4. Mr. P. Subramani, ChinhaKodangip'alavam.

[ am speaking from ChinnaKodangipalayam. Don't give a license to Karuppusamy.
Our land is nearby. We are engaged in agriculture. Our livelihood is very affected. Pleasc
don't give him permission. There are houses nearby. They have built many houses. If you

give him permission, it will be very harmful. You know. You all will come and harm him.



So please don't give it. Don't give a new license. Don't give permission to set up a new
crusher. Don't give it to put readymix. Our livelihood is very affected. Farming is very
harmful. ‘ ‘

5. Mrs.S.Kalaichelvi, Kodangipalayam -

‘ Hello to the Revenue Commissioner and everyone. Since [ am in the affected area,
I will tell you everything. My opinion is that if permission is given for this quarry, no one
will be able to live nearby. Because we are living in the affected area with full soil and

stones where we can’t live.
They have a mud pit there. If a wind comes, the soil just flies away. They set it up

;15 a big blast. On the twentieth of last month, when 1 was washing clothes, it came from
behind. We have also been filing a petition for three years. Even the authorities have not
taken any action. If the stone is left like this, a situation will arise where no one can live in
our Kodangipalayam. o

. If that stone had hit my head, I would not be alive now. I do not know who will
look after my family. So, no one should set up a quarry here. First, cancel the illegal
quarries operating in Kodangipalayam. Then bring this quarry. But whatever quarry you
bring, it should be brought within the law, 6uf Opinion is. Thank you, greetings.
6.Mrs.D.Selvi,Kodangipalayam .

I am Ms. Kodangipalayam and [ am speaking from Kodangipalayam. If you have

seen now, the existing quarry is causing a lot of problems for the farmers. We are being
affected. If you have seen during this wind'y“'se'aéoh, it is an impossible situation jtb live in.
When a wind comes, the entire mud house fills up. Children suffer from dust and colds
and coughs. When the existing quarries are the only problem, my opinion is that new
quarries should not be given. Due to this, all fhe far‘mers and their livestock are affected.
T{herefore, my opinion is that no other quéﬂyshpuld be given permission.

¢.Mrs. P. Kalamani, Kodangipalayam.

Kalamani. I am coming from Kodangipalayam. We do not want a stone quarty.
Everything is very inconvenient for us. We are. not getting any agriculture. Please do not
give it. ‘

8.Mr.P..Atheeswaran. Kodangipalayam

Good morning to everyone. My name is Atheeswaran. | have been living in
Kodangipalayam for twelve years. | have beén looking after Gunasekar's quarry for the
last five or six years. He has planted a lot-of trees and has been running the quarry safely.

So'l have no objection to giving him the quarry. Thank you.



9.Mr.K.R.Rajendran, Karanampettai'*

Hello. My greetings to the TiruppurRevenue Divisional Officer and the Tiruppur
Environmental Engineer, my name is K.R. Rajendran, I am the President of the
Karanampettai Private Electrical Workers Association. ‘

I 'have been doing electrical work here for twenty years. | am involved in pol.lution
control work by doing springular, water lines for stone quarries, crushers, etc. This is one
thing that affects our livelihood. 1 do not want to deny that it is a hindrance as others say.
All the nearby gardens are affected. If we look, I cannot go by bus today becaduse the noise
is too much. So what are they doing according to the law, they say control the noise. ‘

' So the government is working on sdlutions for this. So give permission for this
according to the government's laws. I am the only one looking after the Gunasekar quarry.
I do not think there is much damage there. I am doing the environmental work for it.
Therefore, | humbly request you to grant permission. Thank you, greetings.

IO.Mr.K.S.Thirugnanasampandham.'Chié'f Coordinator,

The Honorable Revenue divisional officer who is presiding over this consultation
meeting -and the District Environmental Engineer who is here and conducting the
consultation meeting and the Village Administrative Officer and Revenue Inspector and
the Revenue Department, Police, the owvners-who have come here to ask for the rights of
the quarry and the esteemed agriculturdl and agricultural leaders who have come here, the
general public, friends from the police department, friends from the media, we would like
to extend our first greetings to all of you on behalf of the Tamil Nadu Noyyal Farmers'
Protection Association. B

Everyone is free to express their opinions here. We are all here. No one wants to
fight here. Whatever is said here fairly? It will be documented. Everything is here to be
done within the law. So no one should get emotional. Let's see. What is legal? Thét's What
will happen. Therefore, the Honorable Eavironmental Engineer, pleasc document the
opinions that everyone can say here properly. If it is within the scope of the law, you can
grant permission,

If it is against the law, against nature; against .the truth, then it is SEIAA's decision
and SEIAA's decision is final. Not ‘only ‘that, everything we do should be done with a
conscience and bound by the justigé of nature, That would be right. Respected Mugilan,
who is fighting to protect the mineral reéources of nature, society and people throughout
Tamil Nadu today, is not an enemy of anyoné.. He is not an enemy of quarry owners. He is

not an enemy of others.



What is she saying, what is the law of this country? Do it according to it. When this
is violated, it is a hindrance to everyone. The government itself fully documents the
opinions that she can say today. All the govéfni;lent officials are taking her advice. Does
ényone'knbw this? Don't you know? In such a situation, don't think that she is only coming
to our area today and saying this. She is working with her dedication throughout Tamil
Nadu. Not against anyone, but if it is within the law, the first person to support the quarry
owner is the respected Mugilan. We knoW.t]{a_t'.ﬂThe're is no alternative opinion on that,
Even if the government refuses to grant permission to the quarry owner in a place that is so
poor, he fights and gets the rights for him, and work is being done there today Take all
this into consideration.

Because there are so many thoughtﬁ,’ ledve all that. Farmel's; public, e?eryone who

is nearby. Everyone is a relative, uncle, brother, younger brother. Everyone goes and stays

. with them, you are the ones who do business. How do you protect them and what should

be done without any hindrance, you.should act according to the law and the law of nature.
So no one should fight. Please, only wHen‘eVe‘r‘ything goes beyond the limit, there is
embarrassment, difficulty. Enmity with each other. It is sad that both sides are sad and
continue to follow the hostile course.

_Everyone in this area is a relafive. Evéfyone 1s our own. So please, do not think of
the hostile course on both éides, whether it-is ydu»or us, or those who comment as enemies.
Everyone is our friendly relationship. Brother, brother, uncle, younger brother, there is no
one else. Therefore, you, the respected environmental engineer and the district magistrate,
should act in a way that does not affect the nature, ‘including the water level, nature, the
public, and the farmers. | e .

Because everyone knows what kind of business we are doing. My humble request
is that the ‘respected people who claim the rights of the quarry should act by considering its
basics. If we are acting in the opposite way, then gbing to some place and . getting stuck
somewhere and then taking away what we have earned with our hard work and - giving
crores of rupees to someone will be in vain. When we earn with our hard work and go
against nature, illegally or beyond the limits, you know where it goes.

Protect those around you, our villagers, our relatives, our farmers. That will be the
right way. Therefore, the request of the Tamil Nadu Noyyal Agriculture Protection
Aséociation is that this consultation meétin‘g”svhou‘ld be held in a proper manner and
peacefully The leader of the farmers, the respected Sella Muthu Sir, is here. Everyone else

is here. So, there should be no conflict of opinion. What is everyone doing? Document it.



Only if it 'is within the scope of the law, if it is illegal or unnatural, it will definitely be
recommended to the SEIAA from here. The opinion will be based on that.

Everyone here is getting pollutqd,rincluding the air and soil. That is how the
Noyyal River, which is near us today, is being wasted. There will be a big hunger strike in
Mangalam on the 13th for the Noyyal River. The Kottatchiar knows that we need to save
the Noyyal River, and the environmental engineer knows it. The government has bgen
putting a lot of pressure on the government for five years, and today we are approaching a
point. Only if the Noyyal River is‘saved, ou‘.r'area will be saved. Then we can take water
wherever we want. Therefore, 1 bid farewell by saying that everyone should come and
participate in this hunger strike.

I have a garden near the Karu;ﬂaVéniy rock, There is ‘a rock on this. side of our
garden too. If you ask what the problem s, I could not set up a chicken farm. I could not
raise cows and calves. I could not do agriculture. The groundwater has been embezzled.
From now on, no new licenses should be given to anyone. That is, | am of thé opinion that
they should not be :given within the "Ko"dang'ipalayam panchayat. You should give them
somewhere? Give them somewhere. in the area of Rasakavundampalayam,
Sukkampalayam.

Tlhey have been cutting them off in tlie Kodangipalayam panchayat for fifty years.
It is inﬁpossible to live in. There is dust inside the house. How can we live? If we pu:c food
on the plate, there is dust. We are in a situation that cannot be described. If I talk, I will get
depressed and my blood pressure V.vill ris‘e and I will pass out. It is impossible to save the
family. There is so much mental stress and so much problem there. We cannot live at all.
Just finish with the existing license. Please do not give new licenses to anyoné. My
opiﬁion is that there should be no licenses within Kodangipalayam Panchayat.
12.Mr.K.Shanmugasundaram, CrllinllaKodallgiQalayam

My name is Shanmugasundaram. My garden is next to the newly licensed land SF
No102/2B. There are two hundn‘éd coconut trees in it. It is just soil and dust. It is not
~ possible to do agriculture. Livelihood ié affected. Also, if a new quarry license is given, we
will not be able to live there. 1 would like to express my opinion that you should not give
permission for any new quarry. Thank you, regards.

13. Mr. T. Murugasamy. ChinnziKodangipalavam

I am Murugasamy. Do not give permission for anything new. 1 spoke to

Karuppasamy for two hours at night. You'should only finish breaking in the southern part.



[ came after talking to you at night that you shiould not do anythingvmoderate. Do not give
permission for anything new.

14, K.V. Palaniswami, Former Panchayat Pr(.sid(,nt Kodangipalayam

My name is K.V. Palaniswami. Former Panchayat President, Kodanglpalayam
That is, we had said in the previous consultation meetmg that there should be no new
. quarries. We had said that the authorities should take steps to dismantle the quarries that
are already being demolished in accordance with the rules. Heré is the Revenue Divisional
officer. There is the District Environmental Enginéér. You are the only two of you, the
most important officials, the two of you; the -officials who can be next in rank to the
District Collector. '

Therefore, action should bé taken against any quarry or crusher that vi.olates those
rules and regulations. That is the way. Although these quarries have been operating in our
panchayat for sixty or seventy years, there,w_c:’Lie. never so many problems-before. The
pfdblems are increasing day by day. Therefore, the quarry owners and crusher owners
should pay special attention to ensuring that those problems do not arise. This is what
happened when I worked as the village council president in the past. Then

What you said earlier is that when- the quarry owners and the public here are on
good terms, they cannot deepen or escalate the problems. This is a natural problem that
everyone can have.

Therefore, if the quarry owners or crusher ownets do not take that problem to their
advantage and comply with the pollutlon control rules and negulatlons that the officials
may say, there will be no problems at all. But the ploblem arises only when it is violated.
When the public says they are bringing a problem, they do not bring it intentionally. Only
when they are affected, and the consequences.are bad, do.they come to the road and fight
or go to the relevant official and complain.

First, when one or two small thmgs happen they brmg it to their attention directly.
If you take it seriously and do it without taking it as a matter of negligence, then I am of
the opinion that there are fewer chances of any problems arising now. Not only today, we
have been saying this for many years. The responsibility to adhere to it lies with the quarry
owners. It lies with the crusher owners. Wiien oneé or two peoplé violate it, even those who
do it properly are affected. The public can generally s‘ay that. There are problems due to
many quarries. There are problems due to crushers. There are problems.due to trucks on

the roads, stones are spilled and soil is spilled.‘

So everyone is affected. The. real truth is that even those who are not affected or
involved have to involve themselves in. this matter. Many of those who have spoken here
have expressed the truth of their ’problems and experiences. There is no room for any
alternative opinion in that, whereas if there are those problems, even if the Environment
Commission or the Environment Officers or the Revenue Officers. have formulated the
relevant rules to eliminate them, the real facf is that-the conflict between the public and the
businessmen arises because of the problems that may arise in implementing them.

So you are taking all that into consideration according to those things. You are
holding opinion gatherings. There'fore, I am obliged to say at this time that we should pay
attention to those problems and prevént' éuch problems from arising in the future. When it
comes to a development project like thaf;stones are needed, soil is needed, sand is needed,
and these quarries are needed for that. But a certain amount is enough. As new quarries are
being created day by day, they should definitely not be considered if they are located n‘ear
residential areas. The quarries that are alréady operating should be allowed to operate. |
have said in the last meeting that no new quarries should be allowed. I have also said in the
meeting before that. Therefore, I am obliged to éay at this time that regulations should be
formulated for the proper operation of the existing quarries and that this should continué.

So, when the rules are within‘.t.iie law, there is no problem. The problem comes
when the law is violated. This is the reality. Everyone here knows this. Everyone says this.
If they do it within the law, no one has any problem. If they follow the rules, there is no
problem. We have said many times that we have been in talks. When you go-on the roads,
do not think. Even: if you think )‘/ou'-“"ar‘e*“v.iglating it, collect it immediately. But éome
people do it. Because some do not do it, tbat problem comes.

So I don't know how long 1 will keep saying this about these problems again and
again. If you keep saying it, at some point ybu will get angry. You are the reason for you
to continue running these businesses’ until that anger comes. No one else. Whether the
problem comes or not, don't blame the public. Who is doing the business? When you do it
in a controlled manner, you can déﬂnitefy preveﬁt these problems. Therefore, if you give
permission to existing quarries, please allow them to continue operating in a legal manner.

.My opinion is that t_here'.shouyld be.no new quarries. Similarly, industrialists, you
should not start any new quarries. You SBOUId run the existing quarries properly and
properly. No one will have any alternative opinion on that. Because you have invested,
you have bought the land. It has to be done. But I say, do it p.erperly, thank you for the
opportunity and say goodbye. Greé_tings.; . ’



15.Mr.R.Subramaniam, Former Panchavat President.Kodangipalayam,

My name is R. Subramaniam, Former Panchayat President. Dear Kotangipalayam,
Environmental Engineer and all of you who have come to this meeting, good morning. In
lhlS consultation meeting, all the villagers have the right to speak up if there is any
guevance. Anyone can express that nght here. It is not wrong. Otherwise, there are now a
little more quarries in Kodangipalayam than before. Because the demand for daily
necessities is increasing day by day. No onpe can deny them. For that, in accordance with
the environment, we have protected and prowded the nearby agricultural lands, and our,
friend who has come from Erode has bought fifteen acres of land, started a factory, and
after being distressed by the rock pit, he has sold that very machine.

All of you nearby are uncles. You. are supportmg your uncle and do not notice that
| am a foreigner. His pitter takes it away and says that the machine is not working because
of the vibrations. He sold the machine to see how long he could continue to .work under
such difficulty. He also rented out the warehouse.

“Therefore, I have been running the quarry for twenty-five to thirty yeérs with a mill
and a grove. For all these days, the quarry has béen running without any interruptioh. ‘But
how the problem is with expanding it. Get a license only for the pits that are being broken
and dig as deep as you want. The villggers' demand is not to move too far.

_For the past two or three days, about fifty péople have gathered and a consultation
on the: Karuppusamy quarry took place ‘-’there»:‘::{YQu break it, we did not say no. But
evéryonev said that our opinion is that we should not expand it. He also said that it was
okay at that time. However, there is no room for him to expand the quarry and break it. He
thinks that if he continues to suffér, he mighlt break it. If we look at our side, there are
some 6bsta¢les. Vg

"It is enough that he broke the existing quarry. No one should object. Be it
Gunasekar', Karuppasamy, or Gautham who is nearby. Break the existing quarry as deep as
it is. As long as the permit is there. Otherwise; you stiould not expand it. Thatis what these
villagers are asking for. There are almost two hundred houses and gardens. Therefore, no
phé should expand them. Similarly, you should.nbt give a permit for expansion. Break the
old three quarries for as many years as the permit is for the existing quarries. Do not allow
expansion, that is my opinion. This is the opinion of the public. Thank you, greetings.

We cannot question this against the.government, The only additional strength is th;it our
villagers are running this business, we can ask back, point out these mistakes, and question
how you are not cleaning up the s;)il that spills on the roads.

They said that you
did not follow the three hundred meter distance and filed a case in the High Court.

Now where will T put all the goods. How will I farm? When they come to the -
quarry, th'ey do not see any of these s‘e.ts; But after setting up this quarry, they say. that they
will not let me set up people to. store aﬁy'goods on the agricultural land and build a small
room. Because they say there is no three hundred meters. Where will 1 go after leaving the
agricultural land? How will 1 farm? We are now in a situation where we are leav‘ing
agriculture because we have bought thequarry rights. ‘

Now [ have started that legal battle. They have filed a case in the High Court. They
have now asked us to come for hearing. | can say for sure that this impact will definitely
affect others as well.

farmers of that area, they are not deliberately making complaints against the quarrymen.

They say this because they are the victims. Soil falls on the dining table. If a stone falls
nearby while washing in the field, they will not tell a lie in this assembly With remo'rse.
Why do-the quarry -owners allow such ‘a ‘mistake to happen? If they had done it wiflxout
those shortcomings, what can they complain about? Without removing that deficiency, if
you also look at those who complain about us with the idea that we are enemies, the
problem will never be solved. Because this <industry must be done. No 'o'ne‘vhas any
objection to it. But it must be done ethically, within the law, without interference frolm the
publi¢, without interference from the farmers, no matter what industry it is. Any industry

has its shortcomings. Any industry has difficulties. Any industry has its impacts.

They have built a four-lane highway. I live ﬁéar the road. Every morning when I wake up
and sweep, there is an inch of dust inside the house. Can the road be blocked? We run
power looms. There is also impact through that. No matter what industry is done in this
country, if ninety percent of that i‘n.‘cjustry»is good, then ten percent will be bad.

We extend our greetings and best wishes to the Chanman of the Quarry Consultation
Meeting for the S.F.No.103/3B2, Gundsc.kan quarly, 102/2B D.R.,Karuppusamy Quarry
and the newly requested permission for the GauthamRatnam Quarry in S.F.No.9l/IA,
Kodangipalayam village jointly run.by Tiruppur District Administration and Pollution
Control Board, Tiruppur South, the District Environmental Engineer who is presiding over
this meeting, the officials from various ‘depéii"t'meht‘s who are barticipating here, the
environmental activists who have come with great enthusiasm to protect this soil, to
protect natural resources, and 10 hand over the land given to us by our ancestors safely to
the future generations, the farmers, the quarry.OWners, those brought by the quarry owners,
those who have come from Andhra Pradesh, Vijayawada, and Kodangipalayam to say that
only if the quarry is operated in Kodangipalayam, this town will be good and prosperous,

and to everyone.

Fust of all, this quarry opinion poll is not, about whethex we want a quarry or not. They
only showed in the film what the impact w1ll be lfthlS quarry operates. That is, when this

quarry operates, air pollution, water pollution, soil pollution, noise pollution, biological

environment pollution, and the lives of the people. who live here will be affected. The



project designers of the quarry owners said how we will fix all that impact. Since these
three quarries are within a radius (;f five .hundred meters, they have held this opinion poll
for all three quarries. Based on that, many people from each quarry spoke on’ behalf of the
quarry, saying that they should give.it according to the law. And the panchayat chairman

himself said that if it is legal, they should give it.

But is it legal? You are the locals. | am from outside. But I am speaking based on
government documents, and we have examined whether the Gunasekar and Karﬁpbuwa]ny
quarries, which are already operéting and’ have requested permission again, and the
GauthamRattinam quarries, which have requested permission again, are in accordance

with the law and government regulations.

They clearly state that there should be no /houses within a three hundred méter radius of
the ‘field where the ‘qua'rry is lbca‘ltv'edf'Wl]eﬁ"'yoﬁ say house, what kind of houses do you
mean, all houses? An older sister ‘spoke-to me before. | put up a set. | have agricultural
land, I have bought an electricity line there to store my goods. I put up a set to store the
goods there. But the quarry owner has gone to court saying that even that set should not“ be
put-up'thére, that there should 'not'bél‘g‘fﬁ/'hclz‘bnstl'uction within three hundred meters. They

say that we do not live there, we should not be there just because we put up the set.

Then, regarding the quarry, when you ask for permission for the quarry, you-need to have
an approved house within a l‘ad‘iL‘lS of three hundred meters, an approved house méans a
house that has been approved by the Pé|1ch5yat President, a house that has been approved
by the Pahchayat, a house that has been approved by the Town and Country Planning
Department, and if you go to the bank to take a loan, they will give you the loan only if
you have this approval. Not onIy‘ th.at.,_ﬁ house built by the government under the Green
Project. A house built under some gd\;e';r‘ﬁlne.}'it project. Not only that, already from 1979 to
1985, if there are indications in the U, TR survey, the field map, the village map, and the
register, then all those are approved houses, according to the Minor Mineral Concession

Rules. This is the guideline for everything. Rule 36-1 clearly states.

First, Gunasekar Quarry at S.F.No.103 is already operating on an area of about four acres.
They have asked for renewal agéin. If we look at this basis, there are two houses in
S.F.No.103 of that quarry, in its northern part, S.F.No.ll14. This is a government

document. This is not a document prepared by Mugilan or a document prepared by the



planner. It is a government document. There are two houses in S.F.No.114. It is two

hundred and ninety-five meters apart. Then can permission be given to this quarry? No.

If they had already given it, it was a permission given illegally after taking bribes. Then
there are two houses in field no. 114 in thé ﬁc;‘xfﬂv“western part of this Gunasekar Quarry.
Not only that, but in the southeastern part of the quarry, two houses are shown in the
village map and ficld map at two hundred and thirty meters in S.F.No.94. Then what can't

be done to this quarry legally? Permission cannot be given.

No't only that, everyone knows that if there is a stream, the quarry should be operated with
a distance of fifty meters, according to SéCﬁon 36 of the Minor Mineral Concession Rules,
1959. If there is a stream, then fifty meters, if'it is a carriageway or footpath,.then ten, if it
is a tarred road, public road, artificially la‘idul'pbaqz' then fifty meters, if it is an electric wire
line, then three hundred meters. All these a;'é c.a(l‘led site criteria. Then if you look at this
\103, the place | am showing on the southern boundary is marked with a yellow line, isn't
it, that is Gangesan quarry. To the south of it is Gunasekar's quarry, 103/3B2. The stream
flows into that 103/3B2. The stream flows into the quarry itself. How many meters of
distance should be left for this stream? Adlstan‘e of 50 meters should be left. But have
fhey left a gap? If you ask, mo. The stream flows within the quarry field. It is also in the

field map. It is also in the village map. Then permission cannot be given for this.

When Ll spoke to you earlier, Senthil.kumdl:'sa’id,Ihe stream originates in S.F.No.101. It is
my land. It passes through S.F.No.102. That IOé/ZC-is my land. It comes to 103 through
102. Many people say that this stream co.mes in patta land. The stream that comes in patta
land is not subject to the government. It is within my’pattaland, many people will say that |

can do whatever | want with this stream.

We know_the Tiruppur South Pollution uCont'rol Board engineer. The only curry tank
factory with a project of four hundred crore rupees has been built in
DharapuramPonnapuram by encroachling on th.e- govérnment's stream, and many works are
underway to cancel the permission. For ehc"l'oac.hing on the stream and building it at a cost

of four hundred crore rupees. The stream can be used. But no one is allowed to encroach

on the stream. We can say that Mugilan can tell on his own.

This was obtained under the Right to. Information Act of the Land Administration

Department. What they are saying is that according to Section 15 of Revenue Department



Standing Order No. 26, even though geologlcal paths and geological canals are mentioned
as such, even if they are on leased Iand they belong to the government. If there is any
encroachment in this, the Talukdars have already been given permission to remove it till
2022, and the Kotatdars have been given permission from 2022. Even if it goes on leased
land, that stream is the government's stream. No one should encroach on that stream. They

have given details of these. An officer here is making all of us sick.

What an officer says is that the stream is on the village map. When I went and looked. the
stream was not visible. He says it was flat. The owners of the stream say that water ﬂows
in it. But an officer has given this. ) do not want to name it. If I tell him the name, it will be
embarrassing for him and his departmcnt The stream is there. If you dig the stream into a
quarry, how will you know the stream? The stream has been flowing from the hill to the
valley for ages. That is how streams are formed. It is not only now but also on the 1914
map that can be called RSR. It is not only on the 1985 map, but also on the 1914 m.'ap.
Before that, even if you take the ]870.mapthat can be called OSR, it will be there. We did
not take that map. At that time, if the officials studied, if you sin, you will go, go, oh, go.

All that stream flows like this and water flows into the river.

Who gave the authority to destroy the stream? Only if it is indicated in the revenue
depérl‘ment documént, it is called a streani.' Then, there is a stream in this Gunasekar
quarry. There are houses within a radius of three hundred meters. But, respected Village
Administrative Officer, we have been saying this continuously. You have been struggling
and writing the TNPSC cxam. If a case is filed against you, your job will be lost. But what
have you given? On page number 115, the Village Administrative Officer has given. That
is, that there are no houses within a radius of three hundred meters. That there are no

approved houses. Then all the houses are for display.

The Palladam- Block Development Officer has given that there are no houses. What is the
justification for all this? Is it to come to work to serve the people? Or to beat up the village
and throw it in the furnace? How bad is this situation. Then they gave it in this kind of
situation. Similarly, this Al statement. The A-1 declaration and the public statement are
both the same people. Ten people‘are. on page no. 131, 133. One is the A-1 declaration, the
other is the public statement. Both are the same people. Page no. 131, 133 are in the

English report. The same people are ten people. They sign that too, they sign this too.



A-1 notification is the one that has to be done after fifteen days. The A-1 notification will
be given by the Revenue Divisional Officer. The Taluka Officer will inform. The Village
Administrative Officer will inform through lhe Revenue Inspector. The notification will
not be given to anyone. Appendix 131, 133. 1t is already stated that this should be
announced through the Dhandora. Which Dhandora was appointed? All are the quarrymen
and the Panchayat Chairman and Member. This is how it is. Where did they inform the
people. So, there is a responsibility to inform the -'pe(.)ple, isn't it? fs it enough if only the
Chairman knows? Is it enough if the Union Committee Member knows? Such a quarry is
coming. Is there any impact? Or not? Shouldn't it be said. There is nothing. Only one

Nol only that, they say that they have left a ten- metel gap for the carriageway that could be
in the cast of this field number 103.

But they have written that
there are no approved structures. Senthilkumar has brought this as a document, He has
taken nine approvals. He has taken approval for nine buildings in the Panchayat. The vyife
of the Panchayat President who s'poke to me earlicr has come. K.V, Blwvaﬁcswari is the

President. It is his relative who has'giv‘eﬁ\n these nine approvals to 102/2B.

S.F.No.101 near S.F.No.102/2B h;;s give.n nine abprovals. In their report, Annexure 425-
A, 431-A contains the report of the Vilfagé Administrative Officer and the Block
Development Officer. Not only the governn_mnt's approval, but he has also taken a bank
]Oal']. He has taken a bank loan from that Ba;ik of Baroda. Only if there is approval, they
will give thc loan. If there is no apl.)roval,'.they wfll not give it. There is a bank loan. There
is approval.

east. All these are on Google Maps.

outer edge. These were taken by officers who love the soil, love the people, and are very
honcst Not only that, if you look at the southwest side, there are houses at one hundred
nlnely-hve meters and two hundred nmety-elght meters.

There are houses in the south, two
hundred and thirty-five, two hundred and ﬁfty.-ﬁve two hundred and twenty-six meters, in
the southeast, two hundred and twelve, in: the: -southwest, thirty-six, sixty- seven one
hundled and seventy-nine meters, in the east ‘two hundred and seventy-one, and in the
west, thirty-six meters. All these houses are on the computer field map, on Google Maps. -
H'you‘take a single map, you will see it like this. If you take it and put it inside it, you will

see everything as I said on Google Maps.

Therefore,-anyone can take all this with a simple technical method. If you write something
as sugar, it will not be sweet. Is it true? Or not? In a way that every human being can
verily. Today, technology has developed. I tell the authorities that people‘like us have the

power to use that technology. There is no poiiit in saying, "I don't know the Village



Administrative Officer, I don't know the Revenue Inspector." If you file a case, you will
definitely go to jail. Are you going inside now? Or are you working properly? In
Namakkal district, for the last two years, not a single quarry has been given a false report.

The reason is that we have filed a case against the Village Administrative Officer there..

The time is not far when a case will 'Bgvﬁiéd‘against the Village Administrative Officer of
Kodangipalayam. So many people arc boiling here. They cannot live, cannot live, cannot
have children, everyone's future is a child. Due to these quarries and the pollution that may
come from these quarries, all those who want a respectable quarry should think about it.

Already,‘ | when  the i‘espeéted "Dsitrict Collector  Vineethcanceled  the
KodangipalayamRamakrishnan Quarry, he canceled it saying that the quarry-did not build-
a green wall. This is in the pernﬁijt-or,de_.r:, But till today, no quarryman has any fear. T will
not'keep ‘it. Everyone has taken permi_ssion“twice‘,- three times. If there are fifty quarries
here, ifthéy took permission four times, then there are two hundred quarries. Even if two
hundred quarries have at least five acres, it is a thousand acres. If those thousand acres
have two hundred trees, how many two lakh trees in Kodangipalayam? If there were two

lakh trees in Kodanglpalayam the rain would fall automatically.

Where are the two lakh trees? You should ask the quarry owners. You carn income. You
earn income by taking people's property. If your own land is how much, three feet is your
own land. What is under it is government land. That is why it is called a lease permif. You '

are not quarry owners, you are quarry tenants.

Last month, the building owners' association made a request. We have been saying

everything. That the government should take over and run the quarry. The bu,_ifd‘ing



owners' association says that the government should take over and run the quarry. The
reason is that everything under the land is community property, government property,
people's property. No individual has any rights. You have to do the work that is done to it

according to the law. Which law is it according to?

Imagine fifty quarries in Kodangipalayam. There are.a hundred quarries in this area. Is any
of them operating legally‘? We know of some that can operate legally. We support them.
We do not bribe the officials. If the officials comeé Vto‘ﬁgh.t, we will fight them. We will ask
them why they are not allowed to operate.

Of these, only Gunasekar quarry~has a water storage system called Elanthakuttai,
which is known to people in Kodangipalayam, in its north-western part. It does not have a
distance of five hundred meters. Other quarries have a distance of five hundred meters.

Therefore, permission cannot be given to that quarry on this basis.

Another tﬁing is cléarly stated in the minor mineral concession rules. If there are water
supply facilities of Panchayat councils, central or state government institutions and Tamil
Nadu Drinking Water and Drainage Board within a radius of five hundred meters,

permission cannot be given to the quarry.

Thé*e ié a town called Chinnakodaﬁgipalaya;ﬁ, which is three hundred meters away from
this quarry. Kodangipalayam is within five hundred meters. Apart from that, as alrcady
mentioned, there is an overhead water tank and a borewell of the panchayat in areas like
Muthusamy Nagar and Lakshmipuram. The reason for all this is that if a bomb explodes,
there will be vibration. All this is because government property will be affected. Therefore,
in this sitdation, an arrangement has been made to take water and provide water to these
three quarries at a distance of five hundred meters. In this situation, we inform 'you that

permission cannot be given to this quarry on legal grounds.

Not only that, the quarry is called ToR, which is the terms of reference of Zia. That is, they
say that these quarries can do all these studies. D.R. Karuppasamy Quarry 06.03.2025.
This summary report is on the first page of the book. The third quarry is D.R.



Karuppasamy Quarry. But when did they study it? For six months from October 1, 2024 to
December 31, 2024.Similarly, GauthamRatnam was given to the quarry on 01.03.2025,
but it was done from October to December 2024. That too was done before the permission

was givyen by the SIA. So all this is a violation of the law. Not only that, I will repeat it.

Sasikumar, the Deputy Director of the Mineral Resources Department, who is currently
working in the same district, has clearly stated-that there should not be even'a teniporary
permanent worker's residence within a radius of three hundred meters. If you ask what the
reason is, if there is a temporary permanent worker's residence within a radius of three
hundred meters, when the explosion occurs, stones ‘will fall on them and cause damage.

Death will occur. That is the reason. But there is-also that around these three quarries.

A go‘od'eXample of that is already there, on May 1 iast year, an explosion occurred in a
village in Virudhunagar district and five people died there. So it is similar. Next are the
quarries where two quarries were already opera‘tinig. GauthamRatnath's mother and father
are quairy workeré. Look at all the |)ictLi1"'c:‘s”‘d'f"§that quarry. If you have seen even one
guarry, there is no bench system. Bench system is nothing else. It should be five meters
long, five meters wide, and five meters high and should be in a step. It is because of this
lack of a step that six people died last month in Slvaganga and Mallakottai. Last month,
the Jagatheeswaran quarry in Mywadi, who was: ‘supposed to be ini charge, collapsed and

fell into the quarry because there was no bench systcm.'

Please make benches for all the rocks.that do not have bench systems and then ask them to
work on them. Otherwise, cancel the pClmll Who Wl“ die if someone robs? We are saying
according to the law. They are getting pelmlts saymg that they wnll set up a quany ina

bench system. We have not bought benches for the last ten years and now you are saying

“that we are buying them. Now, they WOuld have bought permits twice, wouldn't they?

Then they should have put benches?-So, put them into practice.

We are telling you what we are saying. We are telling the Chief Minister. We are telling
the Director, the Minerals Department. We are telling the Sia. But you are the officials

who should take action. So, implement it.

These three quarries are completely approved ‘houses, houses shown in the field map,
houses built in the village map, plots with permission from the Town and Country

Planning Department. Although there are many like this, I have seen the two quarries here.

The existing panchayat president has written a letter saying that he has no objection to the
quarry. He has taken permission from him. If he is there, he has written a letter saying that
he has no objection to this GauthamRatnam quarry and Gunasekar quarry. But he has-also

given permission. That is, permission for the house.

Therefore, those in power have given this without caring about anyone, the pcople and the
soil, and the people who depend on you. The government has taken note of such mistakes
and all this has gone and become. certificates. The evidence given by the Pam;,hayat
President is false. The evidence given by the officials is false. Taking all this into

consideration, you should clarify this to SEIAA.

The SEIAA officials who are watching this should also make this known. Today is not like
the .past. Even yesterday, the Green Tribunal has given an order. They have imposed a
fine. They say that renewal permission should not be given to an unbuilt quarry. We have
also been saying this continuously. The Chief Minister has taken action against many
people based on the complaints we have given. Both against ministers and against the

director, c AT

Therefore, we are taking all parties to account. Because we are not just talking about this.
Fivé months ago, tungsten mineral mining came. We ourselves gave documents and
stopped them in Madurai. Now, in Palani, it is ready for auction that we are taking
mallington on one lakh acres. We have given proper documents and taken steps to stop

them.

Therefore, we should protect the soil and people not only in Kodangipalayam, but also in
all areas. If we say that something is wrong, we also say that we should change that
mistake. We are not just saying no to this. Natural river sand from abroad, as the Tamil
‘Nadu Senior Engineers Association says, as the former Leader of the Opposition and now
the Chief Minister said. As we have already said, as many parties have said in their
election manifestos, Tamil Nadu's san;cr__i‘.;r.c.q_“uiremcnt is fifteen lakh metric tons per month,

twenty-one thousand loads per day.

Import it from abroad. Protect the resources of Tamil Nadu. These threc quarrics should
not be given permission as per the law. If they are given, those who gave permission will
also get stuck. Those who supported it will also have to face problems, saying, "Thank you

for giving me the opportunity, greetings."
