ROUGH STONE AND GRAVEL QUARRY OF M/S. GUGAN MINES OVER
AN EXTENT OF 4.05.0 HECTARES LOCATED IN S.F. NOs. 182/1A,
182/1B1, 182/1B2, 182/2, 183, 184, 185 & 186/2 OF
KUNDIYANTHANDALAM VILLAGE, VEMBAKKAM TALUK,

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar
who presided over the public hearing meeting, other Government officials,
the public & the NGOs on behalf of the TNPC Board and explained the need
for conduction of Public Hearing as a requisite for issue of Environmental

Clearance for the proposed Rough stone & gravel quarry as follows:



“The public hearing meeting is being conducted for the proposed
project of M/s. Gugan Mines over an extent of 4.05.0 hectare in
Kundiyanthandalam Village, Vembakkam Taluk, Tiruvannamalai District for
obtaining prior Environmental Clearance from the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA) as per the Environmental Impact
Assessment Notification 2006.

“As per EIA Notification 2006, the mining projects (Individual or
Cluster) having extent above 5 hectare requires prior Environmental
Clearance from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority. This
public hearing meeting will be recorded and submitted in the form of audio
and video to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority.
Accordingly, the public notice for this public hearing was published in
dailies of “The New Indian Express” (English) & “Daily Thanthi” (Tamil) on
16.07.2025 with the approval of the District Collector, Tiruvannamalai for
the proposed Rough stone and gravel quarry of M/s. Gugan Mines which is
to be conducted at M/s. R.S.E Mahal on 01.08.2025 @ 02.30 PM.”

The District Environmental Engineer further stated that “The project
proponent will explain the proposed quarry project and its Environmental
Impact Assessment Study report details through power point presentation.
Following the presentation, the general public and NGOs can express their
views, suggestions and comments on the said project one by one either in
oral or in written format during when the public should start by stating their
name and their village name. The opinions & suggestions of the public &
environmentalists will be recorded and submitted to the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority. Thereafter, the authority will consider the
issue of Environmental Clearance to this proposed quarry. The Revenue
Divisional Officer, Cheyyar will inaugurate the public hearing meeting
thereafter the project proponent will explain the Environmental Impact

Assessment Study report.”

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar requested the project
proponent to explain about the proposed rough stone and gravel quarry and

the Environmental Impact Assessment study conducted by them to the



public in detail and addressed the general public to mention their name and
their village name before expressing their views, suggestions and comments

on the said project.

On behalf of the project proponent, Thiru. M. Sheik Nawas,
Coordinator, M/s. Geo Exploration and Mining Solutions, Salem (Consultant
for the proposed rough stone quarry of M/s. Gugan Mines) explained the
details of the project and the Environmental Impact Assessment study

conducted by them through power point presentation.

Subsequently, the Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar requested the
public to express their views/suggestions/comments in oral or written

statements one by one.

The following are the views/suggestions/comments represented by the

public:

1. Thiru.Muthu, Former Village Council President, Kundiyanthandalam:

He stated that, "M/s. Gugan Mines has submitted an application to
set up a new quarry in the Kundiyanthandalam village panchayat. Since the
proposed site is approximately 900 meters away from the village, I hereby
inform that the villagers have no objections or concerns. This mineral
resource project has brought significant development to each village council.
In our village council, we have completed works worth up to 10 crores. We
have built a sewage canal worth 50 lakhs, a paddy field worth ¥30 lakhs,
laid roads with paver blocks worth %20 lakhs, and constructed an overhead
water tank. We have also built 20 educational institutions, laid approach
roads to the crematorium, and improved road facilities. Our village council
has been developed significantly with an investment of over 10 crores
through such mineral resource projects. This project has been useful for
each village council, enabling them to implement various projects through
the village council president. The government often struggles to execute
projects. Since the benefits from mineral resources come directly to the
Village Panchayat, the village president can pass a resolution and plan on
how to utilize the resources, deciding which projects to undertake and

which will benefit the village and we implement them accordingly. This
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project has brought many facilities, and our village has been developed
significantly. Therefore, we have no objections for granting permission to
M/s. Gugan Mines” and concluded his speech by expressing his support

for the proposed quarry.

2. Thiru. Kamalakannan, Kundiyanthandalam Village:

He stated that, “We welcome the Revenue Divisional Officer and the
District Environmental Engineer. Many quarries are under operation in our
village. Although there's a rule to cover trucks with tarpaulin while
transporting materials, no one follows it. They overload the trucks beyond
the permitted limit, which causes problems for us while we are travelling
behind them. When we try to overtake or give signal with horns, it becomes
difficult for them to respond to us. This needs to be enforced properly. Next,
all quarries use pipe bombs for blasting, which has caused cracks and
damage to many houses in our village. I request you to take appropriate
action on this matter.” He concluded by expressing his gratitude with

thanks. He neither supported nor opposed the project.

3. Thiru. Raja, Former Village Council President, Kundiyanthandalam:

He welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer and the District
Environmental Engineer, and stated that “Through this mineral resource
project, we have undertaken works worth several crores of rupees in our
village. Specifically, we have constructed a paver block road worth about 50
lakh rupees, tar road works worth 2 crore rupees, and undertaken drainage
and drinking water projects worth around 30 lakh rupees. Almost 95% of
the work in our village has been possible due to the funds received from
such mining projects alongside the funds via 14th FC and 15t FC from the
government. The M/s. Gugan Mines quarry is proposed to be located about
a kilometre away from our village and this wouldn’t cause any problems for
the public. There have been complaints about some quarries using pipe
bombs for blasting. If the authorities could address this issue, it would be
helpful, as there are many complaints about pipe bomb usage is. He
emphasized that if quarries follow government rules and regulations, there

won't be any issues. He humbly requested support for the Gugan Mines
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project and concluded his speech by expressing his support for the

establishment of the quarry.

4. Thiru.Neelakandan, Kundiyanthandalam Village

Initially, he submitted his concerns in writing as a complaint to the Revenue
Division Officer and the District Environmental Engineer, formally recording

his requests.

He then verbally expressed his thoughts as follows: "Personally, whoever the
Panchayat President is, they first give permission for crushers. Some people
collect signatures from illiterate laborers who work under the 100-day work
program, claiming that they have given their approval, and then take money
from the crusher owners. There are also cases of personally getting money
from the crusher owners. Half of what's being said here is true, and half is
false. If you take action based on the petition I submitted, you'll understand.
Pregnant women can't even go to the hospital in an emergency situation. "I
request you to travel on the road from Kundiyanthandalam to Elacheri,
either by bus or car. We've been using this road since birth, and we know its
condition. You may not be able to navigate it, but we have to use it daily.
About 150 families in the village rely on agriculture for their livelihood.
However, the water flow to the lake is being blocked, and sand is being
dumped, preventing water from reaching the lake, and soil is being
excavated. "You said they're transporting ordinary stones,r but if you stop a
loaded truck, you'll see they're not just ordinary stones, but rather large
boulders or rocks. "It's frightening to follow a truck. If we try to overtake or
ask them to slow down in an emergency, about ten people stand and
intimidate us. I'm not speaking just about myself, I'm speaking generally.
I'm not speaking for my own house, I'm speaking for all the houses here.
They're excavating soil from the lake, specifically that crusher. I've listed all
the crushers in the petition. "All the crushers have excavated beyond the
depth permitted by the government. A single visit to the site would make it
clear to you. "Now it's up to you to take action. I've kept a copy of this
petition. "I expect a solution within a month or two. If we don't get a

resolution beyond that, we'll have no choice but to take our case elsewhere.



That's all, thank you. "He neither expressed support for nor opposition to

the quarry.

S. Thiru.Gnana Prakasam, Former Village Council President,

Kundiyanthandalam,

He stated, "Due to the presence of numerous stone quarries in our village,
they are preparing to grant permission for two or three more quarries. As I
mentioned earlier, I visited the AGR crusher this morning. The canal leading
to Padur is not well-maintained. Since the owner was not available, I spoke
with the manager and informed him about the issue. He said to come back
when you have time. "I pointed out to him that every time I visit, the
response is always that the JCB and Hitachi machines are not available. "He
asked me to speak to the owner on the phone. "During our conversation, he
mentioned that they had previously excavated and cleared a significant
amount of soil and were willing to do the same this time, clearing and
cleaning up as much soil as required. "The AGR crusher sources its debris
from local areas, and the water supply to the site comes from the ERI canal,
which is fed from Mamandoor. "The contract for that has been awarded and
the work has been completed through tender. However, they have left the
site uncleared. "When I informed the company about it, they promised to
complete the work within two days and invited me to visit with a few others.
"Although the quarry is at a considerable distance from our village and
doesn't directly impact us, Thambi Raja has made significant contributions
to our village, investing around 7 crore rupees in various projects, including
cement roads, tar roads, and pond construction. These efforts have yielded
numerous benefits for our community. "I'm not inclined to generalize about
all quarries based on the actions of one. Hence, I respectfully request that
all parties involved consider granting permission for this quarry, taking into
account the specific circumstances. "He expressed his gratitude and

concluded his speech by supporting the establishment of the quarry.

6.The People, Kundiyanthandalam Village,

One of the public members came forward and the former Panchayat

president spoke about the AGR crusher. But how could a road be built right
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through the middle of a lake, encroaching on it, with a Panchayat resolution
passed? Who gave the authority to construct a road in a water catchment

area?.

(In the meantime, the District Environmental Engineer requested that they

provide their opinion solely regarding this quarry.)
The public replied that they were only discussing their village's issues.

(The District Environmental Engineer requested that it be submitted in the

form of a petition/application.)

The public replied that they had already submitted a petition and no action
had been taken, and that they had also approached the Green Tribunal, but

still, no action had been taken.

(The District Environmental Engineer requested that you submit your views
in the form of a petition to us and asked that only quarry-related comments
be shared through the microphone at this time, leading to a minor

commotion in the crowd.)

(Later, the Revenue Divisional Officer (RDO) addressed the public, saying,
'We have come to know through your representations that there are many
quarries in your area, each with its own set of problems. Some quarry
owners may have encroached on lakes, while others may have constructed
roads through canals, as evident from your statements. We request that you
submit these complaints in the form of a petition, and we will send the
Tahsildar to conduct an inspection and take necessary action." He further
stated that the current discussion is only about the proposed new quarry
and requested that people limit their comments to this specific issue. Given
the need to provide an opportunity to everyone, the RDO asked that

comments be kept concise and clear.")

The public responded by saying that they have no objections to the quarry
coming up. '
(The District Environmental Engineer reminded the attendees that their

comments were being video recorded and asked them to keep their remarks
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focused on the quarry issue at hand, cautioning that emotional outbursts
might be misconstrued as comments on the quarry. The meeting proceeded
thereafter.)

7. Thiru. Surya, Kundiyanthandalam Village.

He stated, "Greetings to everyone present here. Do we all know why we're
here? We're not here just for the 500 rupees. We need to understand what's
happening here, what problems we're facing, and what's going well. We
shouldn't just take the 500 rupees and leave. There are both good and bad

aspects to consider. First, we need to think about these things."

(At this point, the District Environmental Engineer intervened, and
reminded everyone to focus on the project-related matters only and avoid

discussing unrelated topics, as the entire discussion was being recorded.)

"I've been working at this quarry since 2019 and left only because I found
another job. Currently, there are about 10 quarries near our village. They
claimed to be giving employment to 21 people, but not a single person from
our village is employed there. Even if we go and talk to them, we don't get a

proper response, and they don't even show respect.

They set up a quarry in our village, but when we try to talk to them about
our concerns, they don't listen. The dust from the quarry affects the school
children who pass by. They should water the road at least twice a week to
reduce the dust, but they don't. The never sprinkling water to reduce the
dust. We've submitted petitions about these issues, but we never get a
response. The roads become muddy and slippery during the rains, making it
hard for us to travel. Even if you can't repair the road, consider taking a
different route. This road is essential for emergency services, as it's the path

to the government hospital, and its current state is not suitable.

How will we reach the government hospital? Raja said that during childbirth
emergencies, we have to take that route. If anything happens on the way,
who will be accountable?"Who suffers? Do they suffer, or do we, the people
who travel, suffer? We don't have a proper route for emergencies in our

village because they've dug up the road. Do you think you should be making
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a profit by doing quarry in our village. Why can't we make a living as well?.
We're not asking for your property; all we're asking for is a path/road. We
shouldn't have any problem. School children can't even go to school. There's
a lot of dust coming from the lorries. My aunty in our family had an accident
that left her without a leg. Her name is Tamil Selvi. You can ask anyone.
Later, a man from Mamanthoor had an accident that resulted in the loss of
a toe. The Lorries are coming at such high speed. I have no conﬁplaint
against this particular quarry. There's an AGR quarry, and the owner is

behaving very badly.

(The District Environmental Engineer again requested that comments be

limited to this quarry project alone.)

This is our chance to speak up. We can only express all our concerns here.
The quarries are polluting our environment, the roads are bad, and school
kids can't even go to school due to the speeding Lorries. How can we travel

in emergency issue with all this?"

(The District Environmental Engineer asked him to summarize his

comments).

We're sharing our problems. We're facing a lot of hardship. Our relative, My
aunt has lost her leg. Ask our leader about her — her name is Tamilselvi. She
works in the mid-day meal program. Imagine how I feel. She has a daughter
and a son; imagine how they feel. This quarry isn't a problem for us; it's far
away. We wouldn't bother about anything if the road to our village was
decent. We need a good road to get to the government hospital. Water
should be sprinkled on the Road twice a week. You don't even sprinkle
water. We don't even know what you're doing. How can we submit a petition

saying that dust is being generated?

(The District Environmental Engineer reiterated that comments should be
limited to the proposed Gugan Mines project and that general concerns

could be submitted at the office.).

I've submitted a petition, but if there's no response, what should I do,

madam?.



(The Revenue Division Officer informed that, As I mentioned earlier, since
there are many quarries in your village, individual petitions can be
submitted at the Revenue Divisional Office, Tahsildar's Office, or District

Collector's Office,"

“There’s a person named Nithi in our village; he's my uncle. He requested

work operating a compressor, but they gave the job to someone else."

(The District Environmental Engineer requested that comments be limited to

the project at hand.)

We haven't said anything about this quarry. I worked with this company in
2019. Our village youth should be given jobs. If my uncle Nithi goes to ask

for work and if they don't give it to him, we'll submit a petition.

8. Tmt.Sulochana, Kundiyanthandalam Village.

She stated, "My first greetings to the Revenue Division Officer and Gugan

Mines.

They usually tell us to speak briefly. Now they're asking us to talk only
about this quarry. Is this the only quarry that's going to operate? Aren't the
existing quarries already functioning? Don't they all cause problems? When

one comes, do we only talk about that one?

When they say we need to speak briefly, it means the public and the
environment shouldn't be harmed. There should be pollution control. The
revenue is getting concentrated in one person's hands. The benefits should
reach the poor and marginalized people, not just the big players. Those who
ask us to speak briefly like this should also protect the people. If someone
falls and dies, will you just stand there and watch, or will you lift them up?
If someone dies in the next quarry, won't you run away from this quarry
too? Will you stop others from living? That's why it affects everyone in every
way. We can't even go to the hospital. The roads are blocked, and they're
laying roads across the lake. It's the same with women's rights. Everyone
here is educated, including the women. Can't one of them speak up about
women's rights? No one is speaking up. I've studied MA Economics at

Cheyyar College. There are people here who understand and those who
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don't. Why do we have to go to the council and speak? Why do we have to
ask? As you said, it should be done briefly without harming anyone, and the
income shouldn't accumulate in the hands of a few individuals. When we
ask for our share, you should be willing to listen without any ego or bias. If
you dig a pit and leave it today, and someone falls into it and dies, won't
you, as the authority, be affected too? So, with gratitude to those who gave
me the opportunity to speak, I conclude. As you said, it should be done
briefly without harnﬁng anyone, and the income shouldn't accumulate in
the hands of a few individuals. When we ask for our share, it should be done
without ego or bias, and you should be willing to listen. If you dig a pit and
leave it today, and someone falls into it and dies, would you, as the
authority, just stand by and watch? It would affect you too, wouldn't it?

With that, I thank those who gave me the opportunity to speak.

9. Thiru.Kumaresan, Kundiyanthandalam Village,

He stated, " Think about whether this Gugan quarry will bring development
or decline to our village. They held public hearings for this quarry and ten
others before it. Did they fulfill any of their promises? Did they implement
anything based on the petitions submitted by the people? Nothing has been
done. This quarry won't benefit us at all. It'll be a downfall for us; we don't
want this quarry. Our drinking water has been contaminated. Children from
kindergarten to fifth grade are eating food mixed with dust and stones.
Nobody waters the roads, and they don't even cover the trucks with
tarpaulin. All this pollution is affecting the children. Many farmers, elderly
people, and pregnant women are suffering, because of this. We have to
travel three kilometers from our village to reach the government hospital.
Now, all the roads have become quarry roads, making it hard for us to get to
the hospital. When the ambulance comes, it can only pass if the lorries give
way, and they come in a continuous stream of 50. How are we supposed to
live our lives? They said they'd take action against AGR Crusher after we
filed a petition. I came straight to you with the petition and explained the
issues with the lake, mentioning my affiliation with Naam Tamilar Katchi.
You asked me to wait and said you'd send the Tahsildar and Village

Administrative Officer the next day, but that was it. Despite all the
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discussions, no action has been taken. We need a hospital and
environmental protection for our people. Please fulfill those needs. Even if
you don't want to stop the quarry, you won't listen to us. Your goal is to
establish the quarry no matter what. At least provide the healthcare our

people need.

(Later, the District Environment Engineer said that those who wish to

submit their opinions can do so in the form of a petition.)

They've allocated ten crore rupees for this project, claiming to have a plan.
However, in our village, the road in Mudaliar Street remains in poor
condition, while other roads have been repaired. Can you please request the
government to issue an order to fix this road? The tar road is being built,
but our lake hasn't been desilted yet. They're desilting other lakes and
ponds, but ours is being neglected. Meanwhile, they're extracting mineral
resources and encroaching on water resources. The tar road is in poor
condition, and 280 acres of farmland are being affected. I request that the
lake be desilted.

10. Thiru.Laxmanan, Ward Member, Kundiyanthandalam Village,

He stated, "We have no objections to the establishment of the Gugan quarry.
Permission can be liberally granted to the Gugan quarry." He concluded his

speech by expressing his support for the quarry's establishment.

11.Thiru.Elangovan, KundiyanthandalamVillage.

He stated, "The Gugan quarry won't cause us any harm, so
permission can be liberally granted." He concluded his speech by expressing

his support for the quarry's establishment.

12.Tmt. Amutha, Kundiyanthandalam Village.

She stated, "In our village, most people were engaged in agriculture. The
Mudaliars owned all the land and cultivated it. Women went to work to
support their families. We used to go out daily for daily wages and work.
Now they sold off their land for money. Everyone mékes money by running

stone quarries. So, there's no benefit to us. Women don't have any income.

They didn't give our children jobs in the stone quarry. How are we supposed

to make a living? How are we supposed to support our families?

They receive aid from the Panchayat and support their families. They say
they're doing this, they're doing that. What will we do for our household
expenses. The children are roaming around because when they ask for
work, they're told they won't be given any. The Chief Minister announced a
scheme where 31000 is given for a ration card. The quarry’s operation can
provide livelihood opportunities for a significant number of people. However,
if all the owners decide to give 31000 to women every month without fail,
then we agree to let the stone quarry operate. If their demands aren't met,
then we will plan to take collective action by signing a petition and
conducting a protest against the quarry. This demand must be fulfilled. Our
families need to survive. There's no way for the family to survive. The men
going and earning ¥100 or %200, bring it back, and spend it all on liquor,
then just lie around." They don't take care of the family. We're the women
who taking care of the family. Please find a solution for us and then give us
permission, sir. Please forgive us if we have spoken out of turn. Please find a
solution for us. If we miss this opportunity, we won't be able to meet you
individually and request permission. All the quarry owners should answer

for this.

13.Thiru. Kumaresan, Kundiyanthandalam Village.

He expressed his opinion for the second time and stated that, the
reason some aren't taking action is that some people from the village go and
take money from the quarry owners. They say 'this is my village, give me a
little more money, even if it's just ten rupees extra.' They are looking after
the work that provides for their livelihood. All sorts of malpractices like this
are happening. They say, 'I've already given you the money. Now, it doesn't
matter whether we look after your village or not. But many specific people
suffer, while those who earn and plunder are just a few. Listen to this as

well,' he said.
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14.Thiru. Nithi, Kundiyanthandalam Village.

He stated, “I'm a driver. The arrival of this stone quarry will not affect our

village at all. Permission can be granted for this quarry and concluded his

speech by expressing his support for the proposed quarry.”
