MINUTES OF THE PUBLIC HEARING MEETING FOR OBTAINING
EVIRONMENTAL CLEARANCE FROM STATE ENVIRONMENT IMPACT
ASSESSMENT AUTHORITY (SEIAA) - TAMIL NADU FOR THE PROPOSED
ROUGH STONE AND GRAVEL QUARRY OF M/S. JCK MINES OVER AN
EXTENT OF 7.44.0 HECTARE LOCATED IN S.F. NOs. 98/2, 98/3, 98/4,
98/7, 100/1, 100/2, 101/2, 101/3. 101/4, 105/1, 105/3, 105/7,
105/8 AND 105/11 OF MELNARMA VILLAGE, CHEYYAR TALUK &
TIRUVANNAMALAI DISTRICT, CONDUCTED ON 01.08.2025 AT 11:00

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer (Full
» Additional Charge), Cheyyar who presided over the public hearing meeting,
other Government officials, the public & the NGOs on behalf of the TNPC
Board and explained the need for conduction of Public Hearing as a
requisite for issue of Environmental Clearance for the proposed Rough stone

& gravel quarry as follows:

“The public hearing meeting is being conducted for the proposed

project of M/s. JCK Mines over an extent of 7.44.0 hectare in Melnarma
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Village, Cheyyar Taluk, Tiruvannamalai District for obtaining prior
Environmental Clearance from the State Environment Impact Assessment
Authority (SEIAA) as per the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification
2006.

As per EIA Notification 2006 and its subsequent amendments, the
mining projects (Individual or Cluster) having extent above 5 hectare
requires prior Environmental Clearance from the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority. This public hearing meeting will be recorded and
submitted in the form of audio and video to the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority. Accordingly, the public notices for this public hearing
were published in dailies of “The New Indian Express” (English) & “Daily
Thanthi” (Tamil) on 16.07.2025 with the approval of the District Collector,
Tiruvannamalai for the proposed Rough stone and gravel quarry of M/s.
JCK Mines which is to be conducted at M/s. Sri Pugazh Aadhavan Mahal on
01.08.2025 @ 11.00 AM.”

The District Environmental Engineer further stated that “The project
proponent will explain the proposed quarry project and its Environmental
Impact Assessment Study report details through power point presentation.
Following the presentation, the general public and NGOs can express their
views, suggestions and comments on the said project one by one either in
oral or in written format during when the public should start by stating their
name and their village name. The opinions & suggestions of the public &
environmentalists will be recorded and submitted to the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority. Thereafter, the authority will consider the
issue of Environmental Clearance to this proposed quarry. The Revenue
Divisional Officer, Cheyyar will inaugurate the public hearing meeting
thereafter the project proponent will explain the Environmental Impact

Assessment Study report.”

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar requested the project
proponent to explain about the proposed Rough stone and gravel quarry and
the Environmental Impact Assessment study conducted by them to the

public in detail and addressed the general public to mention their name and



their village name before expressing their views, suggestions and comments

on the said project.

On behalf of the project proponent, Thiru. G. Bala Subramani,
Coordinator, M/s. Global Mining Solutions, Salem (Consultant for the
proposed rough stone quarry of M/s. JCK Mines) explained the details of the
project and the Environmental Impact Assessment stuély conducted by them

through power point presentation.

Subsequently, the Revenue Divisional Officer, Cheyyar requested the
public to express their views/suggestions/comments in oral or written

statements one by one.

The following are the views/suggestions/comments represented by the

public:

1. Thiru. Sathish, Melnarma Village.

He stated that, "We have no objections to this quarry getting
established here. It will give employment opportunities for everyone. Earlier,
we used to go elsewhere for work, and so if the quarry is coming nearby,
then it will be easier for us to commute from home. We have no objections to
this quarry coming here." and concluded his speech by expressing his

support for the proposed quarry.

2. Thiru. Vinoth Kumar, Paiyur Panchavat.

He said, “We have no objections to this quarry getting established
here. If this quarry comes, 50 families will survive in our village.
Employment will be provided. We have no problem to this quarry coming
here. There is no harm to the environment. I have no objection to this

quarry coming here” and concluded his speech by expressing his support.

3. Tmt. Banupriya Jeyaraman, Paiyur Village.

She addressed “I have no issues with the establishment of this quarry.
Our village lacks adequate bus facilities, which makes it difficult for our

villagers to commute to work elsewhere. Therefore, 1 request the



management to provide maximum employment opportunities to the people

of Paiyur Panchayat” and concluded by supporting the proposed quarry.

4. Thiru. Sunantha Reddy, Environmentalist:

He stated that, "My best wishes to management and of the same time
to the villagers. I am the first Environmentalist to support the Industrial
developers. In my opinion, unemployment is the first pollution to the
country. In India, around 5 to 6 lakh jobs are being provided by the Central
Government and all the State Governments included. Every year one crore
people are coming out for employment. 95 Lakhs people depend only on
Industrial sector for providing direct employment. 1 recommend

unconditional approval for this proposed rough stone & gravel quarry.”

“Planting of trees has been recommended in this scheme. 1
recommend planting of fruit bearing and medicinal plants. Also, Rain water
harvesting is important. I also request to provide Rain water harvesting
facilities so as to improve the groundwater in this area. Give priority to
employment opportunities for the local people. I request you to provide skill
development to the youth with the help of the government. I recommend to
organize a skill development project for unemployed youth from your CSR

funds.”

“Finally, I recommend the committee members to give unconditional
approval to this Quarry” and concluded his speech by expressing approval
for the quarry project.

5. Thiru. Sathish, Environmentalist:

He said that, "I respect your sentiments, customs, culture, and
traditions, and I acknowledge your noble thoughts. I accept your justified
concerns and issues with a unified mindset. To address your problems
immediately, I humbly request the high-level government officials to create
sustainable development and provide immediate employment opportunities.
I request that permanent housing be provided to the nearby villages. I also
request the environmental protection authorities to ensure this village

remains environmentally sound and green. I urge the rightful owners to
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plant and conserve trees. Let the trees be planted and be protected. I
humbly request the high-level Government officials to grant environmental
clearance without imposing any restrictions to the proponent." and

concluded by supporting this proposed quarry.

6.Thiru. Muni Krishnan, NGO, Tirupati:

He stated that, “Today I am happy to participate in this meeting
because no controversial matter has been raised in this meeting. Wherever
this type of industry is started, some pollution will create and I request the
proponent to do some environmental development activity in this
surrounding village. First, drinking water is the major problem. So, I request
the proponent to arrange safe drinking water tank in the surrounding
villages. Next Green Belt development, that is very important. The Air
pollution from the industry will be attenuated only by the trees. So, plant at
least 3000 to 4000 saplings in the surrounding villages and Government
lands. Third is education development. By providing educational books and
playgrounds to the schools may develop education. Fourth is Industry
income. It is very important to the development of the country. So, I request
the Government to give Environmental clearance to this Industry.” and

concluded his speech by expressing his support for the establishment of the

quarry.

7. Thiru. Venkat Subbaih, NGO:

He stated that, "This project is proposed because industrial
development is necessary. I request to provide job opportunities to the
unemployment youth in the affected villages. A medical camp should be
organized once in every three months in the villages. Requesting the
management to involve the people of the surrounding villages and address
their problems. I request the M/s. JCK Mines to be issued with
Environmental Clearance from Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board and
Ministry of Environment Forest and Climate Change" and he concluded by

expressing support for the proposed quarry’s establishment.



8. Thiru. Akkalaya, NGO:

He requested the proponent of JCK mines to provide Green belt and
libraries to the villages and supported the project by requesting the
Government to issue Environmental Clearance. Finally, he concluded by

expressing support for the quarry's establishment.

9. Thiru. Subramaniam, Andhra Pradesh:

He said, "Rough Stone and Gravel are most important materials in
construction and infrastructure sector. That’s why I request the Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board for early issue of Environmental Clearance to this

project as early as possible.”

10.Thiru. Janame Jeyam, Paiyur Village:

He said, “It will be better and more beneficial for us if this JCK quarry
gets established here. We have no objection to this quarry coming here.” He

concluded by expressing support for the quarry establishment.

11.Thiru. Krishnamoorthy, Paiyur Village:

He said, "We will not be affected by the establishment of this quarry. I
request you to provide employment to the village people.” He concluded by

expressing support for the quarry's presence.

12.Thiru. G. Annadurai, Thuraiyur Village:

He said, "There's no problem with this quarry coming here; it's
beneficial in every way.” He concluded by expressing support for the

quarry's establishment.

13.Thiru. Subburaiyan, Tirupati:

He said, "I request to provide purified drinking water to nearby villages
and books shall be given to school children.” Additionally, he emphasized
that trees should be planted. He concluded by expressing support for the

quarry's establishment.



14.Thiru. Prakash, Ranipet:

He said, "Water is crucial," and expressed opposition to illegal mining
of sand. As he was making irrelevant comments not pertaining to this
proposed quarry subject, the District Environmental Engineer requested
that he confine his comments to the project at hand. However, he neither
expressed support for the project nor any objection to the project and didn't

post any further comment.

15.Thiru. Arumugam, Paiyur Village:

He said, "If M-Sand factory comes near our village, construction work
can be done easily. If this quarry comes here, then we will get jobs as drivers
and helpers and thus 50 families will survive.” He concluded by expressing

support for the quarry's presence.
