At the outset, District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Vaniyambadi has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, other
Government 6fficia|s, NGOs, Environmentalists and all the Public present in the
public hearing meeting. He briefed the project proposal of Rough Stone Quarry
proposed at Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk and Tirupathur District explaining
that the above projects falls under the ‘B1’ Category under Sche'dule 1A of
Environment Impact Assessment (EIA) vide Notification No. S.O 1533 dated
14.09.2006 issued by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change as
they forms a cluster of more than 5 Hectares area and therefore it is necessary to
conduct public hearing meeting to obtain Environmental Clearance for the 06 quarry
projects from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA),
Chennai.

Then DEE, TNPCB requested the Sub-Divisional Magistrate/Revenue
Divisional officer, Vaniyambadi to preside over and conduct the public hearing
meeting. RDO welcomed all and has informed that she was deputed by the District
Collector, Tirupathur District to preside over the meeting on behalf of the District



administration and explained the procedure to be adopted during the meeting and

commenced the meeting.

. Subsequently, District Environmental Engineer, Vaniyambadi, Tirupathur District has
requested the project consultant to present the proposed project details one by one
and requested the public & NGOs and others gathered in the meeting Hall to give

their opinion, concerns, clarification after the presentation.

Technical Presentation, M.Vijayaragavan, Environmental Consultant,

GeoTechnical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri

The Project Consultant, Geo Technical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri on behalf
of Project proponent of the quarry has presented the details of the project of M/s R
Janardhanan Rough Stone Quarry through power point presentation.
He explained that stone quarry of M/s R Janardhanan Rough Stone Quarry at
SF No 419 (PART - 9) at an extent of 0.80.0 Hectare of Vinnamangalam Village,
Ambur Taluk, Tirupathur District. He also informed that Press release for the public
hearing meeting to this quarry was already published in Daily English and Tamil
Newspapers (‘Times of India” and “Dhinakaran” respectively) was published on
07.06.2025after getting the approval of the District Collector, Tirupathur for
conducting public hearing meeting on 11.07.2025 at 11.00 am. He also detailed the
impact on Environment due to the project and Environment manage plan,

requirement of man power, etc.,

After completion of the presentation, District Environmental Engineer has
requested the public to introduce themselves with their namé and village before
speaking to express their suggestions, concerns and clarifications about this project
and also assured that their views will be recorded both Audio & video and will be
submitted to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai

for further consideration for the issue of Environmental clearance.



Thiru. Vadivel Subramanium, Tamil Nadu Farmer's Protection

Movement

He says that,

“Public has not received any advertisement regarding the public hearing
meeting regarding the proposed quarry projects and there are aiready 6
quarries are operating in the same area, there is no need for the government
to permit new quarries. Operation of the quarries will severely affect local
biodiversity and environment in the vicinity.

Quarries require heavy investments but it's generating very few employment
opportunities for the local people.Quarry operations lead to the depletlon of

groundwater resources.

- There are already 06 quarries in operation in this area. From the roads, one

can clearly see that massive amounts of mineral resources have already been

" extracted. Establishing new qu'arries would require the destruction of
** thousands of trees and there is no Justification from the government.

- This new project claims to reduce noise pollution, planting of trees and

protection against water depletion. However, dust from those stone quarries
has destroyed farmlands and even livestock are unable to drink the water.
There is a protected forest which is 1.34 km away from the proposed quarry.
A quarry being very close to protected ecosystems will cause environmental
degradation. Additionally, schools and government offices are located nearby
the pyrop'osed quarry.

Quarry operations will affect the water, air and the surrounding ehviﬂronment.

- So, we cannot permit the proposed quarry to be established on my fand ”.

Thiru. Gowtham, Vinnamangalam:

He says that,

“‘Below the proposed M/s.Janarthanan quarry site, 4.5 acres of agricultural
land still remains green and fertile. Furthermbre, even after paddy was
harvested, no form of pollution was detected.

In slides 13 and 16 of the stone quarry project presentation, it has been stated
that the green belt area will be expanded. Designated officials should monitor



the development of the green belt in / around the stone quarry and suggestion
may give for improvements. The quarried material is used for laying road and
house construction.

The minerals obtained from the stone quarry are used for construction of
roads and houses. As there are no adverse impacts, we welcome the quarry

project ”.

Thiru. Muthukrishnan, Vaniyambadi (Coordinator, Naam Tamilar

Katchi)

He says that,

* There have been no public protests in support of establishing a stone quarry
and there is no advertisement made and conveyed no information about the
stone quarry to the public.

The operation of the quarry generates dust which causes respiratory
problems, Quarry -operations are leading to the destruction of natural
environment.

News, advertisements, and posters have not reached the public about the
public hearing meeting on newly proposed quarries. People have cpposed the
proposed quarry.

The quarry that is currently operating will meet today’'s needs and may
become exhausted and unavailable for future generations. In reality, the
quarry functioning in our village does not provide any meaningful benefit to

us .

Thiru. Pon Mohan, Vinnamangalam

He says that,

“ My land is located nearer to the quarry and the dust emissions from the
quarry is affecting my farmland. Government should provide relief for my land
and water is being sprayed on. the village roads (roads used by quarry
vehicles) three times a day by quarry owners. However dust generated by
quarry operations is affecting agriculture.

If the quarry operates in this area, compensation must be provided to the
affected formers. Around the quarry, there are mango and tamarind groves

spread across 10 acres. The quarry owners have provided the full funding for



laying both the tar road and the panchayat road located within the
Vinnamangalam Panchayat.

» There are orchards spread across 10 acres surrounding the quarry.The
proposed quarry area trees should be planted and maintained in advance and
only then permission should be granted for quarry operations. Lorries/Trucks
were not operated from quarries during school hours and water is being
sprayed on the roads three times a day used by them. Therefore, the quarry

causes no harm to us’.

Thiru. Murali &Thiru. Manikandan, Vinnamangalam (Kattukollai)

He says that,

. “He has 07 acres of land near the proposed quarry site. They are planted and
maintained mango, coconut, and palm groves nearby the quarry. At the jelly
factory, water is being sprayed and compound walls are constructed to

prevent dust emission generated during the operation of the quarry.

.;,7, Trucks/lorries are not operated by the quarries during 8 — 9 am in the morning
session so as to avoid accidents of the children during school time and water
is being sprayed on roads to prevent dust emission.

« The required amenities for our panchayat are being provided by quarry
owners. There is no negative impact from the upcoming proposed quarry
projects”.

Thiru.Vijayaprabakaran, Vinnamangalam

He says that,

« “The noise due to blasting from the existing quarries is audible in our village.
and we don’t have the access to potable water from the existing and proposed
quarries.

 Hence, there is no need for new proposed stone quarry in our village”.

Thiru. R.K. Tamil, Kennadikuppam

He says that,

« “Books were distributed to the school students by the owners of the quarry
and water is being sprayed twice in daytime on the roads. (Morning and
evening) so as to prevent dust emission.

+ I 'support for the establishment of the quarry”.
