At the outset, District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Vaniyambadi has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, other
Government officials, NGOs, Environmentalists and all the Public present in the
public hearing meeting. He briefed the project proposal of Rough Stone Quarry
proposed at Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk | Tirupathur District explaining
that the above projects falls under the ‘B1’ Category under Schedule 1A of
Environment Impact Assessment (EIA) vide Notification No. S.O 1533 dated
14.09.2006 issued by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change as
they forms a cluster of more than 5 Hectares area and therefore it is necessary to
conduct public hearing meeting to obtain Environmental Clearance for the quarry

project from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai.

Then DEE, TNPCB requested the Sub-Divisional Magistrate/Revenue
Divisional officer, Vaniyambadi to preside over and conduct the public hearing
meeting. RDO welcomed all and has informed that she was deputed by the District

Collector, Tirupathur District to preside over the meeting on behalf of the District
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administration and explained the procedure to be adopted during the meeting and

commenced the meeting.

Subsequently, District Environmental Engineer, Vaniyambadi, Tirupathur
District has requested the project consultant to present the proposed project details
one by one and requested the public & NGOs and others gathered in the meeting

Hall to give their opinion, concerns, clarification after the presentation.

Technical Presentation, M.Vijayaragavan, Environmental Consultant,

GeoTechnical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri

The Project Consultant, Geo Technical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri on behalf
of Project proponent of the quarry has presented the details of the project of M/s R

Janardhanan Rough Stone Quarry through power point presentation.

He explained that stone quarry of by M/s B.Karthik Rough Stone Quarry at
S.F No.419 (PART — 10) at an extent of 1.00.0 Hectare of Vinnamangalam Village,
Ambur Taluk, Tirupathur District. He also informed that Press release for the public
hearing meeting to this quarry was already published in Daily English and Tamil
Newspapers (“Times of India” and “Dhinamalar’ respectively) was published on
07.06.2025after getting the approval of the District Collector, Tirupathur for
conducting public hearing meeting on 11.07.2025 at 11.45 am. He also detailed the
impact' on Environment due to the project and Environment manage plan,

requirement of man power, etc.,

After completion of the presentation, District Environmental Engineer has
requested the public to introduce themselves with their name and village before
speaking to express their suggestions, concerns and clarifications about this project
and also assured that their views will be recorded both Audio & video and will be
submitted to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai

for further consideration for the issue of Environmental clearance.



Mr. Mugilan, Seanimalai, Environmental Protection Movement

He says that,

‘M/s.Janardhanan Quarry is located at Survey No. 419 (Part-9) in
Vinn'amangalam Village, Ambur Taluk, Tirupathur District

M/s B.Karthick Quarry is located at Survey No. 419 (Part-10) in Vinnamangalam
Village, Ambur Taluk, Tirupathur District and the above two proposed quarries
operations will cause air, soil, noise, and biodiversity pollution. As per the Rules,
there should be no residences located within 300 meters of any quarry. However,
Google maps shows about 50 houses are located within 250 meters from both

the proposed quarries as below,

o In Survey No. 429, houses are located within 292 m.

o In Survey No. 422, houses are located within 280 m.

o In Survey No. 421, 03 Houses are located within 295 m.

o In Survey No. 445, 01 House is located within 295 m.

o A Panchayat water tank is also located 500 m away from the

quarry.
Fu"rther houses are found within 93 meter from the proposed stone quarry of
M/s.B.Karthick Quarry. Hence permission should not be granted the quarry.
M/s.Janardhanan Quarry also violates the environmental regulation and the
proposed quarry has not followed the rules and regulation as stipulated in the
State and Central Government issued. Hence permission should not be granted

for the quarry”.

Mr. Arul Seenivasan, Kattukollai:

He says that,

e “There are no houses located within 93 meters from the proposed quarry and
prior permission was granted to the quarries in accordance with legal
regulations.

» Public consultations are good initiative and if affected by the quarry activity,
relief must be provided to the affected people.The government is aware that

quarry operation causes impacts. If rules are not followed, damages will



happen.Just as compensation was given to farmers for damage caused by

poliuted water in rivers, compensation should be provided for quarry impacts”.
