The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai, on behalf of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board
welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Tiruvannamalai who presided the
public Hearing meeting, the Government officials, the public & the NGOs
and explained the need of the Public Hearing for obtaining Environmental

Clearance for the proposed Rough stone quarry as follows:




“The public hearing meeting is being conducted for the proposed
project of M/s. A. Krishnamoorthy Rough stone Quarry over an extent of
2.50.0 hectares in Iyangunam Village, Kilpennathur Taluk, Tiruvannamalai
District for obtaining prior Environmental Clearance from the State
Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA)as per th¢ Environmental

Impact Assessment Notification 2006.”

As per EIA Notification 2006, the mining projects (Individual or
Cluster) having extent above 5 hectares requires prior Environmental
Clearance from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority. This
public hearing meeting will be recorded and submitted in the form of audio
and video to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority.
Accordingly, the public notice for this public hearing was published in
dailies of “The New Indian Express” (English) & “Dinamalar” (Tamil) on
16.04.2025 with the approval of the District Collector, Tiruvannamalai for
the proposed Rough stone quarry of M/s. A. Krishnamoorthy which is to be
conducted at M/s. Kasthuri Azhwar Thirumana Mandabam on 22.05.2025 @
1.00 PM.

The District Environmental Engineer further stated that the proposed
quarry project and its Environmental Impact Assessment Study report
details will be explained through power point presentation by the project
proponent. Following the presentation, the public and NGOs can express
their views, suggestions, and comments one by one either in oral or in
written format on the said project. The opinions & suggestions of the public
& NGOs will be recorded and submitted to the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority. Thereafter, the Authority will decide on the issue of

Environmental Clearance to this proposed quarry.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruvannamalai requested the project proponent to explain about the
proposed rough stone & gravel quarry and the Environmental Impact

Assessment study conducted by them to the public in detail.



On behalf of the project proponent, Tmt. K. Abirami, Coordinator,
M/s. Global Mining Solutions, Salem (Consultant for the proposed rough
stone quarry of M/s. A. Krishnamoorthy) explained the details of the project
and the Environmental Impact Assessment study conducted by them

through power point presentation.

Then the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Tiruvannamalai requested the public to express their
views/suggestions/comments in oral or written statement one by one and
instructed the participants to provide their name and address before sharing
their feedback, ahd to do so one by one, to ensure an orderly & transparent

process.

The following are the views/suggestions/comments represented by the

public.

1. Mrs.L. Velankanni Lawrence, Somasipadi Village

She greeted everyone and said, "I've heard that the project proponent
provides Blue metal aggregate and M-sand at affordable prices to the
surrounding people and also supports education and spiritual activities and
'requested to grant permission to the quarry since the quarry is being
beneficial to the surrounding people." Thus, she concluded her speech by

supporting the establishment of the proposed quarry.

2. Mr. Paavaadai, Somasipadi Village.

He said, "Mr. Krishnamoorthy has done lot of good deeds for us” and

concluded his speech.

3. Mr. Subramani, Iyangunam Village.

He stated that, “The proponent has done numerous help to the
villagers of [yangunam and also planted tree saplings around the hill," and

concluded his speech.



4. Mr. Sathish S/o. Radhakrishnan, Vatraputhur Village.

He said, "We believe that Mr. Krishnamoorthy Arumugam will
implement numerous projects in Vadrapputhur and Iyangunam panchayats.
