At the outset, District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Vaniyambadi has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, other
Government officials, NGOs, Environmentalists and all the Public present in the
public hearing meeting. He briefed the project proposal of Rough Stone Quarry
proposed at Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk ,Tirupathur District explaining
that the above projects falls under the ‘B1’ Category under Schedule 1A of
Environment Impact Assessment (EIA) vide Notification No. S.0 1533 dated
14.09.2006 issued by the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change as
they forms a c‘Iuster of more than 5 Hectares area and therefore it is necessary to
conduct public hearing meeting to obtain Environmental Clearance for the quarry
project from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai.

Then DEE, TNPCB requested the Sub-Divisional Magistrate/Revenue
Divisional officer, Vaniyambadi to preside over and conduct the public hearing
meeting. RDO welcomed all and has informed that she was deputed by the District
Collector, Tirupathur District to preside over the meeting on behalf of the District



administration and explained the procedure to be adopted during the meeting and

commenced the meeting.

Subsequently, District Environmental Engineer, Vaniyambadi, Tirupathur District has
requested the project consultant to present the proposed project details one by one
and requested the public & NGOs and others gathered in the meeting Hall to give

their opinion, concerns, clarification after the presentation.

Technical Presentation, M.Vijayaragavan, Environmental Consultant,

GeoTechnical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri

The Project Consultant, Geo Technical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri on behalf
of Project proponent of the quarry has presented the details of the project of M/s R

Janardhanan Rough Stone Quarry through power point presentation.

He explained that stone quarry of by M/s N.R.Paranthaman Rough Stone
Quarry is proposed at S.F. No. 416/35 (Part-5) over an extent of area of 1.62.0
Hectares at Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk, Tirupathur District. He also
informed that Press release for the public hearing meeting to this quarry was already
published in Daily English and Tamil Newspapers (“New Indian Express” and “The
Hindu” respectively) was published on 07.06.2025 after getting the approval of the
District Collector, Tirupathur for conducting public hearing meeting on 11.07.2025 at
01.15 Pm He also detailed the impact on Environment due to the project and

Envirenment manage plan, requirement of man power, etc.,

After completion of the presentation, District Envircnmental Engineer has
requested the public to introduce themselves with their name and village before
speaking to express their suggestions, concerns and clarifications about this project
and also assured that their views will be recorded both Audio & video and will be
submitted to the State Environment Impact As.sessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai

for further consideration for the issue of Environmental clearance.



Thiru. Radhakrishnan, Tamil Nadu Farmers' Protection Association

He says that,

10 saplings should be planted for every tree cut on Highways. The Officials
claim no archaeological monuments exists but there are some stone
inscriptions and memorial stones in front of the Kattukollai temple. The area
has archaeological significance. The proposed quarry has informed that there
is an employment opportunity for 17 people and it is not enough. Already
there was heavy vehicle movement from the existing quarries and recently a
woman and a school child were died by accident due to lorry traffic and also
informed that roads are already damaged.

Hence he told that he opposes granting permission/NOC for the proposed

quarries at Vinnamangalam village.

Thiru. Vignesh, Naam Tamilar Katchi, Sandroar Kuppam

He séys that,

One of the lorry of the existing quarry crushed a woman to death. Therefore,
"he opposed the upcoming quarry project. As long as “Naam Tamilar Katchi’

party members are there, no quarry will be allowed to establish and if allowed
strong protest will be led by their president Thiru.Seeman.

Thiru.Mugilan,Sennimalai, Environmental Protection Movement

Regarding M/s. Paranthaman stone Quarry he says as below,

“ According to maps the following survey numbers are located within 300
meter radius are as follows
o In Northeast direction at Survey No. 449 a house is located within 200
meter.
o In Northeast direction at Survey No. 447 a house is located within 295
meter.
o In Northeast direction at Survey No. 409 a house is located within 295
metres. |
o In Southwest direction a house is located within 265 m.
o In South direction a house is located within 169 m.



o In South direction a house is located within 297 m.

All the above details are visible on Google Maps.

How can quarries be permitted where houses are already exist?
M/s.Paranthaman Quarry, 400 trees should be planted for 2 acres, However,
none of the 05 existing/06 proposed quarries have developed green belt with
the native species and also no fencing was provided around the proposed
quarry premises.

Sand must be imported from abroad and no new quarries should be allowed.
Further, 15 MT of sand should bé imported to replace 5 MT locally.

Hon'ble Supreme Court order stated that weight limits must be enforced by
the quarry. However, Trucks are carrying 20 tons of stone from the quarry
where only 10 tons are allowed on village roads. Hence action must be taken
against the quarries for violating the rules. Fencing must be provided to
protect people and animals from the quarrying area.

Only controlled (Nanal) blasting should be allowed which has 25-second
interval between consecutive blasts. Quarrying activities will causes severe air
pollution.

lllegal quarries must be penalized. Permits must comrly with law and
violations should result in imprisonment”. Hence i oppose the upcoming

quarry project”.
