District Environmental Engineer:
The District Environmental Engineer in his welcome address on behalf of the

District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed all the
participant to attend the Public Hearing. Also, M/s. T. Ponnusamy Rough Stone and
Gravel Quarry have applied to conduct a Public hearing regarding the quarrying.
According to the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 order, Public
Hearing meeting of Public Hearing opinion for the above project has been made’
mandatory. So the Public Hearing meeting is being held on today's date. In this regard,
an advertisement has already been made in Daily Thandhi on 13.05.2025 and The New
Indian Express on 13.05.2025 in Tamil and English Newspapers and the copies of the
Environmental Impact Assessment Report related to this project were placed for Public
Hearing views at the District Collector's Office, District Industrial Centre and Panchayat
Union Office a month ago. He also informed that the Public Hearing announcement

about the meeting was made through loudspeaker, leaflets and posters on 13.06.2025



in Thennilai and surrounding villages. He also informed that the Draft EIA and Executive
summary report in Tamil and English related to the said project has also been uploaded
on the website of Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board for Public Hearing viewing. Then
asked the District Revenue Officer to preside over the meeting.

District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer, who presided over the address, welcomed the
audience to the Public Hearing. He has informed that Public Hearing meeting for
M/s.T.Ponnusamy Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry is being conducted as per
Government Guidelines. He said that the information related to the project has already
been uploaded on the websites. Then he asked the general Public to express their
views clearly and concisely without any hesitation. He informed that all the opinions of
the Public participating in this meeting will be forwarded to the government without any
discrimination also He said that the project consultants will explain detailed information
about the project to public.

Project Proponent, Global Mining solutions:

He welcomed all Departmental Government officials including District Revenue

Officer and District Environmental Engineer, Press people, Environmentalists and Police
Officers are gathered in the Public Hearing meeting.

well is located at a distance of 300 meters form the proposed quarry site. He raised his
fear that his agricultural activity will get affected due this project. However the issue of
Environmental Clearance may be decided by competent authorities.

23.Mr.N. Indramukhi, Puliyampatti:

He greeted everyone present in the Meeting. He informed that he is residing in

the nearby village depending on agriculture and live-stocks for his livelihood; due to
establishment of the quarry activities he could not tolerate the toxic emissions from the
quarry. He further raised his' concern that there may be a chance of health related
issues for his live-stocks and he also added that significant amount of dust emission
from the quarry gets deposited in the Agricultural lands, which is adversely affecting
both crops and live-stocks. Hence he opposed the project.

24 Mr. R. Gauthaman, Tukkatchi:

He greeted everyone present in the Meeting. He informed that there is no objection

from his side for'the project.



25.Mr, P, Manivel, Puliyampatti:

He informed that the project should not be implemented in his area. Due to the
project the building, thatched houses will get demolished due to the vibration from the
quarry. He also added that his area is already getting worst in landscape. Definitely one
day or other day it may eventually turn into a desert. He also raised a question that what
will be the status of nearby forest area due to this project. The officials should inspect
the ground reality. However the issue of Environmental Clearance may be decided by
competent authorities.

26.Mr. S. Senthilkumar, Pungamarathottam:

He greeted everyone present in the Meeting. He informed that there is no objection
from his side for the project.
27 .Mr. R. Rajesh, Karaithottam:

He greeted everyone present in the Meeting. He informed that there is no objection
from his side for the project.

28.Mr.V.N. Chinnasamy, Velayudhampalayam:

He greeted everyone present in the Meeting. He informed that he is representing
the meeting on behalf of Tamil Nadu farmer’s protection party. He expressed his
concern that most of the participants blindly accepting and welcoming the project
without proper awareness. He stated that he is 78 years old and expressed that recalled
the area was once fertile with crops like, jowar, maize, and finger millet, but now the
entire agricultural activities and live-stocks have been affected due to the quarry
activities. Also already most of the villages have been severally affected. Hence it is
requested that there may not be any further degradation in future. He also informed
that the unit authorities had concealed the existence of a village within 500 meters
radius. He claimed to possess evidence supporting this and stated that he is willing to
submit it before a court of law if required by the competent authorities. He also declared
that he has intention to approach the court in the future if necessary.

29.Mr.Raja, Koonampatti:

He greeted everyone present in the Meeting. He is representing the meeting on
behalf of Tamil Nadu farmer’s protection party. He informed that a bore well and a
pumping station are located close proximity to the proposed site but officials have
concealed these details.There is a stream flowing nearby this site but like this many
critical details have been omitted from the project report. Hence, he opposed the

project.



30.Mr.V.SenthilKumar, Puliyampatti:

He greeted everyone present in the Meeting. He is engaged in farming at
Thennilai West village at S.F.No.426, 656 & 658 and the land will definitely get affected
due to this proposed project. He further mentioned that the public and live-stocks are
experiencing lot of significant inconvenience and health issues due the explosives.
Especially during the evening hours, people are suffering from breathing troubles and
the affected live-stocks are sold out for marginal prices. Hence he strongly oppose
granting permission for the proposed project. He said that if permission is granted to this
project definitely he would surrender his both Aadhar card and Ration card as an
agitating against the project. '

31.Selvi. 8. Revathi, Puliyampatti:

She greeted everyone present in the Meeting. She is a graduate with three
degrees but currently she is unemployed. She stated that she is involved in agricultural
activities. She further informed that the villager’s live-stocks and the Environment get
Deteriorated due to the quarry operations. She questioned whether people are expected
to consume sand and stone instead of food. She strongly opposed the project and
raised her objection. ,

The District Environmental Engineer mentioned that the views of the public
opinion at this meeting will be recorded in video and Attendance details would be sent to
the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority Chennai.

District Environmental Engineer:

Finally, In his concluding vote of thanks, He expressed his sincere gratitude on
behalf of the District Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board to the
Government Officials including the revenue commissioner, the police, journalists and
the public who presided over this public opinion meeting. Finally the meeting concluded
with the playing of the National Anthem also, the Public Hearing meeting was

completed.
