At the outset, District Environmental Engineer,' Tamil Nadu Pollution Control

Board, Vaniyambadi has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, - other
Government ofﬁcials, NGOs, Environme.ntalists and all the Public present in the
public hearing meeting. He briefed the project proposal of Rough Stone Quarry
proposed at Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk, Tirupathur District explaining that
the above projects falls under the ‘B1’ Category under Schedule 1A of Environment
Impact Assessment (EIA) vide Notification No. S.0 1533 dated 14.09.2006 issued by
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change as they forms a cluster of
more than 5 Hectares area and therefore it is necessary to conduct public héaring
meeting to obtain Environmental Clearance for the quarry project from the State

Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Chennai.

Then DEE, TNPCB requested the Sub-Divisional Magistrate/Revenue
Divisional officer, Vaniyambadi to preside and conduct the public hearing meeting.
RDO welcomed all and has informed that she was deputed by the District Collector,
Tirupathur District to preside over the meeting on behalf of the District administration



and explained the procedure to be adopted during the meeting and commenced the

meeting.

Subsequently, District Environmental Engineer, Vaniyambadi, Tirupathur
District has requested the project consultant to present the proposed project details
and requested the public & NGOs and others gathered in the meeting Hall to give

their opinion, concerns, clarification after the presentation.

Technical Presentation, M.Vijayaragavan, Environmental Consultant, Geo

Technical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri

The Project Consultant, Geo Technical Mining Solution, Dharmapuri on behalf
of Project proponent has presented the details of the project of M/s RDS
' Infrastructure Rough Stone Quarry through power point presentation.

He explained that stone quarry of M/s RDS Infrastructure Rough Stone Quarry
proposed at S.F. NO. 419 (PART-4) at an extent of 1.00.0 Hectare of
Vinnamangalam Village, Ambur Taluk, Tirupathur District is being conducted based
on EIA Notification dated: 14.09.2006 published by Ministry of Environment and
Forest Climate Change New Delhi.

He also informed that Press release for the public hearing meeting to this'
quarry was already published in Daily English and Tamil Newspapers (“Deccan
Chronicle” and “The Daily Thanthi” respectively) was published on 07.06.2025 after
getting'the approval of the District Collector, Tirupathur for conducting public hearing
meeting on 11.07.2025 at 03.00 pm. He also detailed the impact on Environment .

He says that,

“| am the first person to be affected by the exrstrng and proposed quarries.

- Hence | strongly oppose the six new quarries.

The first quarry came up on my Agricultural land and | have cultivated finger
millet, groundnut, samai, and pearl millet at an area of 5 acres nearer to the
quarry. Dust generated from the jelly factory was deposited on the land
reducing the yield of crops. After 5-6 years, soil will become infertile.

The upcoming six quarries will cause major damages and due to the
operation of the quarries, children within a distance of 4-5 km radius will

suffer from diseases like asthma and lung cancer. Even if medical camps are

»conducted, it's the quarrying activities that cause the harm.

In future, living will become a question mark in this village and therefore

authorities should not grant permission for the proposed quarries”.

Thiru. Bhaskar Jayaraman, Periyangkuppam
He says that, | '

“ There are already 06 jelly factories surrounding this village. Already 2-3
deaths were caused due to the vehicle movements. Lorries drive at higher
speed during school hours, risking accidents and will 'keep on happening if

more jelly factories are allowed.

| Land and soil are already polluted due to the exrstrng quarry activities. The

‘existing factories are enough. Proposed quarries will harm future generations.

Hence | strongly oppose the new quarries”.

Thiru. Meganathan, Vinnamangalam

He says that,

“During present perlod whether people are living in thatched houses or
concrete houses and stated that Jelly is essential for everyone to live a
comfortably in concrete houses. Jelly is also required for laying of road

construction. In this regard, Jelly factories are very important for the



development actives. Those who are opposing the quarries are living in
concrete houses only.

e The voices of locals should be heard, not the outsiders. Hence | support this
proposed quarry project”.

Thiru. R.K. Tamil, Kennadikuppam

He says that,

e ‘Is there any evidence that quarry lorries are causing accidents. Quarry
trucks are not allowed to operate from 8-9 am and 4-5 pm during school
hours and water was being sprayed on the roads at regular intervals to
prevent the dust emission due to vehicle movement.

e The village president has issued approval for the proposed quarries and
village president khows what is needed to local village people.

e All the quarries are operéted as per the Government procedures and the
Panchayat President and Ambur MLA will ensure people welfare.

e Since the quarry will be in Vinnamangalam, only the local leader can assess

« Vinnamangalam Panchayat needs the quarry and | support the proposed

quarry project.

Thiru. Paari, Jolarpet

He says that,
e “ Myself runs a hollow block company in Tirupathur District and about 50
families are employed in my fabtory. Quarry material was being sourced
locally in affordable price. if quarry material sourced from other places like

Hosur or Vellore, transport costs will make my business unviable.



e Local quarries allow us to thrive and he can help to live many families due to

operation of quarries nearer to village. So, | support the upcoming project”.

He says as below,
e “If 06 new quarries are allowed in new areas other than Vinnamangalam
village they there may be pollution and may have an Environmental impact.
But all the proposed quarkies‘are to be established nearer to the eXisting
‘quarries which may be having already impact. Hence there will be no issues
due to the activities of the proposed quarries. The already existing 5 quarfies
have not caused any problems. Let the new quarries come and there will be

no new issues for the people”.

« “All the supporters are around the quarry area of Vinnamangalam and

e Kattukollai“Panchayats. But according to site plans, employment is promised
to locals but yet workers from other states were engaged. Other state workers
are paid less and they are working for longer hours. Native people were not
get jobs from jelly, M-sand, or P-sand units and also wildlife animals were
affected due to quarry blasting.

e Government doeSn’t allocate necessary land for cattle grazing, but offer land
for quarrying activities.

* Quarry workers are local residents only and no one said only outsiders should
work. Both educated and uneducated locals work in the quarry and quarry

owners treat them like family membérs and help their families.
