The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosuir,
Krishnagiri District welcomed District Supply Officer, Krishnagiri (Representative of the
District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general public and project
proponent who have attended the public hearing for the M/s. R.K. M Sand and
Aggregates Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry, lease over an extent of 3.76.67 Ha S.F.
Nos.70/4A & 70/5B  Midithepalli Village, Shoolagiri Taluk, Krishnagiri District. He
added that the public notice informing the conducting of Public Hearing was published in
the Tamil and English dailies, such as, “Dinamalar’ and “The New Indian Express”
dated 04.10.2025 and pamphlets regarding public hearing were issued to the public of
Midithepalli Village, Athimugam Village, Punagaram Village and Gollapalli Village with
audio announcement through auto vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he
informed that the project proponent would make a presentation on the project, after

which the public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,
Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the public and
reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography and the same
along with the Minutes of the Meeting will be sent to the State Environment Impact

Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu.

The District Supply Officer, Krishnagiri (Representative of the District Collector,
Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the project proponent was
requested to explain about their proposed Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry project
through power point presentation.

Thereafter, Thiru.P. Gopinath, EIA Consultant, M/s. Eco Tech Labs Pvt Ltd,
Chennai of the proposed Rough Stone and Gravel quarry project has made
presentation about the proposed Rough Stone and Gravel quarry project to the public
along with Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental
Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the
public to express their views and comments about the proposed Rough Stone and

Gravel quarry project. The views and suggestions of the public are detailed below:



1. Thiru.Moorthy, Midithepalli Village :

Thiru. Moorthy stated that he has no objection to the quarry establishment. He
requested that heavy vehicles be driven slowly. -Furthermore, he advised that water
sprinklers be used on the dirt roads. He also requested that employment opportunities

be provided to the local people.

2. Thiru. Naveen, Venkatesapuram Village:

Thiru.Naveen requested that heavy vehicles be driven slowly, especially in
school areas. He also requested that employment opportunities be provided to the

youth in the surrounding areas

3. Thiru. Venkatesh, NGO:

Thiru. Venkatesh welcomed the quarry project, stating that the construction
work will develop through the M-sand and P-sand produced by the quarry. He
requested that 20% of the employment opportunities be reserved for local people.
He also appealed to the quarry owner to plant 1858 saplings as per the advice of
the Environmental Impact Assessment Authority and specifically requested to
avoid planting trees like Conocarpus. Finally, he requested that the quarry be
granted a license in compliance with the rules and regulations of the Tamil Nadu

Pollution Control Board (TNPCB).

4. Thiru. Munikrishnan, NGO:

Thiru. Munikrishnan requested the owners to operate the quarry in a manner
that does not affect the environment or the water bodies of the nearby villages,
although the creation of pollution during quarry operation is normal. He also
requested the protection of groundwater. He further requested the quarry owner to
plant more saplings to prevent excessive airborne pollutants from the quarry,
which could cause health issues for the villagers. He also asked for priority to be
given to the local people in employment opportunities in the surrounding areas. He

conveyed his opinion in English.



Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and
queries of the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through
videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact

Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, 13 number of petitions were received on the proposed
Rough Stone and Gravel quarry during the public hearing meeting. The petitions

are enclosed herewith.

Further, it is informed that there is no written representation was received in
the O/o. District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,
Krishnagiri District from the public on the proposed Rough Stone and Gravel quarry
project and no email representation was received in the. O/o. District Environmental

Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur.
