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The Proposed Rough Stone And Gravel Quarry covering extent of 1.64.0 Ha
of Thiru.S.Sakthivel Rough Stone And Gravel Quarry, S.F.No. 334/1D, 334/2A,
.Pachapalayam Village, Sulur Taluk, Coinynv‘bkatore District. The District Revenue
Officer, the public and the quarry owners were welcomed by the District
Environmenfal Engineer, Coimbatore South Office, Coimbatore District to attend the
public consultation meeting regarding obtaining Central Environmental Clearance for
this quarry project. According to the 2006 Environmental Impact Assessment Report
of the Union Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change, it is necessary to
obtain prior environmental clearance for 8 types of industries, and while obtaining
such prior environmental clearance, it is a rule to listen to the views of the public and
record it and submit it to the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority.
Accordingly, he said that the details of this public consultation meeting had already
been published in the Tamil and English dailies, Dinamalar and Indian Express
respectively, and the Environmental Impact Assessment Report and the project
summary had been placed for public viewing at the necessary offices. Further, the
information about this meeting has been announced through billboards at two
prominent places in the village and has been distributed to the public through
leaflets, the photographs of which are given here. He also said that on behalf of the
quarry owners, his project consultant will explain the ordinary stone and gfavel
quarry project to the public and after that, the public will be asked to record their
comments regarding the project. All this will be audio and video recorded and the
proceedings and notes of this meeting will be sent to the Tamil Nadu State

Environmental Impact Assessment Commission.

The District Revenue Officer inaugurated the public consultation meeting and said

that the purpoSe of the meeting is to record the environmental comments raised by
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the public. Later, the project consultant of the ordinary stone and gravel quarry

project gave a presentation on the proposed ordinary stone and gravel quarries.

Following this, the Environmental Impact Assessment Consultant of the Ordinary
Stone and Gravel Quarry Company, Mr. M. Sheikh Nawaz, Geo Exploration and
‘Mining Solutions Salem, visited the public hearing and welcomed everyone and gave
a detailed explanation through a video presentation about the proposed ordinary
stone and gravel quarry project and the environmental management plan to be

implemented during its implementation.

Then, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Coimbatore South, said that the public's comments on the ordinary stone and gravel
jTquarry project, which was currently being explained in detail through a video

.\presentation, can be recorded and they will be recorded on the video as well:
Accordingly, the public recorded their following comments and suggestions.

1 Thiru. Chandrasekar Panapatti :

Hello, my name is Chandrasekar. | come from Panapatti. | have been
depending on this quarry business for the last 15 years for my livelihood. About fifty
families along with me depend on }this business. | humbly request you to help us by

giving proper permission to this quarry to improve our livelihood. Thank you.

2.Thiru. Vijayakumar Periyakuyili :

My name is Vijayakumar. | come from Periyakuyili. If you give him a license,

many families will get employment. Thank you.
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3. Thiru. Karupasamy Periyakuyili :

My name is Karupasamy. | come from Periyakuyili. If you give him a license,

many families will survive, so | humbly request you to give him a license.

4. Thiru. Senthil Kumar Periyakuyili :

My name is Senthil Kumar. Good morning, | would like to first greet everyone
gathered here. This town has never been a big mountain. There are no big factories.
This town depends on the quarry and the crusher for its livelihood. Therefore, |
request you to grant permission as soon as bossible in accordance with the legal

provisions and help to improve everyone's livelihood. Thank you. Greetings,

5. Thiru. Karthik Periyakuyili :

Good morning. My name is Karthik. | come from Periyakuyili. This quarry will
not cause any problems to the surrounding area. At the same time, many families
and the town will benefit. Therefore, | request you to grant permission for this as

soon as possible. Thank you

6. Thiru.Satheeskumar Chettipalayam :

Hello. My name is Satheeskumar. | have been living in Chettipalayam. The
availability of all the materials required for construction is limited here. Since there
are few stone quarries, all the materials required for construction have to be
purchased from outside. The people are the ones who suffer the consequences.
Therefore, it will be good for everyone if the licenses are given to all the stone

quarries as soon as possible.
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7. Thiru. Thangavel Periyakuyili :

Hello. My name is Thangavel. | am a neighbour. | have no objectidn to grant

permission for this stone quarry. This will help ten people to survive.

8. Thiru. Velmurugan Periyakuyili:

Hello. My name is Velmurugan. The quarry for which the license is being
issued is next to my agriland. We will also benefit from granting the license 'v'to him.

Therefore, there is no objection. Plea‘se grant the license. Thank you.

9. Thiru.Shanmugam Periyakuyili :

Hello. My name is Shanmugam. My agriland is near the quarry. | have no

objection to granting the license.

-10. Tmt.Maheshwari Periyakuyili :

Hello. My agriland is next to this quarry. We have no objection to gfaniing"him

the license to this quarry.

11. Thiru. K S Thirugnanasambandham, Chief Coordinator, Tamil Nadu Noyyal

Farmers' Protection Association :

On behalf of the Tamil Nadu Noyyal Farmers' Protection Association, | would
like to convey my greetings to all the farmers and the public present here, including
the ‘Honorable District Environmental Engineer, District Revenue Officer. The
consultation meeting to be held today should be conducted in abcordance with the
legal provisions of the Mineral Resources Department. Public health, environment,
nature and the livelihood of the common people who can be here should not be
affected, there should be no harm to all living creatures in the living environment.

Apart from that, we should see whether there are water bodies and houses and
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schools. We should see whether they are subject to the SEIAA rules and regulations.
We should see whether this project is outside the laws of the Mineral Resources
Department. Everything is necessary for evolution, but at the same time, if the
natural environment is not protected, a big tragedy like what happened in Kerala
today can happen. Today, Tamil Nadu is at 36th place in India and Coimbatore is at
6th place. Because today, the Noyyal River in our Coimbatore district has been
affected to a large extent, the natural environment has been affected to a large _
extent, and people are suffering from cancer. In the same environment, when things
happen against ihe laws and regulations of the Mineral Resources Department, the
common people are also suffering from cancer, lung cancer, and breast cancer in
women. We should see all this. In this project, there is a house within 300 meters of
this picture. The respected District Environmental Engineer and the respected
District Revenue Officer should take note of this. Whatever it is, it should be carried
out within the framework of the legal plans. That will be correct. Evolution and
development in the industry is definitely needed by everyone and there is no
alternative opinion on it. It should be done in all industries. There is no alternative
opinion on that. However, mineral resources are being mined here and smuggled to
Kerala. Due to them, the livelihood and natural resources of our Tamil Nadu are
being plundered. All this should be taken into consideration. Today, M sand and P
sand are coming and being misused on a large scale, which is affecting the
environment. Therefore, | would like to thank the respected environmental protection
movement for the opportunity to dedicate itself to protecting the environment of the
people of Tamil Nadu and to protect nature with far-sighted thinking and accept all
the‘opinions that Mugilan has to say as appropriate, record and document them.

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12. Thiru. Mugilan :

On behalf of the Tamil Nadu Environmental Protection Movement, we extend
our greetings and best wishes to the Chairman of the Public Hearing jointly
organized by the Coimbatore District Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Coimbatore South, the Honorable District Revenue Officer, the
District Environmental Engineer who is conducting the meeting, .and the various
farmers' organizations, environmental organizations, social stakeholders who are
present here, the owners of the stone quarry, those brought by the owners, and the
public, to all those who have came here. The Sakthivel quarry, located in the village
of Pachapalayam, located in an area of 1.64 hectares, approximately 4 acres. This
quafryggis a new quarry. The Honorable Village Administrative Officer has cerﬁfied
that there are no houses within a radius of 300 meters from the place where this
quarry is located. They have mentioned the same in their mining plan. They say that
‘Pachapalayam village is 440 meters away. They have said that there are no houses.
We have seen the documents given by them. On page 10 of the Tamil summary
report, they have given a radius of 300m, 500m. If you look within the 300m radius, it
is clear that there are houses. Not only that, it is clearly mentioned in the PPT. about
the location of houses. They have hidden the fact that there are no houses Within the
300m radius. If you go and see in pérson, many people can say that the house does.
not exist. The Pictures in the government documents has been taken between 1979
and 1985, which can already be called UDR. For that, we have requested the Land
Survey Department under the Right to Information Act. What is being said in it is that
if the house registered in the UDR and Natham land level field map registers. is
dilapidated or demolished, it should be recorded as it was initially mentioned and the

house, house plot, stream, path approved in the distance measurement map repoH

related to the stone quarry should be verified and provided with the village map, field
map and A-register. Therefore, the truth is that since there are houses within a
distance of 300m, permission cannot be given to this quarry as per law. Not only
that, the Village Administrative Officer who has been selected through Hon'ble
TNPSC and taken responsibility has given a document in a wrong manner. It is
wrong as per law. Therefore, we request that appropriaté action to be taken against
the Village Administrative Officer who gave the certificate for this. Today is not like
the past. Whatever was possible in the past. No one will notice. But fdr the past ten
years, we have been continuously conducting public protests and various legal
battles demanding that the governh'lent implement such quarries in accordance with
the law, at the cost of many lives. We are bringing it. You must have seen the court
orders that were passed in the last month in Kodangipalayam Ramakrishnan quarry
in Palladam taluk, and in Puravipalayam village of Pollachi Taluk in the same
Coimbatore district, and the Senthamarai quarry. In all of them, they are repeatedly
telling all the officials to act according to the law. The court itself is saying that
criminal action should be taken against the officials who do not act according to the
law. | continue to emphasize this. We have no grudge against any official or quarry.
It is their right to do business. We are saying that they should act according to the
law. We are only saying that it should be based on the criteria as per the government
rules. We are bringing this to the attention of the district administration and the
Pollution Control Board engineer, who is the representative of SEIAA, that this is not
the case. We are bringing it to their attention. Not only that, as far as these houses
are concerned, not only government documents but also government rules state that
temporary workers' quarters should not be within a radius of 300 meters. The reason

is that if there is any damage caused by illegal blasting in a quarry, it will affect not
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only those inside the quarry but also those around it. Already on May 1 last year, in

the blast incident that took place in Adiyur, Virudhunagar district, houses within a

radius of 2 kilometers were damaged. More than six people died. Everyone knows

that the explosion incident in Vijayalakshmi quarry in Kodangipalayam, which is
close to us, affected even Sulur Air Force Station, which is 3 kilometers away. S0
what the government is clearly saying is that there should be no temporarylor
permanent residences of workere wi‘thina radius of 300 meters. But it is clear frqm
all the documents tha‘t‘ there are temporary or permanent residenees within a radius
of 306 meters around this quarry. Even if you look at KML, you can see it. Therefore,'
permission cannot be given to this quarry legally. When | Iooked at Google images
around thlS quarry, there is a house 214 meters to the southwest of the quarry.
There are many houses at 291 meters in the northwest part of the quarry.

add|t|on if you look at the northeast part of the quarry, it is shown that there are
houses at 270 meters. In the northwest part of the quarry, it is shown that there are
houses at 208 meters. At that time, it was said that there should be no temporary or
permanent workers' housing, and there should be no houses at 300 meters, vbut all
this is shown on Google. Google Maps i‘s'acceptable by the Government. The. court
accepts it. Nof only rhat, all they have in the PPT, but also in the EIA report is Goqgle
Maps. Therefore, this is a matter that can be substantiated based on the Iatit:ude and
longitude of the government. Therefore, we request that permission cannot bﬁe given
to this quarry according to the law because there are approved houses wirhin a
radius of 300 meters erorJnd the Sakthivel stone quarry, not only that, but also
temporary ancj permanent workere' housing, Google images, etc.‘ Next,ﬁ we
repeetedly tell the District Administration and the Pollution Control Board Engineer

that there should be 45 types of documents for this Public hearing meeting. Because
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NOCs from all departments like foresf department, archaeology department, drinking
water drainage, etc. have to be obtained. But when uploading, they does not upload
all documents. Many documents are not uploaded just to make it easier to find out.
In particular, they have not even uploaded a village map, they have kept a topo
sketch. We have been continuously emphasizing this. Because when they upload a
picture of the village, it will have all the markers. It will show houses, carriageways,
streams, footpaths, wells, everything will be shown as markers. The Topo sketch will
only show the distance, there will be no other markers. Everyone has the village
map, we have it. It is in the one given to another quarry. Then why do they refuse to
upload this. The project consultant keep making such mistakes, and Geo Exploration
and Mining Solutions is the one who does this. They prepare the plans for most of
the quarries in Pachapalayam. They know the history of the public hearings being
stopped because of this. It has happened in many places. Here, because there was
no opposition, no one spoke. The village map is basic. Even the VAO certificate is
given by TOPO. Why are they giving it like this? Please tell the District Revenue
FOfficer to the District Collector and put this in a circular. This is the law, everyone is
violating the law. If this goes to court, it will also affect the work of this Village
Administrative Officer. Why are they refusing to show it? If they éhow it, the Pollution
Control Board will put it on the website. Then everyone will see it. All the facts will be
known. If you give documents saying that the facts should not be known and then
conducting a public hearing meeting to ask for opinions, how can you tell a truth?
Therefore, such mistakes and such shortcomings should not be there in the future.
We request that all 45 types of documents to be uploaded on the internet. Next, they
themselves have said in the EIA report that there is a village called Pachapalayam

440 meters away from this quarry. As per Section 36 of the Minor Mineral
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Concession Rules, 1959 clearly states that permission should not be given to a
quarry if the water supply system of local bodies, central and state government
institutions or agencies like the Tamil Nadu Drinking Water and Drainage Board is
within a radius of 500 meters. The reason is that this rule is kept because they will be
affected during blasting. But the project designer and the quarry owner haye said
that there is nothing in their report that it is 440 meters from the quarry. They haye
submitted the project report and environmental impact report by hiding the existence
of a 440-meter-long borehole and upper water storage tank. Therefore, since they
have created false documents and given the report by hiding the truth, permission
should not be giyen to this quarry. Similarly, the State Environmental Impact
Assess:gtent Committee, which is respected for its time, has given permissi’on’to
study thve air, water, soil, noise, biodiversity, socio-economic environment for this
quarry only on 11.01.2025. They have started the studies from December 1, 2024 to
February 28, 2_025, almost 45 days ago. How can this be right? This is a violat.i‘on Of.
the law, so their report is in such a state of affairs. Not only that, regarding this
quarry, the roads that can go to both sides of the quarry, they have shown in the
Road Map EIA Summary Report 9 that we will go to the northeast part of the quarry
as work It is a rura| road. The government has said that vehlcles should only be
aIIowed to travel on ruraI roads with a welght of 10 tons. The Motor Vehlcles Act has
said about the welght |Imlt that can be carried on roads. In th|s regard, the Hon bIe
Supreme Court has given its verdict in 2025 in the Writ Petition 136/2023 Based on
that action should be taken as per Sectlons 113/3, 114, 194 of the Motor Vehlcles
Act 1988. The report says that even lf you carry 1 ton more, you erI have to pay a
fine of Rs. 20,000 and an additional fine of Rs. 2,000 for each ton. In the EIA report,

it is said in the operational report that 6 loads will be carried daily. They say that the
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daily production is 72 cubic meters and 6 trucks will carry 12 cubic meters. So 12
cubic meters is 33 tons. Only 10 tons should be carried on rural roads, then the road
fhat should have been there for 8 years will break in 3 months. The District Revenue
Officer has come. It is your responsibility to protect the district revenue. How will this
road be protected if 33 tons are carried? The Hon'ble Supreme Court has sentenced
Anshul Mishra to 3 months in prison for not enforcing the verdict. Similarly, it has
also ordered the Commissioner and 4 Tahsildars of Coimbatore district to be
sentenced to prison. The quarry owner's report violates the rules. | am saying this
only so that you can take action on this. This quarry owner is not new, he is already
running a quarry. The law states that quarries should have a green belt of 200 trees
per acre, but he has been running a quarry from 2018 to 2023 in the area of 2.28.5
hectares in field numbers 334/2B, 3B, 4A, 4B. So, there should be 1200 trees
planted, but there are no trees and, no green belt Green belt is to reduce air
pollution, but it is not tﬁere. Today, type 2 diabetes is caused by air pollution, and
today they have given a report asking to test every child studying in CBSE school for
diabetes. Green belt is very important to prevent air pollution. Tiruppur District
Collector had already cancelled the permission for the Rama Krishnan quarry
because it did not have a green belt. Those trees should be native trees like Vembu,
Athi, Poovarasu In practice, trees are not planted. Appropriate action should be
taken against it. Similarly, most of the quarries do not have wire fences. We also
demand that it should be implemented. As for explosives, only NONEL explosives
that can be said to be NONEL should be exploded. Instead“of detonating such
explosives, illegal explosives should be detonated between 1-2 pm, which is the
lunch break. Non-nuclear explosives should be exploded in a controlled manner.

Taking all this into consideration, Sakthivel's quarry has houses within a 300-meter
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radius, there are temporary and permanent settlements, there are bore wells and
overhead water tanks within a 500-meter radius, and besides that, there are
government rural rdads going east and west. Therefore, permission should not be
given to this quarry, and not only that, | declare that all the details that | can tell the
owner of this quarry in his sworn statement are true. He has said that he is well
aware that if any of this is hidden or wrongly stated, he will not be given permission
and that even if such permission is given, | will remove it at my own risk and
expense. Therefore, based on that, | inform you that permission cannot be given to
these fields 334/1D and 334/2A as per the law. Already, as far as the Sulur area is
concerned, especially the area where this village of Pachapalayam is located, it is an
vover exploited zone area where water has been taken excessively. When this quarry
is established at such a depth, it will cause great damage here. Therefore,
appropr}ate action should be taken against the village administrative officer who
gave false evidence that this quarry should not be established here, it is not legally
eligible to be established. Everything | am saying should be done based on the law.
Action should be taken against all the quarries that are operating illegally here. As far
as nature is concerned, benching is very important in quarries. If that is'not the case,
last month a quarry ‘collapsed in a village called Mallakottai in Sivaganga district and
6 people died. We request you to take appropriate action against quarrieg without a
bench system and protect the lives of the workers working in the quarries, and
ensure that the workers have ESI and PF. Apart from that, fines have been imposeq
for excessive mining in many qﬁarries here, so the government should find out
where they illegally obtained the explosives. Requesting that a case be filed against
them under the Explosives Act, today The Hon'ble Supreme Court, the High Court

and various courts will appear, even if the officials act properly, | have told you what
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violations there are in the Sakthivel quarry. Action should be taken against it.
SEIAA's TECHNICAL TEAM, which is looking into this, has given everything that we
have provided, all of which is factual. We have informed you that legal action will be
taken against you if you violate it and give permission or anything else. We have
blacklisted the company Geo Exploration and Mining Solution, which continues to
provide false documents like this, and the project consultant, because if you say it
once, it is a mistake, if you continue to do it, it is a crime. We have said this in almost
300 meetings since 2001. Despite saying it, they continue to commit this crime
without conscience and without any social concern. Therefore, | would like to thank
you for the opportunity and take leave with a request to add this company to the

blacklist. Greetings.

District Environmental Engineer :

Thank you everyone. If you have any other comments regarding Sakthivel
quarry, you can say it now. Or we can end this meeting with this and hold a meéting

regarding the next quarry. Does anyone want to speak regarding Sakthivel quarry?

13. Thiru.Murali Sulur :

Hello, my name is Murali. | am right next to Sakthivel brother's quarry. My
brother has never violated any illegal rule. In any case, no officer in the law would
support such a thing. He has not violated any law so far. The government has not
given permission for it. | do not know if he will continue like this. | request that he be

given a license so that there is no hindrance to the public.

14. Mr. Saravana Selvan. Malumichampatti :

I would like to extend my morning greetings to the District Environmental

Engineer, the District Revenue Officer and all the general public who have come
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here to express their views. My name is Mr.Saravana Selvan. | come from
Malumichampatti. | am registered as a road contractor in the Coimbatore
Corporation and am carrying out road works. As far as Coimbatore district is
concerned, the minerals for the crushers here are not available in sufficient
quantities from the quarries in Coimbatore district. These stones are mined and
broqght from neighbouring states. Therefore, the price of the stones brought here is
High, which is causihg a considerable loss of income to the road contractors and the
governmenf. That 'is,A the price of the material that has to be brought to the
government.is high, which is causing a loss to the government. Therefore, we
humbly request you to give permission to sufficient quarries in Coimbatore district
and provide employment opportunities to people like us who live on this as a
livelihood and to the villagers in the surrounding area. Apart from this, the
Coimbatore district crushers, quarry owners and road contractor workers have
adopted a 23-acre temple land on the Chettipalayam to Palladam road under the
leadership of the District Collector and the work of planting and growing -5000
saplings has been started. As an example of this, the crusher, quarry owners and
road contractors are working together to plant and grow 5000 saplings at a cost of
about 40 lakhs. As a second part of this, on the instructions of the District
Environmental Engmeer it has been decided to plant about 3000 saplmgs in the
area around Periyakuili and we are currently looking for a place for it under the/
leadership of the Quarry and Crusher Owner State President. In the second phase,
we are very happy to inform you that this will happen every year in every place
where saplings seek refuge. Not only this, the crushers do not get the required
amount of minerals from the quarries here. Due to the fact that minerals come from:

neighboring states, the prices have increased a lot and the livelihoods of the general
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public and the construction industry are being affected. Therefore, | humbly request

you to grant permission for such quarries and save their livelihoods. Thank you.

District Environmental Engineer :

If anyone else wishes to register their views regarding the Sakthivel Quarry,
they can register now or we can end the consultation meeting regarding the

Sakthivel Quarry with this.
