He added that the
public notice informing the conducting of Public Hearing was published in the Tamil and
English dailies, such as, “Dinathanthi” and “The New Indian Express” dated 17.09.2025
and pamphlets regarding public hearing were issued to the public of Venkatesapuram
Village, Kuttalapalli Village and Menasanathotti Village with audio announcement
through auto vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he informed that the project
proponent would make a presentation on the project, after which the public can express

their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,
Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the public and
reply by the project proponents will be récorded through videography and the same
along with the Minutes of the Meeting will be sent to the State Environment Impact

Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu.

The Sub collector, Hosur (Representative of the District Collector, Krishnagiri)



has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the project proponents was requested
to explain about their proposed Grey Granite quarry project through power point
presentation.

Thereafter, Thiru. M. Shaik Nawaz, EIA Consultant, M/s. Geo Exploration
Mining Solutions of the proposed Rough Stone quarry project has made p'resentation
about the proposed Cluster Mines (2 Nos) of Rough Stone quarries project to the
public along with Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District
Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District
“has invited the public to express their views and comments about the proposed Cluster
Mines (2 Nos) of Rough Stone quarries project. The views and' suggestions of the

public are detailed below:

1. Thiru.B.V.Krishnamoorthy, (Former Village Panchyat President)

Pukkasagaram Village:

Thiru. B.V. Krishnamoorthy stated that the proposed quarries project would
contribute to the development of the village and enhance rural infrastructure, and -

therefore, he welcomed the projects. He further requested the local residents to extend

their cooperation.

He specifically requested that employment opportunitiés be provided to the local
people. He also appealed that the quarries should be operated without affecting

agricultural lands and by using water sprinklers on the mud roads.

He finally concluded his speech by stating that the quarry had not caused any

harm so far and expressed his hope that this would continue in the future.
2. Thiru. Naveen, Venkatesapuram Village:

Thiru.Naveen has said that the he had no objection to the establishment of the
quarries. He further requested that employment opportunities be provided to the people in
the surrounding areas. He asked that the heavy vehicles be driven slowly, especially

in areas near schools.

Furthermore, he requested that the company should help the farmers and

provide aggregate (Jalli) and stones at a concessional rate when local residents

approach the quarry.
3. Thiru. Srineevash Venkatesapuram Village:

Thiru. Srineevash said that he welcomed the proposed quarry projects. He
further requested an assurance that employment opportunities would be provided

to the local people.

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and
queries of the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through
videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact

Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Cluster Mines (2 Nos) of Rough Stone quarries during the public hearing meeting.
