The District Environmental Engineer (DEE), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Villupuram District has welcomed the Sub Collector (a/c), Tindivanam,
Government Officials, General Public and NGO’s/ Environmentalist for the Public.
hearing and informed that the unit of M/s. D. Shanmugam Rough Stone and Gravel
Quarry Survey Numbers : 27/4 & 27/5 Over an Extent of 1.76.5 Hectares, Nalmukkal
Village, Marakkanam Taluk, Villupuram District has proposed to Mining project of
Rough stone and Gravel quarry. This activity attracts Environmental Impact
Assessment Notification 2006, as amended under the category “B1” in the schedule

1(a) of the said notification.

Furthermore, the DEE, TNPCB, Villupuram, has informed that the SEIAA-TN
issued the Terms of Reference (ToR) with a public hearing for preparing the
Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) report for the aforementioned activity under
the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 on 03.03.2025. The project
proponent has submitted the draft EIA report to the office of the DEE, TNPCB,
Villupuram. A public notice for the public hearing, scheduled on 15.07.2025, was
published in The Times of India and Dailythanthi on 11.06.2025 with the approval of
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the District Collector, Villupuram. This public hearing is for the proposed industry of
M/s. M. Venkadesan Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry, and public announcements
have been made via loudspeakers and pamphlets distributed in the surrounding

villages.

The District Environmental Engineer has informed that the details of the
- proposed project and the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) study conducted by
the EIA consultant will be explained through a PowerPoint presentation by the project
proponent/ElA consultant. Furthermore, the DEE stated that after the presentation, the
public can express their views, suggestions, and comments on the project, either
verbally or in writing, one by one. Additionally, he informed that the opinions and
suggestions of the public and environmentalists will be recorded and forwarded to the
SEIAA-TN.

The Sub Collector (a/c), Tindivanam requested the project proponent to explain

the detail of the project and the EIA study conducted by them to the public in detail.

The project proponent explained the summary of the project and informed that

on behalf of the project proponent EIA Co-ordinator will explain about the project.

The representative of project proponent explained the summary of the project
and informed that on behalf of the project proponent Mr. D. Shanmugam , Proprietor
of the M/s. D. Shanmugam Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry Explained about the
project and he welcomed the District Collector, the District Environmental Engineer,
General Public, Environmentalists and other Government Officials and explained the

details of the project with help of power point presentation.

The Sub Collector (a/c), Tindivanam has invited members of the public to
present their views, suggestions, or comments regarding the above said
proposal/project in a detailed and organized manner. Participants may express their
opinions either verbally or in writing. Before presenting, individuals are kindly
requested to provide their full name and address for official records.

> He emphatically stated that the proposed quarry site located within 5 to 6

km distance from his village and he said that it would significantly boost

employment opportunities for the village residents, especially benefiting
the daily wage earners by providing them with stable and consistent
work.

He stated that working outside the village earns him %30,000, but
%20,000 goes toward expenses. Working locally would reduce costs
significantly, and as a small farmer, he could also manage his
agricultural work.

He added that the quarry would improve the local economy, provide jobs
for over 100 people, benefit around 100 families, and expressed full
support for the project.

Manavalan, Enthoor Village:

He mentioned that he lives approximately 1.5 kilometers from the
proposed project site. He said that he leaves for work at 9 am. and
returns by 4 p.m which allows him to also care for his aging parents.

He further stated that workers employed in nearby villages often
purchase food from local eateries, and as a result, this project would
help enhance the livelihoods of several families. Hence, he expressed
his support for the project.

Parthiban, Kilarugunam:

He mentioned that he is employed as a driver, and the implementation of
this project would ensure continued job opportunities for him. He also
said that the project would contribute to the improvement of livelihoods
for families in the surrounding area. Hence, he expressed his support for
the project.

Nesakumar, Kattalai Village:

He mentioned that he had earlier worked in Chennai, where he earned
¥30,000 per month. However, out of that, around 20,000 was spent on
living expenses, leaving only 210,000 to send home. With this project
coming up nearby, he would have the opportunity to work closer to
home, allowing him to retain most of his earnings as profit. He also
added that this would help him manage his agricultural work as well.

Hence, he expressed his support for the project.
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5. Thiru. Murali, Senalur Village:

He stated that the proposed quarry site is located within 2 km distance
from his village and also he said that more than 60 peoples were the
operators and they are fully dependent on the proposed quarry for their
livelihood.

However, they also requested that adequate environmental safeguards
be ensured, including planting more trees around the quarry site and
operating the quarry without causing any disturbance to the environment.
Additionally, he requested that regular water spraying be carried out to
control dust and minimize air pollution, and emphasized the need for the

quarry to function in an environmentally responsible manner.

6. Thiru.G.Balamurugan, Kilarugunam Village:

>

The speaker introduced himself as a resident of Keel Arungunam and
the proprietor of M/s. Lakshmi Blue Metals. He highlighted a significant
imbalance in the local resource chain, noting that while approximately
150 crusher units operate in the region, there are only about 10
functioning quarries. This disparity has led to a severe shortage of raw
materials, restricting his unit to a mere two or three loads per day—
barely enough to sustain operations. ,
Emphasizing the national importance of construction materials, he
referenced the Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi's vision of a
hut-free India, under the “Housing for All" initiative. He underlined that
essential materials used in constructing homes and laying roads—such
as stone aggregates—originate from these quarries, making them vital
for infrastructure development.

The speaker further drew attention to the socioeconomic implications of
the quarry and crusher industry in the region. He estimated that nearly
one lakh people across Marakkanam and Tindivanam Taluks depend on
this sector for their livelihood, either directly or indirectly. In the absence
of large-scale industries, these operations form the economic backbone
for many families in the area.

While he acknowledged that establishing a quarry might inconvenience a

handful of nearby residents—possibly affecting around 5 to 10
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individuals—he argued that the broader

benefits, particularly in

employment and regional development, far outweigh these localized

concerns.

> He also cited improvements in local infrastructure as a direct outcome of

quarry-related activities. Where poor road conditions once made short

journeys an hour-long ordeal, upgraded roads have now reduced travel

time to just 15 minutes. This advancement, he noted, has had a

particularly profound impact on emergency medical services, enabling

ambulances to reach patients more swiftly.

> In closing, the speaker expressed his strong support for the proposed

quarry project, underscoring the economic, social, and infrastructural

advantages it offers to the region.

> He concluded by stating that quarries play a vital role in infrastructure

development and should be recognized as essential to progress.
