The Public hearing under EIA Notification, 2006 for the proposed project of
Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry by Thiru. V.M. Sundaraiah, over an extent of 3.00.0
Hectares at S.F. No. 91 part 2, Ariyanayagipuram Village, Kadayanallur Taluk,
Tenkasi District was conducted on 14.10.2025 at 10.000 AM. at Nagammal
Thirumanamandapam, Melakadayanaliur Village, Kadayanallur Taluk, Tenkasi
District.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board,
Tenkasi welcomed the Sub Collector, Tenkasi, Public and industry representatives
who have attended the public hearing. She informed that the arrangements for the
public hearing had beén done as per the guidelines issued under EIA Natification
2006. In this regard, public notices were already published in “Dinathanthi Tamil
edition & The New Indian Express’ English edition on 1 1.09.2025 and also
announcement was made to the public through vehicle announcement and

distributing pamphlets.

She also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the public will be
recorded through videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment

Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA), Tamilnadu.

Then the Environment consultant explained about the proposed project of
Thiru. V.M. Sundaraiah Rough stone and gravel quarry to the public gathered in the
hall through a power point presentation.




Then, the District Environmental Engineer has requested the public to express

their views one by one on the project orally or in writing and also informed that the
public views are recorded and will be sent to the SEIAA along with the meeting

minutes.

Subsequently, the public has started expressing their views with respect to

the project as follows.

1.

Thiru. V. Haridass, Melakadayanallur

He stated that there are about 2000 construction workers working in the
Melakadayanallur area. At present there is difficulty in procuring the coarse
and fine aggregates required for the construction works since it is procured
from far distance. He also stated that this if quarry operations is permitted
then it will be benifited for about 2000 construction workers and hence
expressed this heartfelt support to the project.

Thiru. Raja , Vice secretary , Puthiya Tamilagam Party, Tenkasi District
He stated that during the power point presentation the consultant has
informed that there are no villages located within the 10 kilometre but
Menakshipuram village located in about 1 kilometre, Valasai Village located at
about 1.5 kilometer and Bala arunachalapuram Village located at about half
kilometre. He also added that there are about 10 villages around the hillock
and in these villagers mostly depend on livestock’s such as goat and cattle for
their livelihood. He further stated that that this is only land available as
Government promboke land and livestock’s were grassed in this land and if
the rough stone quarry is leased then during blasting operation thrown stone
fractions might cause injury or death of livestock’s. Similar kind of incident
was already happened in the past and it might also happen in future. These
blasting operations might also affect these villages and livelihood of the
villagers.

He stated that majority of construction workers were residing in about 10
villages namely Meenakshipuram |, Chithambaraperi, Sanganaperi | Valasai,
Balaarunachalapuram , Rameshpuram and Kanmaniyapuram and the
information regarding this public hearing was not known to them. He
requested the government officials to inform these 10 villages properly and
conduct Public hearing in some other date then it would be better. He also



further added that no construction workers or residents of nearby villages
were participated in this Public hearing and insisted to have investigation on
the attendees of the meeting then to issue the quarry lease.

Then, the District Environmental Engineer, Tenkasi asked for any other public
opinion and also requested to submit the petitions so that it will be consolidated. A
Total of about 98 petitions were received during the public hearing.

Further Thiru. Raja , Vice secretary , Puthiya Tamilagam Party, Tenkasi
District has stated these petitions were not genuine and it was not from the workers.

Then, the District Environmental Engineer, Tenkasi concluded the public
hearing by thanking the attendees and the meeting was ended.
