At the outset, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board, Dharmapuri welcomed the District Revenue Officer,
Dharmapuri, the Project Proponents, the Consultant and the Public who
have attended the Public Hearing conducted for obtaining Environmental
Clearance for the above said proposed project of the unit of M/s. Tamil Nadu
Minerals Limited at S.F.No.83 (Part) over an extent of 6.59.5 Ha,
Jammanahalli Village, Pappireddipatti Taluk, Dharmapuri District.

The wunit has submitted its application before State Level v
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA) and obtained Terms of
Reference (ToR). It was instructed to conduct Public Hearing and submit the

proceedings of the same.

Based on the above, public notice has been published in Daily
Newspaper “Dinathanthi” (Tamil) and “The New Indian Express” (English) on
07.10.2025. The Executive Summary and Draft EIA report of the above said
projects are kept in the Government Offices premises for public reference

and Pamphlets were issued to the public regarding the Public Hearing.






Presentation will be given by the Project Proponent after that the
public are requested to furnish their views / remarks regarding this project,
by mentioning their name and village. The public can also furnish their
views as written representation. The recorded video along with written
representations will be submitted to the Board and further submitted to
State Level Environmental Impact Assessment Authority for further

necessary action. The Consultant is requested to explain the project.

Technical Presentation by the Project Proponent Thiru.E.Ganesan,

Deputy Manager, Tamil Nadu Minerals Limited

The Project Proponent has made a Technical Power Point Presentation
briefing the project of M/s. Tamil Nadu Minerals Limited at S.F.No.83 (Part)
over an extent of 6.59.5 Ha, Jammanahalli Village, Pappireddipatti Taluk,

Dharmapuri District.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Dharmapuri has requested the public to furnish their views /

remarks regarding this project by mentioning their name and their village.

1.Thiru.G.Madhavan, Alamarathupatti

I am doing agriculture there. The people living in that area are all
Vanniyar families. Around the site, people having own 1 or 2 acres of land
and are engaged in Agricultural activities. You may carry out the work as
long as it does not cause any kind of disturbance there. There is no place for
cattle and calves to graze. Since the Government has announced this
project, we are saying that we will cooperate. There are cattle and houses
nearby. Please carry out the blasting work carefully so that stones do not

fall and cause damage.






Our village, Alamarathupatti, should receive at least one percent of
the funds coming from this project, and assistance should be provided to
the people and the village as needed. Please work patiently and ensure that
stones do not reach our area. We are not saying no to a project undertaken

by the Government, but it should be carried out without causing any harm

to the people.

2. Thiru.Jeganathan, Headmaster (Retired), Jammanahalli

New projects are coming to the village. It is the duty of every citizen to
welcome good projects that are beneficial to the people. What we must give
utmost importance to in this project is the safety of the public and the safety
of the livestock. If the project is implemented with these priorities in mind, it

will be beneficial to everyone. This is my opinion. Thank you.
3. Thiru.Thambidurai, Jammanapatti

This is the Jammanapatti Panchayat Quarry, but the meeting has
been held here, which is inconvenient. The meeting should have been held
in our panchayat. We are the ones who should respond here. Why are
people from here giving answers? Holding the meeting here is wrong, sir.
There is enough space in our village; it should have been held there. No one
in our village was informed about this meeting until now. I came only after
someone called me. How will the people know? How will they understand

what is good or bad for them?

I am responsible for Adi Dravidar Street in Jammanapatti village. I
came here only after receiving a phone call. How will the people give their
opinions before the work begins? Secondly, blasting is going to take place,
and we live right next to the site. We need safety in Adi Dravidar Street.
Vehicles passes only through our village. There is no speed breaker. Vehicles

come and go, causing air pollution.






You are saying that employment opportunities will be provided to
people in our village. Has even one person from our village been given a job
in this quarry? The quarry is located close to Adi Dravidar Street in

Jammanapatti, so we are the ones who are affected.

We must be given employment and priority. This quarry has not
provided any employment opportunities or welfare schemes. How is this
quarry being established here? Please stop the quarry. We do not want the
quarry. Our groundwater level is decreasing. We have no job opportunities—
please provide employment. Secondly, our people take goats and cattle for
grazing. The areas where they go to graze belong to people of other
communities, not ours. This is causing conflicts. There are 10 acres of
poramboke grazing land nearby. Who is using it? Other people are using it,

not us. The Adi Dravidars of Jammanahalli have not benefited in any way.

Since there are 450 Adi Dravidar households, we request that
employment be provided to us. Consult the people, gather their opinions,
and decide whether this project is good or bad before starting the quarry. On

behalf of our village, we request that this quarry not be operated.

4.Thiru.M.Sivaraj, Ex-Panchayat President, Jammanahalli Panchayat

I extend my greetings to the District Revenue Officer of Dharmapuri,
the Deputy Manager of Tamil Nadu Minerals Limited, Thasildar
Papireddipatti Taluk and the Inspector, Gobinathampatti Police Station who
provided security for this public hearing, as well as to the local government
officials and the members of the public from this and other panchayats who

have participated in this public hearing.

For a country to develop, industries are important. Can everyone go
into government jobs? Agriculture, driving, and other occupations are all
forms of employment. Therefore, as the officials mentioned, these technical
jobs are necessary. When hiring 'people for quarry work, I request that as

many people as possible from Jammanahalli Panchayat be employed.






My request is as follows a Panchayat President. I submitted an
application to the District Collector stating that our village has no funds and
requested that funds be allocated from this quarry. A lady from the
Department of Geology assured that funds -would be provided. Since 2017,
this has been on hold. When the work begins, 30% of the District Mineral
Fund (DMF) will be proviéed. Later, I went to Chennai and met Mr. Ganesh

at the Minerals Office. I spent two years working on this same matter.

Secondly, street lights are needed and should be installed.
Jammanahalli is the only village in Tamil Nadu without cemetery road.
I submitted petitions regarding the above to the District Collector and the
Minister, but no action has been taken. Ultimately, it seems that we, the

village residents, will have to do it ourselves.

The District Revenue Officer should take note of this. In our village, a
primary school is needed in the area where Adi Dravidars live. The Chief
Education Officer has not. given permission for the school. I approached the
Thasildar, and he told me to meet the Chief Education Officer. I met the -
Primary Education Officer and submitted a letter, but even after a month,
there has been no response. What can we do? Therefore, please provide
Tower electric lights for Kottaiyur and Thenkarai Kottai, and a proper

cemetery road for Jammanahalli.

This project has been a long-standing dream. When my father worked
in 1976 and 1986, he was employed at 1.50 paisa per day. At that time, the
work was done by the Mineral Company; no private parties were involved.
After nearly nine years, work is finally starting again—this is a very happy.
Even though the Panchayat is Jammanahalli, all benefits should also reach
the surrounding villages. I request that the Mineral Company, along with |
the Environment and District Administration, ensure that such

arrangements are properly provided to the people. Thank you.






5. Thiru. Aarumugam, Jammanahalli

| kindly request that make proper arrangements for cemetery road in

our village.
6. Thiru. Arivazhagan, Jammanahalli

I extend my respectful greetings to all government officials, police
officers, and members of the public present here. The establishment of this
Mineral Company is to be welcomed. As mentioned by the official,
technology has advanced today. Please ensure that operations are carried
out using equipment inﬂ such a way that there is no impact on the

surrounding people. No harm should come to the residents.

All social communities are present in our Panchayat. We have been
struggling for a proper cemetery road for many years. As the Ex-President
mentioned, a pathway must be provided. When quarry work is carried out,
local residents should be given priority. Employment should be given first to
locals. According to the rules, extraction should be done only within 12

cubic meters.

If the quarrying operation exceeds the permitted limits, we will stop it
using whatever means we can. The majority of the funds should be
provided. Thiru. Sakthivel, two years ago recommended for Rs.2.25 lakh for
the primary school. Using these funds, we improved the school, including
providing toilet facilities and other school development works. Our village
primary school has been ranked first among schools in Dharmapuri District.
I am a member of the School Management Committee and the Parent-
Teacher Association. Through the leadership of the President, we have
provided everything necessary for the school. Two days ago, the Tamil Nadu
Minerals Corporation advertised through vehicles across the entire village

regarding a public opinion meeting.






When doing this advertising, it’s not possible to do it individual for
anyone, yet it was done. In any project, there will be shortfalls as well as
positive aspects don’t look only at the shortfalls, look at the positive aspects
too. There will be profit as well as loss, and we have to proceed accordingly.
My request is that you implement this project in a way that does not cause

any harm to the people.
7. Thiru. Ayubkhan, Thenkarai Kottai

[ have two or three points to make. Priority should be given first to
those who will be most affected. Employment opportunities should be
provided in the quarry. Due to the check post in Pudupatti, all vehicles are
passing through this route. Traffic congestion occurs in Jammanahalli,

Sugarmill, and Ramiyampatti.

None of the cameras here are functioning properly. The cameras on
the road do not work. We do not know when an accident might occur. The
police only come and catch incidents using CCTV cameras after the fact.
Therefore, there are no functional cameras in this area. If cameras are

installed here, any unforeseen incidents can be monitored properly.
8. Thiru.Prabhakaran, Jammanahalli

Good morning to the officials and members of the public present at
this public hearing. Sir, in our village, there is a small tank called Kosuvan
Kudtai, covering 2-3 acres. This tank has been in my grandfather’s and

grandmother’s land for generations.

Currently, that area has been encroached upon, and there is no
proper method for water conservation. As a result, water is flowing away and
being wasted into the stream. I humbly request that the encroachment in
this area to be removed and that a proper tank to be constructed there,

especially since our area is drought-prone.
