At the outset, the District Revenue Officer of Tiruvallur district extended a warm welcome to
all Officials, members of the Public, NGOs, and the Project Proponent who have attended the
Public Hearing for the Proposed Expansion in Industrial Adhesives, Rubber Products and
Polyurethane (PU) Products and Enhancement of Manufacturing Facility of M/s. THEJO
Engineering Limited which requires prior Environmental Clearance from the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MoEF & CC), Government of India (GOI), under

Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006.



Based on it, Environmental Impact Assessment report was prepared by the unit as per the Terms
of Reference TOR issued by the Environment Impact Assessment committee and published
public notice as mandated regarding conducting of public hearing in the two newspapers
namely “Deccan Chronicle” and “Dina Thanthi” on 05.09.2025 and accordingly today
09.10.2025 public hearing has been arranged.

On behalf of the unit of M/s. THEJO Engineering Limited, the Environmental Consultant
delivered a Power Point presentation outlining the proposed expansion activities of the project
that is increase of production of Rubber Moulded Products (199.99 TPM to 486 TPM) and
Adhesives (48.5 KL/Month to 100 KL/Month) & proposed PU Products manufacturing with
production capacity of 6.352 TPM. Further highlighted the outcomes of the baseline studies

and detailed the anticipated benefits and advantages of the proposed expansion project.

Following the presentation, the public were invited to express their views, concerns and

questions if any by indicating their name and village name from where he/she belongs to.

The views, concerns and questions of the public and the clarification from the project

proponent are detailed below.

The views and the opinion of the public are as given below:

S.No. Name & Village Views & Comments
1. Mr. Prem Kumar, Completed his B.E. in Mechanical Engineering and
Jagannathapuram currently needs to relocate to places such as

Sriperumbudur or Sri City for job opportunities. Expressed
hope that the company’s expansion activities would create
local employment opportunities and also stated that no

pollution has been observed from the industry.

2. Mr.Santhosh Kumar, | Working currently at Ambattur and the project’s
Siruvakkam implementation would provide him with a local job
opportunity. Also expressed his support for the project
expansion and added that it would create employment

opportunities for many local graduates.

3. | Mr.Sunantha Reddy, | Informed that the major issue in India is not environmental

Environmentalist, pollution but unemployment, noting that the industrial

Hyderabad sector provides nearly 95 lakh jobs annually. Each year,




about 1 crore graduates enter the workforce, of which the
central and state governments together offer around 5 lakh
Jobs, while the remaining 95 lakh opportunities come from
the industrial sector. Requested the industry to focus on
planting medicinal and fruit-bearing trees instead of
regular plants, to implement rainwater harvesting
practices, and to offer skill development training for local
youth. Requested the MOEF&CC to grant approval for the

proposed expansion project.

Mr. Sathish, NGO

Requested the government to create more job
opportunities, suggested that the industry undertake tree
plantation activities, and requested to the government

officials to grant approval for the project.

Requested the project proponent to undertake
environmental development activities in the surrounding
villages, such as installing drinking water plants to ensure
safe drinking water, carrying out tree plantation drives, and

developing local roads.
