At the outset, the District Environment Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Maraimalai Nagar welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer,
Maduranthagam, other Government Officials, Publics, Social & Environmental
activists for the Public Hearing and informed that the proposed stone and
gravel quarries of M/s. Udhayam Mines and Minerals Pvt Ltd, S.F.No. 172/2B,
172/2C,172/2D and 172/7 in an extent of 4.04.5 Ha and M/s. A K Blue
Metals Pvt Ltd, S.F.No. 204/1,2,3,205,206/1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9 in an extent of
5.5.0 Ha at Periyavenmani Village, Maduranthagam Taluk, Chengalpattu
District have approached State Level Environmental Impact Assessment
Authority-TN seeking Environmental Clearance for the proposed rough stone
and gravel quarries in the cluster. In this regard, SEIAA-TN has issued Terms
of Reference (TOR) dated 07.06.2024 & 11.06.2024 subject to one of the
conditions that Public Hearing shall be conducted and address the concerns
raised during the public hearing to SEIAA-TN. Based on that, the public
hearing was arranged on today 05.03.2025 after getting approval from the
District Collector, Chengalpattu District and public notice has been published
as mandated in the newspaper namely “The New Indian Express” (English)&
“Daily Thanthi (Tamil)” on 29.01.2025..

Then the DEE, ‘TNPCB informed that on behalf of project proponent, the
Project Consultant will make power point presentation about the said proposed
project and the public present can express their views, concerns and questions
if any by indicating their name and village from where he /she comes from. It
was also informed that the proceedings of the entire meeting will be recorded.

After that, the project consultant Thiru.Swaminathan explained about
the proposed project through a power point presentation before the public

present during public hearing.

Our Udhayam Company Crusher, who
came to our area about 15 years ago, has
given us the courage and encouragement to
do whatever we ask. Why is it that today
itself, Nagamalai, which is next to
Peruvamalai  Panchayat, 1i.e. Viralur
Panchayat, has five villages namely
Vettukkadu, Nagamalai, Viralur and
Devanur, has given us all the funds for
building a temple and organizing a temple
festival. We have all come here to cooperate
with them in the hope that he will continue
to give us more. Similarly, in my Viralur
Panchayat, a quarry was taken in
Nagamalai, but that quarry has now been
stopped. However, that quarry pit is full of
water. That water is a good thing for our
agriculture. Not only that, now they are
going to establish in Periyavenmani. This is
a new quarry, it will provide employment
opportunities to the people, but on the one
hand, if they give the water from there to
our Nagamalai Chitheri it will be useful for
our agriculture. Not only that, if I say that
this Udhayam Company does not exist, I
and the people would not have been able to
build a temple because it is a small
panchayat and a small village. When it is
like that, Udhayam Company is a new
company for us, similarly, I do not know
how other crushers are, but in our




Udhayam Company, only our Tamil people
will be employed, only our Tamil people will
be drivers, only Tamil people will drive
L&T, only our people will drive
compressors, I have come to express my
support for this, hoping that Udhayam
Company will give us a lot of jobs, .thank
you all.

I
repeat, will you provide employment to 75
out of 100 of our people? Now, this quarry
owner or his assistant have come here and
say that they will give it to us. Come and
tell us! Come and tell us in front of us.

There is a
terrace of my house there, look how much
dust is there.

Greetings to everyone, they explained
about  environmental  pollution, air
pollution, water pollution, we don't know
how you explained this. Since we were
born, the people of our village have been
using water from the pond. There is a
crusher around that pond. It was polluted
by that crusher and we used to drink that
water at first. Now it is affected and today
we cannot drink it. Everyone has to take a
filter and filter it to drink it. Our villagers
cannot live without that water. We are in
that situation. You are bringing another
crusher. What is the responsibility for
that? I don't know what answer you are




going to give to that. We are already
affected. You say there is no air pollution,
but when we go there and come back,
much pollution is there, how much it is
affecting us. Every day, we have to go to
school like that, and when we come back,
much pollution is there. No one has
explained this yet. Everyone says that it is
clean, it is clean, but nothing is clean. First
of all, look at our people. Today, our life is
becoming a burden to breathe that polluted
air. What solution are you going to give to
the people for this? What will you do to the
people of our village? You are starting one
by one, you keep doing everything. In the
last meeting, you said that we will do
everything. You said that we will stop all
this. You said that all this will not come,
but the end of it is still unknown how it
came. It is still happening, we who are
affected are still being affected. I do not
know what is the solution to that pond is,
it is not my generation, the generation
coming after me will have to drink that
water, and the end of it is still unknown. In
the meantime, you are bringing another
crusher. When you come, you say that
there is no environmental pollution here, it
is clear. You say that the land is not
polluted. We know that every night we
cannot sleep and our child wakes up
screaming due to the sound of the crusher
exploding. It would be easy to say it in a
meeting one day. We have been
experiencing this for the rest of our lives.
The solution to this is still unknown. They
say that they are installing crushers
without air pollution, but every time we go
and come, we know how much pollution
there is. Even if there is a car accident, our
lives will be lost. I don't know how many
trucks are going to pass by here, but when
we leave, we have to cross 15 trucks. Even
if we get hit by a truck, our lives are
-affected. What will they answer for that
life? Will they accept responsibility for all
this? Will they accept some responsibility
like, "I will give you one crore rupees if you
got accident in our trucks, or will they give
you this much?" Tell them to accept. What
are they going to do to the people without
telling us anything? What is the benefit to
us that they are earning by using




crushers? What are they doing to the
village in general? They have not done
anything so far. There is no benefit to us in
giving one rupee to an individual and
leaving. The village, our people are the ones
who are being affected. What are they
doing for us? No matter however they are
going to start, what is the benefit to the
village? What is the way to prevent
environmental pollution? Show me the
way. That is why you have come here

Greetings to everyone, you all know why
I have come here. I have been in this
Periyavenmani village for 36 years. In 36
years, the first quarry was brought in 15
years ago. First PCS came, then Global
came, then JK came, and then you are
asking permission for Udhayam. Now, I
could not even graze a cow. Last month,
my cow was hit by a lorry and died. Who is
responsible for that? So far, I have given
almost ten petitions to our collector's office,
but not a single petition has been
answered. Our village does not need a
quarry. I earn, I earn only for my son, but
my son cannot survive. It has become so
polluted because of the quarry. If I earn
from outside and bring it to my son, he
should be alive, right? Why do we need this
quarry that makes it impossible for him to
survive? You are destroying the village for
the income of an individual. About 15 years
ago, someone gave permission. First, that
leader gave permission, then the next




leader gave permission, the current leader
says, "I won't give it, the previous one
would have given it." So we don't need a
quarry because there is pollution like this,
you have never seen how big a hole they
have dug. We are not saying that you are
not a government official, but even if you
are a government official, you should come
there and give a consultation. Which
government official has come to the village
so far and consulted? I have given 10
petitions to the collector, but he has not
come to the village to take part in a
consultation for even one petition. What is
this government for? For its own people,
what have you done for the people so far?
Tell me! They are cooperating with the
quarry and everything is going well, we
don't want a quarry. How many people
have. signed the petition and they say that
if we go to the Gram Sabha meeting and
pass a resolution, it will be implemented. I
have written about ten petitions and have
two of them in my hand. So far, not a
single action has been taken in it. Why
hasn't it been taken? They say that if we
submit a petition in the Gram Sabha
meeting, it will be implemented. As you
think, the village head and ward members
should come together and support the idea
that there should be no quarry. If you
cooperate like this and speak in their
support, first understand where we are
going to live. We don't want a road to our
village, why do we need a big road? Now, if
we look at it, the government is building a
road because of this quarry. They are
building the road and then loading it with
trucks. What have you done so far from the
government? You have not even come to
our village and asked why we are
submitting a petition to you? Why did you
hold a consultation meeting last time and
asked whether we want a quarry or not?
How many people said they don't want it,
how much of a problem it is. How did you
give permission to the PCS crusher after |
that? You do the same thing every time, I
have proof for that. Last time you said that
you won't give permission if the quarry
doesn't come to Sithaamoor. How did you
give it in the end? That is, the quarry is
coming in Periyavenmani, but are you
bringing the people of Periyavenmani? You
are asking only a few people from
Periyavenmani. They can do whatever they
want and destroy the town and go away.
Look at the livelihood of the people, see
that people need to live. Don't bring a
quarry for the income of an individual and
destroy the town. No matter how many




times we have been submitting petitions,
youth’s also submitted the petitions,
writing in the Gram Sabha meetings,
gathering 100-day workers and protesting,
how much we are doing, but why don't you
stop? It is only going up one time, but there
is no point. There was one quarry, now
there are five quarries. Similarly, if the
peacock is our national bird, what do you
do if it is killed in some way, you file a case
against it. Do you know how many species
have become extinct since this quarry
came? I have evidence for that. What have
you been doing since you were in the
government? Every time I submit a
petition, you reject it and do not know what
you are doing. We do not know who you are
talking to. You take into account of the
personal income of some people. For who
are cooperating with the quarry in the
village, let it be given, but we say we do not
want the quarry, so you cooperate with us
and stop it. Even if a quarry came, PCS
came after that, you are bringing it one by
one, it is not like you have stopped one.
Every time we submitted a petition to you,
we were hoping that at least anything
would be done, but why did it not happen?
What are you doing? This is the fifth time
the quarry has came, it should have been
stopped as soon as possible. This
consultation meeting should not have been
allowed. The problem has arisen three
times, and you are holding the same
meeting again. I don't know what you are
going to do. No matter how much I talk,
you are still doing what you are doing.
