Discussiotr by SEAC and the Remarks:-

The proposal was placed in 274'h SEAC meeting held on 19.5.2022. The project proponent

has given a detailed presentation. The details of the project fumished by the proponent are given in

the website (parivesh.nic.in).

The project proponent gave detailed presentation. SEAC noted the following:

1 . The Project Proponent, Thiru K. Sundaramj has applied for Tems foi Reference for the Rough

stone & gravel quary lease over an extent of2.11.5 Ha S.F.No.393/1A (p), Belladhi Village,

Mettupalayam Taluk, Coimbatore Dist ct, Tamil Nadu.

2. The project/activity is covered under Category ,,81,, of Item l(a) ..Mining projects,, of the

Schedule to the EIA Norificatioq 2006.

3. As per the mining plan, the lesse period is for S year. The production as per mioing

platr for 5 years not to exceed -292600 m3 of Rough Stone,32600m3 of gravel and

29648 m3 of Weathered Rock, The Annual peak production as per mining plan is 63650

m3 of Rough Stone(4ih year), l54l0m3 of gravel( l.t year) and 13298 m3 of
Weathered Rock (lsr year) with ultimate depth of44m BGL.

Based on the prcsentation made by the proponelt and the documents fumished and

considering safety point ofview, SEAC decided to recommend the proposal for the grant ofTerms

CC to be included in EIA/EMP Report:

1. In the case of proposed lease in aa existing (or old) quarry where the benches are not

formed (or) partially formed as per the approved Mining plan, the project proponenr

(PP) shall prepare and submit an .Action plan' for canying out the realignment of the

benches in the proposed quarry lease after it is approved by the concemed Asst. Director

ofGeology and Mining during the time ofappraisal for obtaining the EC.

2. The Proponent shall submit a conceptual ,Slope 
Stability plan, for the proposed quarry

during the appraisal while obtaining the EC, as the depth of the working is extended

beyond 35 m below ground level.

3. The PP shall fumish the affidavit srating that the blasting in the proposed

Such an Imagery ofthe proposed area should clearly

show the land use and other ecological featues ofthe study area (core and buffer zone).

The PP shall carry out Drone video survey covering the cluster, Green belt , fencing etc.,

The goponent shall fumish photogaphs of adequare fencing, green belt along the periphery

including replantation of existing tlees & safety distance betweel the adjacenr quanies &

water bodies nearby provided as per the approved mining plan.

10. The Project Proponent shall conduct the hydro-geological study considering the contour

map of the water table detailing the number of ground water pumping & open wells, and

surface watei bodies such as dvers, tanks, canals, ponds etc. within I km (radius) along

with the collected water level data for both monsoon and non-monsoon seasons fiom the

PWD / TWAD so as to assess the impacts on the wells due to mining activity. Based on

actual monitored dat6, it may clearly be shown whether working will intersect

groundwater.

A wide range of indigenous plant species should be planted as given in the appetrdix-I in

consultation with the DFO, State Agriculture University and local school/college

authorities. The plant species with dense/moderate canopy of native origin should be

chosen. Species of small/mediutr/tall trees altemating with shmbs should be planted in a

mixed manner.

29. Taller/one year old Saplings raised in apgopriate size ofbags, preferably eco-friendly bags

should be planted as per the advice of local forest authorities/botanisi/Horticulturist with

regard to site specific choices. The proponent shall earmark the geenbelt area with GpS

coordinates all along the boundary of the project site with at least 3 meters wide and in

between blocks in an organized manner

30. A Disaster management Plan shall be prepared and included in the EIA,/EMP Report.

3 1. A Risk Assessment and management PIan shall be prepared and included in the EIA,/EMP

Report.

32. Occupational Health impacts of the Project should be anticipated and the proposed

preventive measues spelt out in detail. Details of pre-placement medical examination and

pe odical medical examination schedules should be incorporated in the EMp. The project

specific occupational health mitigation measures with required facilities proposed in the

mining area may be detailed.

33. Public health implications of the Project and related activities for the population in the

impact zone should be systematically evaluated and the proposed remedial measures should

be detailed along with budgetary allocations.

34. The Socio-economic studies should be carried out within a 5 km buffer zone fiom the

mining activity. Measures of socio-economic signilicance and inlluence to the local

community proposed to be provided by the Project proponent should be indicated. As far as

possible, quantitative dimensions may be given with time frames fer implementation.

37. If any quarrying operations were carried out in the proposed quanying site for which now

the EC is sought, the Project Proponent shall fumish the detailed compliance to EC

conditions given in the previous EC with the site photographs which shall duly be certified

by MoEF&CC, Regional Oflice, Chennai (or) the concerned DEE/TNPCB.

38. Concealing any factual infomation or submission of false/fabricated data and failure to

comply with any ofthe conditioN mentioled above may result in withdrawal ofthis Terms

ofConditions besides attracting penal provisions in the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986.

combined Environment lmpact Assessment Study and preparation of separate Environment

Management Plan subject to the ToR as recommended by SEAC & standard ToR in addition to the

following ToR:

L Depth of mining shall be restricted to 34m and the corresponding production as per the approved

mining plan.

2. The scientific studies shall be carried out for any proposed quarry over the existirlg pivquarry by

the reputed Govemment Scientific Research / Academic INtitutions such as Anna University,

NITS, IITS, NIRM, CISR laborato es wheie the depth of the proposed working (or) ultimare

depth of working is extended beyond 40 m below ground level (BGL) in case of flat tenain and

the excavation extends beyond 30 m above ground level (AGL) in case ofoutcropsrilly terrains

for evaluating the srability of slopes. A copy ofthe report shall be submitted ro the SEIAA, the

concemed AD/DGM, the concemed DEE/TNPCB and the Director of Mines Safety, Chennai.

3. Detailed study shall be caried out regard to impact of mining around the proposed mine lease

area on the nearby Villages, Water-bodies/ Rivers, & any ecological fragile areas.

4. The project proporent shall fumish VAO certillcate with reference to 300m radius regard to

approved habitations, schools, Archaeological stuctues etc.

5. As per the MoEF& CC office memorandum F.No.22-65l20l7lA.III dated: 30.09.2020 and

20.10.2020 the proponent shall address the concerns raised during the public consultation and all

the activities prcposed shall be part of the Envircnment Management Plan.

6. The Environmental Impact Assessment shall study in detail on the carbon emission and also

suggest the measures to mitigate carbon emission including development of carbon sinls and

temperature reduction including control ofother emission and climate mitigation activides.
